Thwarted in their at-
tempts to enlighten the
Mayor and Council as to
the potential hazards tothe
health, safety and welfare
of the citizens of South
Amboy if the aluminum
plant were to be allowed to
locate on the land-fillarea,
the Morgan Bayview
Manor Improvement Asso-
ciation found the Board of
Chosen Freeholders to be
most zealous, willing and
earnest in their efforts to
keep the Raritan Bay, and
its surroundings, free of
polluted air and water.

““1 doubt you will find
anyone on this board who
really wants an aluminum
plant in chis area’’, said
Freeholder Director
George L, Burtontoagroup
of Sayreville residents who
are members - of the
MBMIA, Burton went on,
‘““You are to be commended
on the orderly, in-depth
study that you have pre=-
sented to the Free-
holders.” Freeholder
James Costa added, “This
group did their home-
work."

To substantiate Costa’s
remark, various members
of the Assaciadon, reading
from a well-prepared pa-
per, brought to the Board’s
attention the fact that
aluminum reduction indus-
tries, through the release
of fluorides and by-
products, had an adverse
effect on humans, plant life
and animals. ast and
pending cases of suits
against aluminum com-
panies for damages to
crops and ‘human health
‘were- cited by the group,

According to the report
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of the Association, Com-
missioner Roe of the State
Conservation and Develop~
ment Department, has said
that this area is the last
deep water site availlable
for industry. Mrs. Joan
Ryan of Morgan, remind~
ed the Freeholders and Mr,

Roe, that in her considered
opinion, this isaleo the last
deep waterfront site avail=-
able for recreational dev-
elopment 1in Middlesex
County and that the dev=-
elopment of this area for a
public marine park would
be a greater service to
everyone in the county.

Mr. Hagopian, also of
Morgan, rapped the
Sommers=-Powell report by
guating that only an indus-
trial official, and not the
citizen who had to llve
within the fallour area of
the aluminum plant, had
been interviewed. He also
pointed out that out of five
plants, Somers and Powell
were allowed inside only
two of them.

Mrs. Elzabeth Yuhasz,
another spokesman for the
Morgan residents, called
attention to the fact that the
South Amboy water plantis
only a stone’s throw from
the proposed site of the
aluminum reduction plant,
thus belng over-exposed to
fluorides, which is a
cumulative poison,

Mr. Edward J. O’Connor,
president of the Morganand
Bayview Manor Improve-
ment Assgociation, said, in
closing, ‘“‘My neighbors
have document after docu-
ment citing judgment after
judgment againstaluminum
plants. But when you go
looking for background in-
formation, as your duwty
says you must, don’t come
t0 us, because we are
prejudiced. We do not want
an aluminum plant in any
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form. Our information
prompts this position. We
suggest you go to:

1. The Federal Water
Pollution Control Agency;
They have a program,
backed up by the courts,
to clean Raritan Bay of
90% of its pollution by 1970,
2. The New Jersey Clean
Afr and Water Division of
the Department of Health;
They are now acting un-
der laws which penaiize
pollutors with $2,500 fines
per violation and require
new plants to submit plans
of operations before con-
structon can begin.

3. The United States De-
partment of the Interior,
Figh and Wild Life Serv-
ice; They may be empow=
ered to conduct a study.
4. The United States Pub-
lic Health Service; They
will send you a bibliography
of health impairments due
to aluminum plants which
will keep you busy for many
a night.”

Reilly was
authorized to outline costs
of a treatment plant,

Councilman Joseph Rush
explained that should South
Amboy build on its own,
federal funds would amount
to 30% of the cost while
tying-in with the authority
would result in up to 809
of the total costs. Rush
said later, however, that he
thought it unfair that the
State Board of Health was
able to set such rigid con-
trol on federal funds and
that while costs of main-
tenance and rates are set
by state statute, these are
subject to change and can
rise without a municipali-
ty able to do much aboutit.
Reilly’s report on costs for
expanding locally willindi-
cate to the governing body
which decision to make,
The deadline for this de-
cision has been get for
October of this year when
funds earmarked for such
projects will be ciosed.
