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ABSENTEE LANDLORDS CREATE

PROBLEMS , SAYS CONNORS

If it is up to Counciiman
John Connors, owners of
abandu..ed buildings, run-
down buildings and haz~
ardous bhulldings, will be
brought before the mayor
and council and told to mend
their ways and buildings.
‘“Absentee landlords pose
the biggest problem,”’ Con-
nors said. ‘“Right now we
have 1 very dangerous con-
dition on the corner of
Stockton and First St. This
building is falling apart
and we are having difficulty
finding, or contacting, the
owner. We need a law with
teeth in it so that we will
be able to cope with these
situations as they arise.”
Councilman Rush, in his
remarks to the council,
pointed out that the drain-
age problem at Veteran's
Field is still of concern,
due to the difficulty the city
engineer has in getting a
contractor to do the work.

In a prepared statement|

for the press, Rushalsohad
this to say, ‘‘l feel thar
the articles inthe paper the
past week about the pos-
sibility "of an aluminum
plant in South Amboy, have

really riled me up. First
of all T would Iike
to make clear toall partics
concerned, that when the
time comes to make a de-
cision, that it can be made
by the elected officials of
South Amboy and not by the
Freeholders. Certainly,
South-Amboy is concerned
about a good ratable for
the city, but at the same
time when a decision b.s
to be made, we will obtain
“expert’”” advice and not
the advice of Freeholder
Otlowski. I know this gov-
erning body will do nothing
to endanger the health or
property of the people of
South Amboy. If Free! older
Otlowski is corcrned
about this area and the pco-
ple in it, why doesn’t he
work on the drainage prob-
lems on county roads and
leave the duties that be-
long to local governent
alone. These county roads
are like rivers when it
rains. 1 think it’s about
time they tended to their
duties and we will tend to
ours, and I know we won't
let the people of South Am-
boy down,’

- Otlowski Refutes Billemeyer _Statement

In a press release to the

CITIZEN, Freeholder
George J. Otlowski ans-
wered charges by Henry
Billemeyer, that he, Ot-
lowski, was misinformed
about the potential hazards
of an aluminum plant in
this area. Said Otlowski,
‘“Several years ago, Henry
made the
chickens at the workhouse
nervous. He was concerned
about how many eggs they
were laying. The diffe1-nce
between his conduct then
and now is that he is mak-
ing people inthe whole area
nervous. He now would like
to bring a dirty, filthy, and
-unhealthy operatin into the
County”’,

Otlowski continued, ‘‘ This
is no casual conclusion
about the nature of an
aluminum reduction plant.
It is reflected in the health
records of many statesand '
communities. It is true that
my concern about pollution
is for the entire county
and the entire metropolitan
reglon. This certainly in-
cludes my native city,
Perth Amboy.”

Pointing ou: the fact that
we were confronted with a
dangerous situation of air
inversion and stagnation
last November, Otlowski
sald, ““All we necded at
that time was an aluminum
plant to add the fatal dose)*’

In answer to Billemeyer's

charge that no suits have
been leveled against alu-
minum industries for the
past 25 years, Otlowski
had this to say, ‘“This is
not only untrue, it is com-
pletely ridiculous. Every
breathing minute hrings
with it a suit in one of
the state or federal courts,
For instance, the Harvey
Aluminum Company of
Oregon has had a consent
judgment in the federal
courts against them to-
taling six and one-h4lf mil-
Hon dollars. This was on
September 12, 1966, (Civil
Number 61-207 Consent
Decree of the United States
District Court for the Dis-
trict of Oregon).”

Citing more cases, the
Freeholder continued,
‘““The Reynolds Metal
Aluminum Reduction plant
of Troutdale, Oregon, had
a judgment of $38,000 en-
tered against it for the
damage to the kidney, liv-
ers and digestive functions
¢f Paul and Verla Martin
of Troutdale, Orcgon. This
judgment atso included an-
other $91,000 for property
and livestock damage.”
‘““A suit for three mil-
lion dollars was started by
scores of residents of
Blount County, Tenn, for
damages to land and live-
stock. Alcoa acknowledged
this damage prior to the
suit by making reparations,
This was just a Httle over
10 years ago. And so the
sults are documented ad
infinitum. I'm going to
make this whole record.
avallable in a public re-
port,”  the  Freeholder
promised.
