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Retired Young' Man Keeps Susy
Dinner August 27 To Honor Mike Nagle

On Sunday evening, August
27, when former co-
workers and friends gather
at the Jernee Mill inn to
pay tribute to Mike Nagle,
a lot of reminiscing is
sure to be done of times
gone by, and we venture to
bet that a lot of it will be
done by the guest ̂ f honor.

For Mike Nagle is unique
in that in his lifetime he
has successfully under-
taken two completely dif-
ferent careers and man-
aged them both wi th
thoroughness and effi-
ciency.

Back in the early 1900*8
when he was a teenager and
his father, the late William
J., was the superintendent
of the Terra Cotta Pottery
on Swan Hill, young Mike
was hired as a timekeeper
at the local firm that made

• building ornaments and
embellishments. Following
in his father's footsteps, he
learned the ceramics
business and when he re-
tired from Terra Cotta in
1931 he was the firm's su-
perintendent.

William Nagle was a mas-
ter potter from Cork, Ire-
land, who had originally
settled in Trenton to work
in the steel and glass mills.
He later worked in Rule's
Pottery, Matawan, before
settling In South Amboy.
Mike himself stayed in the
terra cotta business until
the time thai terra cotta
became too expensive and
the Industry began to die
out with a gradual change-
over to brick manufacture.

The end of his career as a
potter was the beginning
of another complete career
of service to the city of
South Amboy for in 1932
Mike was appointed the
first full-time superin-
tendent of public works,
succeeding the original su-
perintendent, Mr. Crane,
who had held the post, on
a part-time basis, since
1925 when South Amboy's
Board of Public Works was
created in accordance with
state law. In addition to
his duties as superintend-
ent, in 1935 he was named
streets commissioner, r e -
sponsible for the em-
ployees in that department.
In this latter position which
he held until his retirement
last December, he was
truly "Mr. Superintend-
ent . with an almost total
recall of work done and in-
stallations made since he
took office. When he did
retire at the "young'* age
of 80, he continued as a
consultant to the Board of
Public Works until this past
April when C h a r l e s
Thompson was named to
replace him.

Since his official retire-
ment, the superintendent
has kept busy by working
around his house and
traveling. Just this week
he was seen painting win-
dows at his bouse on So.
Pine Ave. where he has
lived since 1931, Recently,
he and his wife, the former
Abbie O'Gara of Phila-
delphia, returned, from
trips to Expo 67 in Mon-
treal and Cape Cod.

He also keeps busy with
outside activities and was
recently named vice-
president of the Investors
and Owners Building and
Loan Association, Trust
Co. Building, being an
original member from its
organization back in 1919.
At that time he served as
the group's first secre-
tary. He is also a long-
time member of the Knights
of Columbus, Council 426,
having joined in 1920, and
is a retired member of the
Enterprise Hook & Ladder
Co., having served as Chief
of the South Amboy Fire
Dept. during 1922-23. He
was1 also a charter member
of the South Amboy Rotary
during his terra cotta days.

The Nagles have four
children who are Miss Kay,
a head nurse at the Menlo
Park Veteran's H o m e ;
Miss Eileen, a secretary;
Frank of South Amboy; and
John of Colts Neck who is
a teacher and fire control
instructor at the Bayonne
Naval Base. The family
also includes Frank's
daughter. Pat, a student at
St. Mary's High School; and
John's son, Lee Murray.

Now that he is not con-
fined to a daily office rou-
tine, Mr. Nagle has more
time to pursue his hobby
as a collector of ceramic
pieces, and his private col-
lectlon is quite extensive
dating back to his associa-
tion with the terra c^rta in-
dustry. It includes many
pieces done byceramicists
employed at the local plant
who designed and fired
pieces on their own. Some,
done by a Dane, Mr. Strus-
holm, are an inkstand, a
pair of bookends and a
pair of candlesticks, all in
the Rockingham glaze, a
brownish finish that was
first produced in England.
A pair of cats, done by his
father in 1872, are also part
of his collection. Another
item that he owns are some
of the blue tiles made In
South Amboy for President
F r a n k l i n Roosevelt's
swimming pool ai the White
House. Among the terra
cotta items in the Nagle
yard are numerous vases
and a birdbath also made
at the Terra Cotta Pottery.

When the company gathers
to honor him on August 27,
it will be in friendship and
admiration for his work
and accomplishments.

Municipal Planning Asso-
ciates of Perth Amboy has
been authorized by the
South Amboy City Council
to provide a workable city
master plan and prepare an
application for a planning
and survey grant from the
U. S. Dept. of Housing and
Urban Development.

A resolution passed at
Tuesday night's council
meeting will allot $1,800
in capital improvement
funds to cover the firm's
fee.

Following a meeting last
month between city offi-
cials and representatives
of HUD and the U. S. Of-
fice of Education, the city
council has since met In-
formally to discuss getting
federal aid for proposed
city projects including
funds tor a secondary
treatment plant.

Objecting to the hiring
of 'the planning firm was
former Planning Chairman
John Ploskonka who felt
that further discussion
should have occurred with
the federal representa-
tives. He questioned the
council's action in passing
the resolution without first
consulting the City Plan-
ning Board which he
claimed Is working on a
"comprehensive" plan for
the city. He felt further
that the work to be done by
Municipal Planning Asso-
ciates will duplicate that
already done by the local
planning group.

