John Ploskonka on refining
sewage for sale to industry
as a cooling agent was dis-
cussed, and Public Works
Supe rintenden t C h a r l e s
Thompson was authorized
to consult Woodbridg'e
Township on a similar plan
they are considering. Since
South Amboy currently
faces the dilemma of Join-
ing the Middlesex County
Sewerage Authority or
building a second treatment
plant, Thompson was asked
to find out why Woodbridge
declined to Join the county
system.

Ploskonka's sugge stion
was that effluence past the
secondary treatment stage,
now required by state law,
be processed for sale to
industry as a cooling agent,
at the same time conserv-
ing pure water. Since the
purity required for cool-
ing is less than for drink-
ing water, Ploskonka felt
its demand would be
assured by area industries.
The availability of a
cheaper product, compared
to the cost of drinking
water, would also be in-
strumental in drawing in-
dustry here, according to
his comments.

Thompson also informed

the board that City
Engineer Edward Reilly
and state officials had made
an inspection of a new well,
#10, and that a clearance
report was expected in the
near future.

Hartmann Attends Firefighting Course
F. E. Hartmann, a mem-

ber of the Progressive Fire
Company, attended an in-
tensive Course in firefight-
ing problems in atomic en-
ergy and other industrial
plants and laboratories re-
cently held by the Atomic
Energy Commission at the
University of Maryland.

The course consisted of
lectures and movies of ac-
tual accident conditions,
and field training sessions
on use of instruments for
detection of radiation were
also held.

Emphasis was placed on
limiting the number of per-
sonnel concentrated in such
special areas, wind direc-
tion, use of solid streams
and water fog for firefight-
ing, cooling containers, use
of protective clothing, and
restricting the number of
apparatus in the area to
avoid contamination. Also
emphasized were strict
regulations for decon-
tamination of equipment
before leaving the re-
stricted, accident area.

The course was a re -
fresher limited to those
who had previously at-
tended a similar course
some 8 years ago in Conn,
and 80% of those attend-
ing are personnel employed
by the Atomic Energy Com-
mission.
