Houses on South Feltus St.
and Orchard Place bore the
brunt of the heavy deluge
when the Veteran's Field
became  inundated and
spilled water over the catch
basins and into the cellars
and back vyards of the
nearby homes. -

More than 100 people were
taken from the Waterworks
Park, by boat, when five
feet of water covered the
roadway, The Melrose Fire
Department had  been
having a picnic when the
‘storm caused them to flee
the area, leaving many au-
tomobiles completely sub-
merged by the flooding wa-
ters.

The Anderson family
of 249 Olsen St., Bayview
Manor, had to be evacuated
by boat when part of their
house foundation caved in.

Anyone trying to leave the
city during the height of the
storm found that all roads
were under water and some
portione of the roads
had been washed away.

A very clear picture of
the situation was made
available to this reporter
by way of a short-wave ham
radio alongside his desk.
We were able to listen ro
Ronnie Hoffman (K2KFE)
and several of his cohorts
as they reported on the
flooded conditions in this
area by way of mobile
equipment and home based
units.

A call by Ronnie, or one
of the other Sayreville
hams, would be picked up
by Mary-Ann, Ronnie’s
wife, and she in turn would
appraise the Sayreville po-
lice of various trouble
8pots. .

One lad by the name of
Rick rePorted being
stranded ‘“low and wet’’ in
Boges’ parking lot, and
asked Ronnie to call his
father for an assist.
