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Funds Approved for Improvements;
Flooding Complaints Aired

On final reading, the City
Council on Tuesday night
approved two ordinances
seeking bond funds for the
construction of storm
drains and the partial pav-
ing of city streets.

The storm drains are to
be constructed on Feltus
and Portia Sts. and Ward
and Parker Avenues, and
the bond issue to cover
costs totals $23,750. An-
other ordinance, in the
amount of $12,825, seeks
funds for the partial pav-
ing of Ward Ave. from
Bordentown Ave. to Por-
tia St.; George St. from
Feltus St. to Pine Ave.;
Macelduski Terrace from
Stevens Ave. to its north
end and lower Main St.
from 400 feet n o r t h of
Broadway to its end.
To correct damage done

by last week's flooding con-
ditions, an emergency
resolution to raise $1,820
in bonds for repairs on the
sanitary sewer on John St.
was also approved.

Residents Complain
About Drainage

A number of residents
from Amshore Homes were
present at the meeting, all
of them with complaints
about drainage problems
caused by the recent heavy
ranfall.

Barkalow Street home-
owners said some had lost
half their yards and resi-
dents of Pupek Road said
many of their yards were
complete "washouts". One
resident of BaAkalow Street
said the 6-inch drainpipe
there is insufficient for
rains such as occurred last
week.

Although many of these
people have built retaining
walls on their properties
this proved inadequate to
prevent flooding as the
force of water caused
ditches in many places.

Councilman John Howley,
who conducted the meeting
in the absence of council
president Fred Henry, told
the residents that two on-
site inspections would
be held today, and arrange-
ments were made to have
Leo Koziol, developer of
Amshore Homes, City En-
gineer Edward Reiliy, and
available council members
at the site, both at 1 p.m.
today and at 6 p. m.

Howley told homeowners
that if the city is respon-
sible for what happened
during the rains, proper
actiqn would be taken to
correct the situation. If,
however, damage has been
caused by neighbors di-
verting water, thenhesaid,
"it becomes a personal
problem."

City Attorney John E.
Mullane commented that it
would be illegal for one
property owner to divert
water onto a n o t h e r
property, although it is le-
gal for individual property
owners to alleviate drain-
age problems. Hid sug-
gestion was that a com-
mon solution to relieve the

flooding would be to have
all property owners divert
their excess water into the
street.

A parent whose children
attend a private school,
Mrs. Jean Garcia of Pupek
Rd., questioned the council
on having the city pay
transportation costs to
school as recently provided
under state law. She was
told by Mullane that ap-
plications for those eligible
within a 22-mile radius of
the city should have been
made in August.

Mrs. Garcia was referred
to the Board of Education,
who meet this evening, and
told by Howley, "if your
children are entitled to free
busing and you have
difficulty in straightening it
out, then come back to us."

It is an established fact, that before a person or
firm enters into a business which requires a variance,
the approval of the variance Is first obtained and then,
and only then after legal approval do they start on the
alterations and installation of equipment.

But this was not the case at the former Jackin Cross
Garage at 519 Main St. (Block 72, Lot No. 3) where
the alterations have been going on for many weeks;
where equipment is installed, and from all Indications
they may be ready for business before September 13,
1967, the date set for the hearing by the Zoning Board
of Adjustment.

Does this mean that the persons who have Intentions
of opening this business are so optimistic as to the out-
come of their request that they can throw caution to
the winds? Does it mean that they can do as they please
without complying to the laws of the community? Does
it mean that they have a previously arranged approval,
and that the legal notice is just "motions" of compliance
with the law? Does it mean that the rights of the neighbors
and people living in the area are not to be considered?

We wish to call attention to the Board members
the hazards that can come into this area if this variance
is approved:

1. A car wash at this location will cause a traffic
hazard on a main thoroughfare (Main Street), and at
the Augusta Street approach and the David St. approach,
whether traffic enters from Main St. thru to. David St.
or vice-versa. This will make traffic hazards during
Che day.

