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"OUNCIL PREPARING NEW

Councilman John Howlcy,
in his remarks tothe Coun=
cil, promises to have his
long-awaited Snow Re-
moval Ordinance ready in
the very near future.

l.ast February, Howley,
Chairman of the Streets
Department, asked for and
received, the passage of
an emergency resolution to
pay for the removal of
snow from a huge storm.
The amount of $6,600 was
needed to cover. this ex-
pense, and according to
Howley, much of this could
have been saved if Broad-
way had been clearofcars.

At that time Howley said,
‘“The primary caost of snow
removal is the hauling. If
Broadway had beenclear of
cars, the job would have
been much simpler and
quicker”,

He also promised to have
an ordinance drawn up that
will ban overnight parking
on Broadway from Novem-
ber 15 to April 13.

In  keeping with his
promise, Howley 1is now
going to meet with the

Street Committee, Police
Chief O’Leary, and the
Street Department super-
visory staff in order tp
draw up the necessary
parking rules and regula-
tions.

Drain Enlarged

Howley also reported that
tlie drain at Pupek Drive,
which caused a flooding
condition when it became
plugged during the recent
storms, is now enlarged
and gives every indication
that it will now suffice.
Councilman John Connors
told the Council that the
owner of the building at
the corner of First and
Stockton had been contacted
in California and has hired
a local contractor to make
necessary repairs o
eliminate the hazardous
conditions. The owner is
expected to beinSouthAm-
boy in October, and Con-
nors will have him meet
with the Council 10 deter-
mine what his future plans
are for this property.
Mayor Richard Schultz
recommended to the Coun-
cil that Sixth St. be paved
and also designated as a
““Light Traffic Street.”

To Repair Drains

He alsoinstructedthe City
Clerk, John I, Triggs, to
write a lerter to the Board
of Chosen Freeholders
asking them to repair
broken drains on Stevens
Ave.

Noting that
is United Nations
Mayor  Schultz named
Council President Fred
Henry the chairman for
the city of South Amboy.

Ploskonka Questions
Sewage Action

John Ploskonka, former
chairman of the Planning
Board, told the Mayor and
Council, at last Tuesday
night’s meeting, that, inhis
opinion, not enough time
was being giveniothe mak-
ing of a decision as to.
whether or not South Am-
boy should join the Mid-
dlesex County Sewage Au-
thority or build their own
secondary plant,

When Council President
Henry announced that the
Mayor, City Council, mem-
bers of the Board of Public
Works andthe city engineer
would meet next Monday
night to discuss this prob-
lem, Ploskonka asked
whether or not the meet-
ing would be open to the
public.

Henry replied, “No."”’

Ploskonka then asked
when the public would be
allowed to express their
views on this subject, and
he was told that the time
for that would be when the
ordinances were  pre-
sented, by due process,
for a public hearing.
Henry, . when questioned
by Ploskonka, stated,
‘““When we pass ordinances,
it"s what we think is good
for South Amboy.”’

Councilmen Rush and
Howley added an explana-
tion to Henry’s remarks

stating that if public

%mn is against a pro-

sed ordinance, the Coun~
cil may recall it.

Agreeing with the Mayor
and Council that time was
of the essence in the set-
tling of the sewage prob-
lem, Ploskonka kept re-
turning to his question of
why the Metcalf and kEddy
survey, along with the city
engineer’s report, Wwere
received by the city fath-
ers Just last week, when
the deadline for intttal ac-
tion 1s October 1.

“Time is short”’, said
Ploskonka, ‘‘You will have
to make a million dollar
decision in less than one
week.”’

Ploskonka continued,
‘““Unfortunately, there will
be no public meeting to
question or discuss these
reports.”

Schultz and Henry coun-
tered these statements by
pointing out that experts
had made a study of this
problem over a period of
months, and that their opin-
ion would be accepted by
the governing bodies.

When  Ploskonka ques-
tioned various aspects of
the report, Schultz told him

In a follow-up action, the
Council, at last Tuesday
night’s meeting, approved
the Mayor’s recommenda-
tion that South Amboy join
in with Rahway, Carteret
and Woodbridge to form a
regional air pollution con-
trol body.

l.ast February, Mayor
Schultz met with re'pre-
scentatives  from nearby
communitics, and came
back to the Council with
his advice that the city
joln in a concerted drive
to combat air pollution.

At this time the estimated
cost to the city would be
$1,364.65, based on theav=
¢crage costper square mile,
which is the area of South
Amboy.

In a letter to the Mayor
and Council, Antoine T, At~
talla M, D,, Director of
the Department of Health
and -Welfare for the Town-
ship of Woodbridge, ad-
vised the city officials that
South Amboy’s share of the
cost, would be only $467.00.

On some near future date,
Mr, Neil M, Margarella,
Programmer for the Mid-
dlesex County Computer
and Data Processing De-
partment, will be in South
Amboy to explainthe work-
ings of a computer and how
It can be used by our city
to relieve the workload of
tax and water bills.

This proposed usage of the
county data processing
center is in keeping with
the policy set by the Free=~
holders when they rented
equipment to be used pri-
marily by the county and
any of the communities in
the county,
