Mrs. Grodsky, a former
teacher, is a graduate of
Rutgers University and has
worked with the Bureau
of Children's Services for a
number of years. She has
worked as a social worker
at various Jewish Com-.
munity Centers.

Planned as a preventive
mental health practice, the
workshop is designed to
- make teachers aware of
classroom problems as
early as possible with the
dual goal of tdentifying the
child in need of help and
recognizing behavior pat-
terns and how to approach
them.

To accomodate both ele-
mentary and high school
teachers, four workshops,
each extending for periods
of 8 10 10 weeks during
the present gchool year are
scheduled.

Enutled ‘“Take a Decep
Deadly Breath’”, Free-
holder George Otlowskihas
released a report of a study
he had made onthe dangers
of an aluminum reduction
plant in the South Amboy
area.

This 25 page, comprehen=
sive survey encompasses
the adverse effects of
aluminum manufacturing
on the health ofthe citizens
of nearby communities
through pollution of the air
and water,

A very clear, concise and
easlly understood descrip-
tion of the process used in
the making of aluminum
is also presented in Otlow-
ski's report. He points out
the fact that the so-called
second stage is of major
concern, and, contrary to
a statement made by a
local official, the Otlow=
ski study shows this sec-
ond stage to be most dan-

gerous. .
The conversion of the
dust-like alumina (the

product of the first stage)
into metallic aluminum by
means of large quantities
of electricity, produces oil
and grease fumes emitted
to the atmosphere, along
with aluminum oxide dust
and sulphur dioxide.

After this roasting op-
eration the remaining white
alumina powder is dis-
solved in molten Cryolite
and an electric currem,
passed through this solu=-
tlon, separatea it into
aluminum and oxygen.

The concentradon of sul-
phur dioxide in our area
often exceeds these stand-
ards, often going as high
as 0.25 and even to the
level of 1.00 ppm, which
is 2 1/2 to 10 tmes the
recommended levelll}
More than 100 tons of sul-
phur dioxide *‘dumped’’
into the air last year from
31 sources in Middlesex
County and, Otlowskl,
knowing that an aluminum
reduction plant would defi-
nitely add more to our at-
mosphere, says, ‘This
area cannot tolerate an-
other source of sulphur
dioxide pollution.”

The new ordinance, which
wiil supercedeall other ex=
i1sting ordinances, has been
in the making for the past
several months and much
work has been done on it
by the Planning Board.

This is the
recommended zoning of the
land-fill area in the
easterly section of the city.

While the Planning Board
is in favor of keeping this
area for residential use,
(the thinking behind this be-
ing that it could always be
changed to industrial ifa
favorable ratable desires
to settle in South Amboy),
the Board of Public Works
has made known their in-
tention to make this an in-
dustrial zone.

No Firm Decision
On Joining MCSA

Nqg definite decision to
Join the Middlesex County
Sewage Authority was made
by the Board of Public
Works at last Tuesday
night’s meeting, although
there were strong indica-
tions that this would be
the ultimate outcome in
the near future,

A motion to pass a reso-
lution outlining the city’s
position was made by Com-
William
O’Leary and was passed
unanimously by the Board.

This resolution, drawn up
by the Board’'s attorney,
Mr. John J, Muliane, calls
for officlale from South
Amboy and the Borough of
Sayreville to hold a joint
meeting to explore the pog=
sibility of a joint study to
determine the feasibility
of the two communities
joining '+ the Middlesex
County Sewage Authority
together.

Sayreville -has already
agreed to tle the Bayview
Manor-Morgan and Mel-
rose areas intothe Author-
ity’s system and if South
Amboy agrees tocooperate
in this enterprise, the cost
will be considerably less
for both towns.

City Engineer Edward
Reilly reported that he had
made a trip to the Boston
office of Metcalf-Eddy, the
firm that has prepared
a most extensive study of
this problem, and after
checking various figuresof
the report, heis well satis-
filed with their findings.

Reilly then expressed his
opindon that the City of -
South Amboy should join
the Middlesex County Sew-
age Authority citing seve
eral figures to bear out
his decision that this would
be the most economical and
practical solutdon for
the solving of the sewage
problem in South Amboy.

Rellly also stated that he
had gone to Trenton on
Tuesday in order toask for
a time extension on the
October 1 deadline, the date
set by the State for all
communities to make
known their plans to meet
with the State’s require-
ment of clearing up the
polludon in New Jersey
waters. Mr. Reilly was told
by the state officials to
submit his request in writ-
ing along with a progress
report of any action taken
to this date. A copy of the
above mentioned resgolu-
tion will be a part of this
report. :

Mr. John Ploskonka,
former chairman of the
Planning Board, asked
Reilly how much the
Metcalf~Eddy report had
cost. Reilly said that he
had no way of knowing be-
cause the cost was borne
by the state,

Ploskonka, agreeing that
both the Metcalf-Eddy re-
port and Reilly’s review of
it were good reports,
elicited from Reilly that the
cost of the city joining the
Middlesex County Sewage
Authority would be about
$20,000 cheaper per year
than building our own plant
and operating it alone,

It was also agreed that
if Federal funds are avail-
able for sewage treatment,
a joint venture would stand
to have a greater priority
than any city doing it on
their own,
