Charles T, Mason, a for-
mer mayor of South Amboy
who served for three terms

Sewage Problem
Very Puziling

A letter wrltten to the
Health Department of the -
State of New Jersey, by
South Amboy Engineer Ed-
ward Reilly, has added con-
fusion and puzzlement
to the already complex
problem the city of
South Amboy already faces
with the handling of its
sewage.

At last week’s meeting of

L the Board of Public Works,

Reilly was instructed to
write to the state and re-
port on the £rogren the
c¢ity has made to date on
their attempts to meet the
October 1 deadline for de~
ciding whether or not the
city would join the Middle~
sex County Sewage Au-
thority, or build their own
secondary treatment plant,
A resolution, proposed by
Commissioner illiam
O’Leary and dpuled by the
Board, called for ofticlala
from South Amboy and
Sayreville to hold a joint
meeting to explore the pos-
sibility of a joint atudy to
determine the feasibility of
the two communitiea join-
ing the MCSA, No definite
decision to join the
Authority was made at this
time and this resolution
was to be presented to the
state to meet their request
for ' determination as to
whether or not South Am-
boy should have an exten-
sion of time beyond the
October 1 deadline,
According to Reilly, he
had been authorized by the
Mayor and Councilto; "'ad-
vise you of the city’s posi-
tion with respect to the
amended order {issued
3/31/67 under the Water
Pollutdon Control of the
State of New Jersey.'’
Council President Henry
stated that the Council and
Mayor did not authorize
this letter. .
Retlly's letter continues;
‘““The Board of Public
Works of the City of South
Amboy is the agency re-
sponsible for operating and
malnulnln? ¢ sewage
treatment facilities in tge
City of South Amboy, At
its meetlnq of September
26, 1967, (Reilly’s letter
is dated -September 38, -
the Board of Public Works
will begin negotiations
toward joining the Middle~
sex County Sewage Au-
thority. Obviously, these
negotiations cannot be con-
cluded by October 1; how=
ever, it is anticipated that
the matter will be pursued
diligently and a 1 do-
termination mads during
the next few weeks."’
