When queried by the
Press, the Board of Pub-
lic Works stated that they
have not received word
from CityEngineerEdward
Reilly as to a meeting with
the officials of the Borough
of Sayreville, or, whether
or not the state will ex-
tend the time limitation for
making known whether
or not South Atnboy will
Join the Middlesex County
Sewage Authority or build
their own secondary treat-
ment plant.
At the Board's meeting of

September 26, Reilly was
authorizedto arrange for
a Joint meeting to be held
by the officials of Sayre-
viile and South Amboy to
study the feasibility of the
two communities joining
the Middlesex County Sew-
age Authority together.

This authorization was
drawn up in the form of
a resolution and Reilly was
also instructed to present
'this resolution to the state
with a letter asking for an
extension of the October 1
deadline, the 'date set by the
state for all communities to
make known their plans to
meet with the state's re-
quirements of clearing up
the pollution in New Jer-
sey waters.
The question of meeting

the state's demands has
been on the agenda of the
Board since the beginning
of the year, and most of
this time has been spent
waiting for the Metcalf-
Eddy report. This report,
paid for by the state, was
promised to the city in
January of this year, and
was not actually in the
hands of the Board of Pub-
lic Works _until the last
week of September not
withstanding the fact that
a decision had to be made
by October 1.

The Metcalf-Eddy report
is very well done and sev-
eral viewpoints as to the
solution of clearing up the
sewage pollution of the
Raritan Bay are presented,
along with their recom-
mendation that this can best
be done by joining a re-
gionalization process, such
as the Middlesex County
Sewage Authority. Reill/s
review of the Metcalf-Eddy
report also recommended
joining the Middlesex
County Sewage Authority.
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OtlowsKi Questions
Commissioner Roe
On Aluminum Plant
Speaking before a meeting

of the Citizens Advisory
Committee of Perth Am-
boy, Freeholder George
Otlowski challenged Com-
missioner Robert A. Roe
to, "Affirm or deny that the
aluminum plant proposed
for the land-fill area in
South Amboy would be a
bauxite plant."

Up to Friday, when a group
of area residents visited
Roe's office in Trenton,
Roe had, according to Ot-
lowski, led everyone into
believing that the proposed
plant would be an aluminum
reduction plant, which
would be, as Otlowski put
it, "Dirty and Filthy".

"But now,", said Otlow-
ski, "I have good reason
to believe that the plant
would be a bauxite refining
facility, one in which raw
aluminum based ores are
refined into aluminum ox-
ide, and this would be the
dirtiest, filthiest operation
you can have."
Otlowski went on to pre-

dict an immediate decline
in area real estate values
once the bauxite plant is
established in the South
Amboy-Sayreville region.

He also stated that
this "dirty" industry would
not only have an adverse
effect on the health of
the people and the value
of their homes but would
also keep desirable in-
dustry away.
It was also pointed out

at this meeting that there
are no s a t i s f a c t o r y
methods for control Of the
air pollution caused by this
operation.
