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Council Reports On Fire House Party
Throwing tradition to one

side, the city council and
mayor issued the follow-
ing statements concerning
the teenage party that was
held at the Broadway fire-
house Friday night, Oc-
tober 6.
"It has always been cus-

tomary for the members of
the governing body to fore-
go any statements from the
council floor, the last
meeting preceeding Gen-
eral Election, but, due to
the seriousness of the cir-
cumstances surrounding
the party, the council feels
that the public has a right
to know and so, on this
premise, we make the fol-
lowing statement: "And
with this preliminary in-
troduction, President of the
Council Fre'd Henry went
on to say," I am going
to make, a statement on
behalf of the Mayor and
Council about the recent
private party held at the
B r o a d w a y Firehouse.
First, let me say un-
equivically, that it was a
disgrace, a debouchery, a
black mark on all of us.
It is even more deplorable
since it should never have
happened. If the Mayor and
Council are to blame for
this incident, we accept
the responsibility. Among
other things the people
elected us to keep our City
safe and respectable. Our
duty is to do even more.

Hindsight is more reveal-
ing than foresight. It is
now obvious that the Mayor
and Council have been ne-
glectful in not making in-
formation available to the
public at a much earlier
time. The people have a
right to know. Yet we pur-
posely handled it this way
in order to aid and not
hamper a most frustrating
investigation. However,
this only led to many wild
rumors, innuendos and
statements of whitewash,
all of which our golice
have painstakenly tried to
trace to a source. This
took time to investigate
and most of it led to noth-
ing. But let me show you
what we have done.

The investigation started
with the Police Depart-
ment on the night of the
party. The following morn-
ing the first of several
meetings took place be-
tween the Mayor, mem-
bers of the Council and our
Police Department in an
effort to ferret out the
culprits and bring about
whatever and as many in-
dictments that we can. The
Mayor's and Council's ad-
vice to the police was,
we don't care who is in-
volved, we want the ans-
wer and action.

Because of obvious lying
and the sudden inability of
the many people interro-
gated to remember any-
thing that transpired, the
investigation has been
hampered at almost every
turn. We hope that many of
them will take a second
look at the situation and
come forward with right
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answers. Yet, through the
sedulous efforts of our Po-
lice Department, we do
have evidence enough for
Indictments. But we still
need more help and we
make a special plea for
assistance from all those
who feel that they can ren-
der it.
As for the correctness of

the recent news article, at
the present moment, with
all the information that we
have, We find that there is
no evidence that a girl was
dancing in the nude or that
she wore only a raincoat.
If anyone has information
to the contrary we ask that
they let us know. There
was a girl who passed out
in the rest room. The door
was locked from the in-
side and when the police
were called the door was
broken down to get her out.
.Because of her appearance
a raincoat was thrown over
her until the ambulance ar-
rived. Her testimony is that

boundary line.

the extra students or
changing policy to allow
more than the allotted stu-
dents per class.

Backed by the South Am-
boy Teachers Association,
the written grievance was
signed by Virginia Ma-
honey, Miss Vail, Michael
Poll and Robert Bloodgood,
all members of the profes-
sional rights and respon-
sibilities committee of the
SAEA.

at the party. This is still
being investigated. We are
also checking the statutes
for any type of law we can
use in conjunction with this
case.

Getting back to the news-
paper article, there is truth
to the report that permis-
sion to use the firehouse
was given illegally. The
Mayor and Council have
gone on record that the
person responsible should
be dismissed from the fire
company. The decision now
rests with the fire com-
pany.

The Governing Body
at this moment is going
on record that permission
to use a public building can
only be given by the Mayor
and Council. No permission
will be given for the pur-
poses of having a. private
party. If the fire companies
agree and so recommend to
the Council, permission to
use one of our firehouses
may be given to a Civil or
Charitable organization for
the purposes of holding a
meeting. ! o ^ive permis-
sion to a teenager to hold
a drinking party is most
reprehensible. The fire-
houses and all of their
equipment are kept and
maintained ]>y the taxes
collected from our citi-
zens. They have a right
to demand tlua we protect
their invest .oiit. More
than that, thev :,,\ve a right
to demand L nd receive
assurances t.m we protect
the more important invest-
ment we have jn our youth.

This is not a project for
the Mayor and Council only.
There are many answers
we don't have. With this in
mind, we are asking che
help of all of our citizens
and in particular our
Clergy to come forward
and help us. We don't know
where the answers lie or
in what direction these
things will move, but we
all know that something has
to be done. While criticism
is good, we cannot be
critics alone, we have to
get . involved construc-
tively."

