| City Employes Pass First Aid Courses New Zone Code

Much has been said not unly locally but on a county-
wide basis about the use of our land-fill for industrial
purposes.

A recent map appearing in an area newspaper showed
the contemplated area to be dredged and added to the
present land-fill stretching from the approximate end
of the Coal Dumper Docks onthe north, out to the channel
and extending southerly to the citr line,

This would mean that the city would have no bay
frontage.

As you enter the city from the north. there is
approximately 80 acres of land on either side of Main
Street that is completely undeveloped and zoned for
industry. A portion of this land has river<frontage.
There is a 12 acre parcel of land zoned industrially
just north of lower Augusta Street plus all of the hoidings
of the Pennsylvania Railroad, some of which I am sure
would be available for another industry.

We fear losing ratables because we know that a
City Hall should be built and our school system revamped
and enlarged. We also face a diminishing tax return on
gross receipt taxes and railroad tax revenue.

South Amboy cannot expand residentially in any
direction but  upward. It can expand industrially
EXCLUSIVE of the land-fill. T am sure with proper
planning we could have a Bay front park, a boardwalk,
a marina, a bathing beach, a garden apartment in nice
surroundings, a school site if you want it, and room for
a goodly number of residential homes. With the exception
" of the school, I am sure that a builder or builders would
come in and do this including swreets, curbs, sidewalks,
sewers and PAY the city enough to provide a new
City Hall.

With the tendency toward more leisure time for every-
one, why not think in terms of our enjoyment in the future
without having to get in our car and go to the shore.

We have the shore, let’s keep it and use it for our
own enjoyment and not surround ourselves with industry
where we cannot do anything but stagnate.

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Still In Doubt

The new Zoning Ox=-
dinance, as passed by the
Planning Board, is now in
the hands of the Board
of Public Works, but it
will still be some time
before final passage.

As explained by Board
President Woodrow Mc-
Carthy, there are still
some areas of (._ubt and
misunderstanding in the
wording of some of its pas-
sages. ‘‘For instance,”
says  McCarthy, ‘‘The
phrase ‘Garden Apart=
ments’, could mean differ-
ent things to different peo-
ple. I think that the ex-
planation as set forthinthe
new code i8 too ambiguous.
I am asking our attorney,
Mr. Mullane, to write to
the state for aclarification
of it, along with several
other terminologies.”

Continued McCarthy, “A
lot of work has gone into
this ordinance by the Plan~
ning Board and perhaps in
a few weeks we willbe able
to come up with a finished
ordinance.”

Attorney Mullane stated
that he would write to the
State Department to define
certain phrases, such as,
multiple units, multiple
dwellings, etc, so that the
average layman could pick
up the ordinance, read it,
and understand it. He also
stated that the new
ordinance is larger, in-
clusive and definitive,

Commissioner O’Leary
had many favorable com-
ments as to the work in-
volved fn the undertaking
of such a task, and had
nothing but praise for a
job well done, He also an=
nounced that a copy of the
new statute, as presented
by the Planning Board to
the Board of Public Works,
will be made gvailable to
anyone. interested in Mr,

. Triggs’ office,

Being too lengthy to re-

The Board 18 desirous .of
receiving comments, criti-
cisms and suggestions con-

The new ordinance, which
will supercede all otfler ex-
isting ordinances, hasbeen
In the making since last
year and calls for eix,
rather than five zones. The
new addittion will apply
to the land-fill area. Tﬁls
area, according to the
Planning Board's zoning
will be for residential, but,
common knowledge around
City Hall, has it that it
will be changedtoindustry.

This statement was ques~
tioned by Mr, ohn
Ploskonka and he was told
that the Boardhas not made
any commitmentp,sregard-
ing the land-filf area, in
spite of the fact that very
definite statements were
made at the joint meeting
held by the Planning Board,
the Mayor and Council, and
the Board of Public Works
last May 16.

It is the thinking of the
Planning Board tokeepthis
area zoned residential be-

re-zoned to meet any fu-
ture requirements. Leavs
ing it inthe industrial class
would be leaving it at the
lower end of the scale, be~
cause residential land is
more valuable than in-
dustrial. .
