I wish I couid say the
same for the members of Saint Mary's Drum Corps.

They went into this parade with spirits high, knowing
that they looked and sounded very good and were happy
and proud to represent their High School in this whole-
some celebration so generously sponsored by the Lion's
Club,

I wish more of you could have been around when they
returned1. Their uniforms—skirts, trousers, jackets and
marching boots were covered with eggs. The
instruments—glocks, tassels, and drums—similarly mu-
tilated. To say nothing of the students themselves.

Just who was responsible for this disgraceful sight?
Would you believe that some were our very own

Catholic High School students who used the church lawn
as their vantage point? A dozen eggs, still in their
carton, were removed from a boy about the age of
nine or ten. "Young adults" sitting on the balcony
over the " Rec" bombarded the paraders. Another
group of "young adults/ ' resembling more closely a
pack of wild dogs, attacked the Corps members as they
left the school building after the parade.

Just where are the parents of these youngsters?
Is it possible that they don't know their children are
involved in such activities? Or is this perhaps the reason
why no recreational building or facilities are provided
for the teens in this town. The parents know all too
well the treatment these buildings would receive by
their own children.

In the past three years Saint Mary's has spent
thousands of dollars uniforming and equipping a Corps
of which the whole town could be proud. And what is
the result? The money received for marching will be
spent in drycleaning uniforms and repairing instru-
ments. The new uniform or instrument we hoped to
purchase is out of the question. The impression made
on the marchers will never be changed. You can be?
sure they'll not be anxious to parade in their own home
town again. Long Branch, Keyport, Edison, Asbury Park,
Belmar, Matawan—anytime. South Amboy??? That is
a good question.

What impression then, was left with those little lykes
who marched for the first time? It wouldn't surprise
me to see them hurling the eggs next year.

Why should our efforts to encourage a more whole-
some teen-age life be destroyed by some of the very
people we are trying to help. You at home are the
only ones who can do something about it. I pray that
you will!l!
