Vandalism, and all that it implies; rowdyism, lawless-

ness, disorderly conduct, rudeness, and noise and con-
fusion, in our cities and hamlets, exists because we, the
people, allow itl

The opposite of vandalism, and all that it implies; law
and order, peace, serenity, freedom from fear and harm,
can be obtained only by the concerted efforts of we, the
people.

A paradox??
Not necessarily.
At a recent council meeting, a group of irate citizens

presented a list of grievances that consisted mostly of
complaints against certain youngsters of our town.

They told the mayor and counciL in no uncertain terms,
that they were "sick and tired of putting up with the
lawless acts of the in group. They objected to the
"S-parking"; the noise and confusion; the throwing of
debris (mostly empty containers); and the utter disre-
gard of the rights of others.

The delegation was told that the Police Dept. had been
given orders to disburse groups of youngsters causing
any sort of trouble, but, this answer did not satisfy the
ladies.

They claimed that these orders were not being carried
out by some of the members of the force, and, when
asked to name names, the group refused to testify,

Mayor Schultz, Council President Henry and the other
Councilmen immediately pointed out that this attitude
of non-cooperation is one of the reasons for the inabil-
ity of the city fathers to keep a tight curb on the actions
of the young people of South Amboy.

Some of the statements made by the officials to show
their sincerity of purpose were as follows: "Vandalism
MUST have the cooperation of the Public."

" Failure to sign complaints, or to submit evidence to
the police, helps to make lawlessness rampant."

"Curfew and discipline begins at home."
"City officials and police are not babysitters."
" Parents should supervise their children more closely."
"The city cannot be expected to furnish a 24-hour rec-

reation program."
"Too often, during an investigation of these juvenile

complaints, we get answers like these from the parents,
" I 'm too busy to watch after my child", or, "You take
care of him Jher); he (she) won't listen to me.", or,
" I can't do anything with him (her)."

Which leads up to this all important question posed by
Cc^ncilman Connors, "Whose responsibility_1«ttf'

Where does the answer lie? - Of course, with the pa-
rents.

The city cannot, and must not, be expected to act as
glorified babysitters. The ciry cannot, in all fairness
to the rights of others, be allowed to cater to this group.
Other age groups also have rightslll Their constitution-
ally guaranteed rights of life, liberty and the pursuit of
happiness are also of great concern to our elected offi-
cials.

They cannot and must not be expected to exert all their
efforts and time to the juvenile problems. Prpblems that
would not exist, if, the parents would face up to their own

"duties and obligations to their children, and, to their
townspeople.

We will not attempt to hold a discourse on the differences
of opinions in regards to the legal and/or practical as -
pects of the so-called juvenile problem. What was done
a few years back, and what is being done now, co curb or
correct this issue, cannot be collated or compared.

We, of the older generation, cannot be reactionaries in
regard to this muddle. We must face the fact that the
tempo has increased and our thinking must keep pace
with It,

In all fairness to the majority of the younger people of
not only our town, but also to those of the whole nation
and world, we know thatthe percentage of trouble-makers
is rather low, and, therefore, the onus of disrespectabil-
ity should not be applied to ALL of our young people.

The CITIZEN has been unsuccessful in its attempts to
get the actual number of problem-children in South Amboy,
therefore, we cannot give you the correct percentages of
our city. We have been told that there is now a movement
afoot to publish the names of all Juvenile offenders, and
that perhaps this will help to stem the rash of vandalism
that seems to be on the rise in the community.

ParkingOrdinance
Blocked By Snow
What constitutes a snow
mergency? This question

slowed down the action on
Ordinance #780, the park-
ing ordinance introduced
by Councilman John How-
ley.

When presented for the
second and final readings at
Tuesday night's council
meeting, Mr. Hardin Ar-
mour of Bordentown Ave.,
in a well prepared paper,
posed majiy questions for
the council, which caused,
the council members to
take a second look at the .
proposed statute.
In a lengthy discussion,

the councilmen agreed that
the problem of parking dur-
ing the winter storms
presented difficult and ex-
pensive problems to the
city.
As Councilman Howley

pointed out, "This is a
difficult thing to do, but, a
decision must be made. We
must legislate for the
majority.

