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WORKS BOARD OKAYS LAND
FILL FOR INDUSTRY

'It is the recommenda-
tion of the Board of Puolic
Works that the land-fill
area be zoned for heavy
industry/' a n n o u n c e d
Chairman Woodrow Mc-
Carthy at last Tues-
day night's meeting.
Explaining that this ac-

tion would bring in needed
ratables for the city, Mc-
Carthy said that he had
discussed this issue with
"the man-on-the-street"
and there seemed to be
general agreement as to
the necessity for such zon-
ing.

The new zoning ordinance,
as passed by the Planning
Board, had designated this
area for residential usage,
and now this step, taken
by the Board of Public
Works, will override their
decision.
The new ordinance, which

A will supercede all other ex-
'» isting ordinances, has been

in the making since last
year and call for six, rather
than five zones. The new
addition will apply to the
land-fill area.

The change in zoning
comes as no surprise to
the CITIZEN in that we
predicted it in our Editorial

, of October 5.
It was the thinking of the

Planning Board to keep the
land-fill area as a residen-
tial zone because it could
always be rezoned to meet
any future requirements.
Putting It in the Industrial
class would be leaving it
at the lower end of the scale
because residential land is
more valuable than in-
dustrial.
Inv rebuttal to this state-

ment, Commissioner Wil-
liam O'Leary had this to
say, "We zoned it indus-
trial because we don't want
to scare industry away."

Former Planning Board
Chairman, John Ploskonka,
remarked, "I 'm sorry to
see the Board going unani-
mously in this direction.
The land-fill would make a
nice, clean, recreation
area. This is our only de-
cent natural resource. To
bring in heavy industry is
bad for the town. This is
an ideal place for a park
and school. Your thoughts,
at your last meeting, were
to let the people have a
voice in this decision."

Ploskonka continued, "If
you zone it residential and
a plant wants to come in,
they must ap*ply upstairs
(meaning the Council) and
then the people would have
a chance to make known
their objections. The way
you have it now, all that
is necessary for any kind
of a plant to come in is
Joe Kudelka's signature on
a permit".
O'Leary answered Plos-

konka by saying, "They
must first have ownership
and I am sure that if some-
thing objectionable should
try to settle in South Am-
boy, I would be at your
side, fighting against i t / '

Commissioner S e r v i s
added, "There a r e five
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county parks in Middlesex
County and one state park,
and we feel that we are
not depriving South Amboy-
ans of a recreation area.

When asked if it were
possible to legally dis-
criminate If the land were
zoned industrial and put
on the market, the Board
m e m b e r s answered,
"Yes ."
Mention was made of let-

ting the Industrial Com-
mission handle the sale
of the land and Ploskonka
objected by saying, " I am
against taking.controlaway
from open meetings and
turning it over to a com-
mission that can make any
kind of a deal it wishes.'*

Judge Everitt
Censures Parents

Judge John J. Everitt, in
no uncertain terms, let it
be known in his Court last
Tuesday night, that he
whole-heartedly endorses
the CITIZEN editorial pub-
lished in last week's issue.
"This rebellion of youth

against authority has to
stop," said the Judge. He
went on to say, "Tonight,
in this Court, we have a
young man who deliberately
broke a pane of glassv in St.
Mary's school. We cannot
tolerate such action."

The Judge continued,
"This type of situation
plagues not only South Am-
boy, but all towns.
Obviously the respect that
parents should instill in
their offspring, is not be-
ing done. Therefore, ulti-
mately, these youngsters
appear before the Court.
The .Court must actually
represent the parent be-
cause someone along the
line has failed.
And while the Court is re-

luctant to blame a particu-
lar defendant for all the
problems in the com-
munity, we must, of neces-
sity, show some degree of
responsibility in meting out
a suitable punishment.

Judge Everitt commended
the CITIZEN for the stand
it has taken and agreed
that not all the youngsters
of the city are responsible
for acts of rowdyism and
vandalism.
"There Is a relatively low

percentage of malefactors
in the youth of our city,"
said the Judge, "and when
they appear in my Court,
they will be dealt with ac-
cordingly."

SOUTH AMBOY
TO JOIN MCSA
As predicted in an edi-

tors,il published in the Oc-
tober 5 issue of the
<TH/I-N, ihe Board of
Public Works has gone of-
ficially on record as favor-
ing the joining of the Mid-
dlesex County Sewerage
Authority,
Al last I uesday night's

meeting, the Board author-
ized City Attorney John
J. MulLane to draw up the
necessary resolution that
will start the wheels turn-
ing for the enactment of
legislation that will enable
South Amhoy to meet the
deadline of October 1970.

I his date has been set
by the state for all vio-
lators to clean upthe Rari-
tan Bay under the Water
Pollution Control Act of
I he State of New Jersey.

When questioned by the
press and former Planning
Board Chairman, John
Ploskonka, the reasons
given by (he Commission-
ers for their action were
many and varied.

Commissioner R i c h a r d
Servis stated that he cquld_
see, "Noth ing but eco-
nomics in joining the
MCSA." Me went on to
say, "After reading and
studying the Metcalf-Lddy
report, I am convinced that
this will be good for South
Amboy".

Thy Metcalf-liddy report,
paid for by the state, pre-
sumed several viewpoints
as to the solution of clear-
ing up the .sewage pollution
of the Rarltan Bay. I he
main one being that a re-
gfonalizaiion process, such
as the MCSA, would be (he
most effective one.

President of the Board,
Woodrow McCarthy,
agreeing with Servis, said
that the MCSA presented
the answer to South Am-
boy' s sewage problems.

In answer to one of Plos-
konka's questions, Servis
explained chat the cost to
the city per year would be
about $63,000 for services
plus another 3> 16,000 for the
maintenance of the line
connecting the city and the
sewage plant.
" These cost figures," ex-

plained Servis, are based
on their (MCSA) scheduled
rates which ' have not
changed in 7 to 9 years.**

When asked whether or not
the rates would change if
other municipalities such
as Perth Amboy and Wood-
bridge were to join in the
system Servis answered,
We cannot, at this time,

project future rates. Mak-
ng this decision is difficult

because it is impossible to
get definite rates or fig-
ures."

Servis went on to say that
t would cost South Amboy

about $1,400,000 to lay the
necessary lines for con-
necting the two systems,
but that this would soon
pay for itself In the savings
between operating our own
plant and the annual cost
of belonging to the MCSA
system.

Ploskonka reported that
Woodbridge had run a sur-
'ey of its own and found thai
he anticipated cost of con-

struction for a new plant,
by the MCSA, would be
around $25 to $30 million
and this would increase the
ates 50%.

There are others Who have written on this subject,
such as, "The Federal Bulldozer", by Dr. Martin Ander-

s o n .
A lot could be written on this subject so I hope this

short article will awaken the citizens to study this im-
portant problem.
