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LETTERS SPARK DISCUSSION
Never underestimate the

power of a woman,
especially if she putB her
thoughts in the written
word.

At last night's council
meeting, two letters were
received that set off a lively
discussion on the proposed
aluminum plant for the
land-fill area. One letter,
written by the Woman's
Auxiliary of the South Am-
boy Memorial hospital and
published in last week's i s -
sue of the CITIZEN, stated
that as a group of active,
civic-minded women, they
did "herewith oppose and
resist any plans which may.
be detrimental to the health
and welfare of our
citizens."

The other letter sent
by the Woman's Club of
South Amboy, followed
along the same lines adding
that, "we realize that there
might be an increase in
the tax ratableB due to the
location of such a plant
within our city. However,
can such a questionable
gain be balanced against
the possible deterioration
of our homes and proper-
ties?" (The full text of
this letter is printed else-
where in this issue of the
CITIZEN.)

President of the Council,
Fred Henry, stated that
these groups of women
should be commended for
the stand they have taken,
and only by such action can
the Council know how the
public feels about civic
matters. He promised to
give their opinions every
consideration, at the
proper time, and asked that
a letter be sent to the two
organizations to that ef-
fect.

Ploskonka Qumtiions
Works Board Action
John Ploskonka, former

chairman of the Planning
Board, took this occasion
to question the Council on
the action taken by the
Board of Public Works,
who, last week, went on
record favoring the land-
fill area for a heavy in-
dustrial zone,

Henry answered Moskonka
by saving that the Council
and the Board had made
public their views favoring
heavy industry for this area
several months ago, and
that this had always been
their stand.

Ploskonka questioned this
decision and stated that the
zoning should follow the
recommendation made by
the Planning Board, resi-
dential. It is the thinking
of this Board that if this
area is zoned residential
'it could always be re -
zoned to meet any future
requirements. Putting it in
the industrkal class would
be leaving it at the lower
end of the scale because
residential land is more
valuable than industrial.

Ploakonka then went on
to ask how the Council
would dispose of this land
and wae told that the
Council, as tne governing
body, could and would make

that decision at the proper
time, after careful study
of the various factors and
conditions.

At this point, Mr. James
Tustin, Attorney for the
Board of Adjustment, ad-
dressed the Council and
suggested that the land be
leased, rather than sold,
because, as he put it, "you
can sell a lease to a clean
industry, for any stipulated
number of years, but, if you
sell the land outright, it s
gone forever."

Henry commended Tustin
for this thought and said
that this suggestion would
be taken under consider-
ation at the proper time.

Rush Ob'fcts To
Wilmntz'% Ifmarkt

In a related discussion,
Councilman Peter J. Rush
took the floor to object to
Assemblyman R o b e r t
Wilentz's remarks con-
cerning the aluminum plant
and the land-fill.

Claiming that Wilentzwas
trying to take away the
sovereignty of South Am-
boy by recommending that
the State Board of Health
make the decision as to
whether or not an aluminum
plant should go on the land-
fill. Rush asked that a let-
ter be sent tq the JState
Board of Health, objecting
to Wilentz's action.

Councilman Howley re-
minded Rush that this same
Board is in a better posi-
tion to analyze detrimental
qualities of any industry
wishing to locate on the
land-fill. Adding that the
local Board of Health is
not able to do so, Howley
said that there are many
phases to be studied.

Central Gov«rnm*nf
By 1980?

Mr. William McKeon, a
member of the Board of
Adjustment, a p p e n d e d
Rush's remarks by read-
ing from an article in the
TIMES which opined that
central government would
reign in the country by the
year 1980.
He also took exception to

Wilentz's remarks, saying,
"he (Wilentz) is a fine man,
but, he's off base in r e -
epect to the land-fill."

McKeon suggested that the
Council run an advertise-
ment stating their exact
position in regards to the
land-fill and the proposed
aluminum plant.

Rush said that he didn't
think this necessary be-
cause, he felt sure that
everyone knew that all of
the couhcilmen w e r e
against anything that would
be detrimental to the health
Of the citizens of South
Amboy.

"As for the aluminum
plant," added Rush, "we
met with Commissioner
Roe of the Department of
Development and Con-
servation on December 19,
1966 and the only thing
we gave them permission
for was a feasibility study
of the land-fill. There was
no mention made of an
aluminum plant.

The South Amboy Women's Club has gone on record
as opposing the proposed aluminum plant for the South
Amboy - Sayreville area.

A letter written to the Mayor and council of the City
of South Amboy, received at last night's council meeting,
reads a* follows:

"Hon. Richard J. Schultz, Mayor
and.Members of the Council
City of South Amboy, New Jersey

Dear Sirs:

The Woman's Club of South Amboy wishes to go on
record as unalterably opposed to the locating of an
aluminum or bauxite processing plant within the City of
South Amboy. From what we have learned about the
operation of this type of plant, the effluent fumes and
residue will be most detrimental. It will, undoubtedly,
pollute the air and waters of the area, kill plant life,
and be injurious to the health of human and animal life.

The people of South Amboy are living in one of the most
highly polluted areas of our State, as well as of the United
States, and to knowingly increase this rate of pollution to
a point beyond safe limits would be appalling.

We realize that there might be an increase in the tax
ratables due to the location of such a plant within our city.
However, can such a questionable gain be balanced against
the possible deterioration of our homes and properties?
Such pollution may possibly place in jeopardy the lives of
our citizens, especially our children—both living and
unborn—and the elderly, whose life span we are trying
80 hard to Increase. As concerned citizens, we are sure
that you will consider placing the lives and happiness of
the residents of South Amboy far above any monetary
value to be gained by the location of such a plant in our
city.

We further realize that as forward looking city leaders,
you must constantly seek new industry for our city, but

*tan the acquisition of an aluminum processing plant be
anything but a detriment and a danger to our city? We and
our forebears have labored diligently over the years to
make this a city in which we are proud to live and raise
our children.

We trust that you will give this problem much thought
and your most serious consideration.