Council President Fred
Henry said that in opposi-
tion to the Planning Board's
master plan, a workable
plan was required for the
federal aid application.

Council Seeks Funds
For Drains.Streets
Two ordinances were

introduced at Tuesday
night's Council meeting
seeking bond issues to con-
struct storm drains and
pave streets.
One ordinance, in the

amount of $23,750 is for
the construction of storm
drains on Feltus and Portia
Streets and Ward and
Parker Avenues.
The other, in the amount

of $12,825 to cover partial
costs of street paving. Pav-
ing is to be done on Ward
Ave. from BordentownAve.
to Portia St.; George St.
from Feltus St. to Pine
Ave.; Macelduski Terrace
from. Stevens Ave. to its
north end; and lower Main
St. from 400 feet north of
Broadway to its end.

of Matawan was awarded a
contract In the amount of
$7,836 for the paving of
Augusta, Gordon and Rose-
well Sts,
In a letter received from

the State Dept. of Trans-
portation, the city was ad-
vised that the state would
not be responsible for
drainage problems existing
on Veteran's Field. An in-
vestigation conducted by
the state shows the field to
be in a low area and the
lack of storm sewers there
causes a drainage problem.
The state contends that
since adjoining sections of
Route 35 have storm
sewers, a minimum amount
of water runs onto the field
from the highway.

The council passed an
emergency resolution to
raise a $1,500 note to pain*
street crossings through-
out the city.

It was stressed, that the
town would be surveyed by
Municipal Planning Asso-
ciates with their report to
concentrate on a specific
area with the greatest need
for changes. The firm is
also to recommend neces-
sary changes in city codes.

Both Councilman P.
Joseph Rush and John How- .
ley said the firm's $1,800
fee was worth risking for
professional advice if get-
ting federal aid could then
be obtained.

The scheduled meeting
last night of the Planning
Board to discuss the
city's revised zoning or-
dinance and master plan
was called off for lade of
a quorum.

Board attorney James Rea
Jr . who was to have pre-
sented a final revised copy
of the changes for presen-
tation to the Board of Pub-
lic Works did not make
last night's meeting. The
Public Works group had
asked for the revised copy
for discussion at their
meeting next Tuesday.
In the meantime, the City

Council h a s hired Muni-

Tlir summer garden provides a wealth of flowers for indoor
nsp. Kropiiif; them in good ruitriitirin is easy if common-sense
procedures are followed. See accompanying article for these.

The length of time your cut flowers will last is determined
_by how and when you cut them, How you treat them immedi-
"ately afterward, the container in whtch you arrange them and
whether or not you use a preservative.

The best time of day to cut flowers from your garden is late
afternoon because their sugar
content is higher then and
helps them to keep longer.
Second-best time is e a r l y
morning.

When you go into the garden
to gather flowers take along a
pall of water the same temper-
ature as the outdoor air. Thus,
in a cool morning, the water
will be cool; in a hot after-
noon, it will be warm. Pop
each flower stem into water
as soon as you cut it.

When you finish cutting, take

to keep flowers in good condi-
tion. Eliminate t h e s e con-
tainers _

To the water in the con-
tainer you choose, add a pre-
servative which controls the
growth of the bacteria that
t h r i v e In vegetation-filled
water. A preservative adds
several days to the life of cut
flowers.

Now recut flower stems to
the length you wish for your

the pail into the house and set i arrangements. Cut w i t h a
"ft in a cool, draft-free place.
Leave it there for at least an
hour. During this time the
flowers become adjusted to the

.different conditions indoors.
Then line up your containers

and view them with an eye to
their water-holding capacities.
Tall, narrow vases which hold
little water must be refilled
each day, sometimes t w i c e
daily, so flower stems will re
main in water.

Wj|£e, flat bowls may not
allow sufficient depth of water

sharp knife so you do not tear
plant tissues, and cut under
water. A wide bowl filled to
the brim will permit this.
Cutting under water keeps air
from plant cells. Stripping off
leaves that would be below
the water line also prolongs
the life of flowers.

After you h a v e followed
these steps a time or two and
seen how much longer the
lovely blooms from your gar-
den continue to be lovely,
you'll make them your routine.

WELDING COURSE
ADDED TO PROGRAM

A shop course in welding
will be added to the instruc-
tion program at the Middle-
sex County Vocational &
Technical High School in
Perth Amboy starting in
September.

The comprehensive voca-
tional course is open to stu-
dents enrolling In 10th,
11th, and 12th grades at
the high school and will also
be offered as part of the
adult night training pro-
gram.

Frederic L. Reese, prin-
cipal of the Perth Amboy
school, announced that the
course will provide train-
ing in all types of welding,
including oxy-acetylene,
hell-arc, gas welding and
electric welding.

This will mark the first
year a course in welding
has been made available
as a shop -course for high
school students. Although
a welding'shop has been in
operation at the Perth Am-
boy school for the past
seven years, enrollment
was limited to adult train-
ing and M.D.T.A. pro-
grams.
The course will offer In-

struction In the latest weld-
ing techniques and training
in use of modern welding
equipment.

Students of high school
age enrolling in the course
will receive three hourB a
day in shop welding and
three hours of academic
and related 'subjects. Day
students receive a regular
high school diploma upon
completion of the course
and graduation after 12th
grade.
Adult students receive

training in one year ade-
quate for direct placement
in trade and industrial
positions.

There is no tuition charge
and the course is open to
residents of Middlesex
County.