2. This area is designated, "School Zone" - - it is
presently marked with aigos "Danger School Ahead" —
adding pjle-up traffic' to this area is asking for trouble,
and it is smack in school and church crossing areas.

3. As a Youth Center, a Pizza parlor-restaurant will
add to the present traffic hazard in the evening and
there being no parking facilities to the property —
it will cause double-parking and turning problems, etc.

4. This business is definitely not in the public interest - -
everyone in the neighborhood 1B opposed to it; the clergy
across the street have expressed their displeasure about
having this undesirable business situated there.

5. School children will cross a dangerous highway,
during reces6, noon and after school.

6. This is a peaceful neighborhood and we wish to
keep It that way.

Garden News
SAVK ROSE BUSHES

Rose lovers who relied on
the drought of the past few
weeks to combat rose dis-
eases in their home gar-
dens were
with diseased
year.

We advise home garden-
ers to plan ahead for next
year by spraying their rose
bushes when they should.

Black spot, a fungus dis-
ease spread by water, is
now getting started in rose
bushes in home gardens.

. The disease begins with
three or four black spots
on a few leaves. The leaves
then turn yellow, and finally
drop off about one week
later.

The disease, starting to
build up now, can strip your
rose bush if you do not con-
trol It. A buBh with an um-
brella effect — a long stem
with only a few leaves at
the top — will be the r e -
sult of the summer rain's
work and your neglect.
Black spot weakens the

plant, making it susceptible
to winter damage. Home
gafdeners should also be on
the look-out for powdery
mildew, which is also now
building up on roses.

Ask your county agri-
cultural agent, County Ad-
ministration Building, New
Brunswick, for a free copy
of Bulletin 25, " Roses for
the Home."
It contains much informa-

tion about sprays for rose
diseases and rose1 care in
general.

STRAWBERRY CARE
The most important time

of the year to care for your
strawberry beds is now.

From the middle of August
until the first of Septem-
ber, your strawberry
plants will be forming their
flower buds. The wise home
gardener will try to in-
crease the number of buds.

Care to ensure many buds
includes weeding and fer-
tilizing the bed to keep
plants actively growning.
This is also the right time
to protect your plants from
diseases.

Doing this extra work now
will be easier if you recall
our reminder that your
strawberry plants are ac-
tually making their crop
now. They'll produce it next
spring.

PEAR HARVESTING
Just about everyone likes

a ripe, juicy pear.
Somehow, they taste bet-
ter when they're from your
own tree. But .we'll venture
a guess, if you've been
growing your own pears,
that these beautiful tree-
ripened fruits are mushy
or discolored on the in-
side.

Would you like to know
how to avoid this? It 's sim-
ple. Pick the fruit about
one week or ten days be-
fore it normally ripens on
the tree. Then store it in a
cool place until you're
ready to use it. lake the
pears out of storage as
needed and let them slowly
ripen. The amazing thing
is that pears ripened In
this way are actually bet-
ter than those ripened on
the treel

NO FEDERAL WATCHDOGS NEEDED!
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NOT NEEDED

A bill (H.R. 7114) entitled the "Consumers
Act of 1967" is pending in the House Government
Operation Committee. It would establish a Depart-
ment of Consumer Affairs in the Executive Branch
headed by a Secretary of Consumer Affairs of cab-
inet rank.

The proposed legislation would transfer to this
new department certain consumer functions cur-
rently administered by other government depart-
ments. It would also create within the department
offices on consumer information, a national con-
sumer information foundation, consumer safety
and an institute for consumer research.

The new department would be authorized to
carry on widespread economic surveys and investi-
gations. In addition it would handle complaints,
provide information on consumer products, con-
duct annual consumer conferences, and consumer
research and safety. Federal agencies are now effec-
tively engaged in 296 consumer protection activi-
ties, and there is no reason to create a new Cabinet
level department.

Any effort to superimpose new government bu-
reaus and departments seeking to represent Amer-
ican citizens solely as consumers is unnecessary and
undesirable. Established departments and agencies
of government are fully aware of the interest* of
consumers and there are sufficient laws on the books
to protect them.