The statement was signed
by: Frederick A. Henry;
John J. Howley; Peter J.
Rush; Frank J. Zebro; John
J. Connors; and Mayor
Richard J. Schultz.
At the conclusion of his

remarks, Henry called
upon Councilman F r a n k
Zebro, Chairman of the
Fire Committee, who
had this to say, "The South

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ago. In that period tff time
the department has brought
much credit to our City
in many ways; their con-
duct at parades, both in
and out oftown; their civic
activities, sponsoring boy
scout troops, sponsoring
athletic teams; the co-

Mary's Fires; and in their
primary function of pre-
venting fires, fighting fires
and making the citizens of
our City safety conscious.

Because of an unfortunate
situation that becured last
week in the Broadway fire-
house, many of our citi-
zens have been critical of
our Fire Department. I
would like to set the record
straight.

The South Amboy Fire
Department is not respon-
sible for this situation. The
house committees of the
fire houses have set up
rules and policies to pre-
vent this type of happen-;
ing. One of the basic rules
was violated by one
individual. In fairness to
this individual, he too was
misled by those respon-
sible for this outrage. But
he did wrong. -He did not
follow the procedure set
up by the house commit-
tees for allowing others
to use the facilities at the
firehouse. So he must ans-
wer to his company and
to the Executive Board.

To be critical of the en-
tire department because of
this incident is unfair. The
men of our department are
the same ones who lay
their life on the line every-
.time they answer an alarm,
and as we read in yester-
day's paper about the 5
volunteers who made the
supreme sacrifice in safe-
guarding life and property
in Cliffside Park, N. J.,
we can't help but reflect
about our firemen who
leave their families to ans-
wer their call to duty and
wonder if they are coming
back to their loved ones.

To our citizens I say count
your blessings, for our
Fire Department isagroup
of dedicated, civic minded,
brave men.
I, as Chairman" of the

Fire Committee, officially
and completely exonerate
the department in regards
to this unfortunate incident,
and I personally want each
and every member to know
that I and the other City
Fathers are proud of our
Fire Department/'

Girls' Pledge Rigid
Rules on Housing
Ihe "emotional" call for

a moratorium on all build-
Ing in the borough by the
Republican and Independent
candidates was rapped to-
day by the Sayreville Regu-
lar Democratic candidates
for Mayor and B o r o u g h
Council.
"Our record in opposition

to mass rczoning has been
known for some time," they
said.
"The records of some of

the candidates who are now
calling for a moratorium
are also known from their
actions as council mem-
bers in December of 1963.

"These actions, which
came about through the de-
vice of multiple sessions,
resulted in providing the
land a r e a s for the con-
struction of 840 garden
apartments, now known as
Skytop, and the 300-home
Oak Tree Village develop-
ment within a very short
period of time.

"This was the first major
breakthrough of mass hous-
ing construction in the Bor-
ough of Sayreville in a num-
ber of years, they said.

"The Girls ," Mrs. Mary
M. (Peggy) Kerr for Mayor
and Mrs. Dorothy E. Car-
ter, Mrs. Florence F. Ko-
val and Mrs. Dolores Zac-
cardj. for Borough Council,
pointed out that they first
united, in opposition to a
garden apartment proposal
in the President Park sec-
tion and have consistently
fought for stricter enforce-
ment of ordinances already
in force in the borough.

The Distaffers were suc-
cessful in their battle a-
gainst the President Park
proposal and have been
regular attendees at coun-
cil, Planning Board and
Board of Adjustment meet-
ings since. *>

During this period, they
noted, "We have strongly
opposed the laxity in plan-
ning ahead for future taxing
of our schools, water and
sewer systems, roads and
other municipal services
by the residential develop-
ment of our borough."

The Democratic candi-
dates said their "many
hours devoted to studying
this highly complex legal
problem leads us to dis-
count any high sounding so-
lutions to gain votes which
c a n n o t be l i v e d up to.
"Th i s , " they said, " i s tan-
tamount to flying under
false colors, in our opin-
ion."

The problem of slowing
down development to gain
time to meet its needs," is
going to take deep contem-
plation and a lot of very
deep legal research to find
the necessary loopholes in
existing legislation.

"However," they added,
" the stringent enforcement
of present statutes and or-
dinances will at least as-
sure the new homeowners
of peace of mind within
their homes and their de-
velopments."