Howley was referring to
the question as to whether
or not it was feasible to
eliminate parking entirely,
from November 5 to April
15, on certain designaged
Btreets in town.
Armour had stated that he

had lived in South Amboy
for 35 years and had never
seen the time when it was
impossible to traverse the
city streets. He claimed
that it is not necessary to
plow a four-lane roadway,
two lanes should be suffi-
cient.

Councilman Zebro dis-
agreed with Armour,
stating chat it was neces-
sary to plow a wide strip
in case more snow should
fall. Howley told Armour
that he (Howley) must
travel on different streets,
because he has often seen
the time when only one
vehicle could travel do^ro
the street.
"If we canelimlnatepark-

ing from these main
arteries, it will be possi-
ble to solve the snow prob-
lem with ordinary equip-
ment, such as we now nave

bring in the bauxltell!"

Other people, as evidenced in the following letter,
have also noticed this strange coincidence: —

Gentlemen:—

Pursuant to this organization's letter to you dated
October 21, 1967 and a subsequent telephone conver-
sation between our secretary, Mrs. Virginia Yuhasz
and Mr. Nelson of your office on October 30, 1967, we
offer herein our objection to proposed dredging of Raritan
Bay in the area known as the Great Beds, as outlined
on your map dated October 10, 1967 and Public Notice
No. 6051.

The reasons for our objections, based on the preser-
vation of our natural resources and the recreational
aspects of the area, together with the quality of the
water in Raritan Bay, are as follows: —

(1) The. area proposed for dredging is immediately
adjacent to proposed landfill area whose boundaries
are defined .on a map entitled "Test Borings Location
Plan", sube'ntitled "Raritan Bay Industrial Development
Project", Drawing No. 1201, dated 30 Aug. 67 of Burns &
Roe Inc., Engineers and Constructors. This drawing is
available at the office of Robert A. Roe, Commissioner of
Conservation and Economic Development, Trenton, N. J.
and is part of a feasibility study for this industrial
project. The Morgan and Bayview Manor Improvement
Association contends that the prime purpose of this
dredging Is NOT for the 10 million cubic yards of fill
to be used by the New Jersey Turnpike Authority, but
for the purpose of providing an area to swing ships
docking at the alumina reduction plant proposed for
said landfill.

(2) That an alumina or aluminum reduction plant
a6 proposed is detrimental to the entire bay area and
does not serve the public health and welfare. To sub-
stantiate this contention we cite:—

(3) That the U. S. Department of the Interior, Federal

Water Pollution Control Administration in its Conference
on Pollution of the Raritan Bay and Adjacent interstate
Waters plans to clean the bay of an average of 90%
of its pollutants by the year 1970 and an industrial
complex as proposed is not conductive to this federal
program. \

(4) That tlie existing portion of landfill as deeded to
the Borough of Sayreville has the restriction that it
be used as a public park and that a marine park here is
consistent with the natural beauty of the bay, federal
program for cleaner water, new state legislation for
cleaner air and estuary bills now in committee.

(5) That the 800 acre fill proposed in "The Raritan
Bay Industrial Development Project*' extends beyond
the Great Beds light, making a "bottleneck" of the bay
impeding tidal flushing action, as well as impairing the
beauty of the bay.

Due to public opposition to this project is proponents,
Jersey Central Power & Light Company and the State
Department of Conservation and Economic Development
have gone underground in the furtherence of their
grandiose plans. The proposed dredging in question is
characteristic of the undemocratic manner in which the
entire project has been handled since its public debut in
January 1967.

We urge the Army Corps of Engineers to deny this
application for the reasons given, and as a point of
interest we would welcome knowing who chose the site
of the dredging since the Department of Conservation
and Economic Development granted the State permit.

We thank you for imevcpurtesy you have shown us and
would appreciate being kept informed on the outcome
of this1 proposal and apprized of any future or other
present proposals for dredging in Raritan Bay.

in the city", stated How-
ley, r'It would not be neces-
sary to hire the more spe-
cialized and more expen-
sive equipment such as
bulldozers and front-end
loaders."
