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School Board To Hire Architect
For Fire Detection System Work
Meeting Tuesday evening

at a session that had been
postponed from last week
due to the Thanksgiving Day
holidays, the Board of Edu-
cation authorized Schools
Superintendent Eugene Do-
brzynski to contact Arch-
itect Thomas Vail to draw
up specifications for the
school fire detection sys-
tem that must be installed
by next September, accord-
ing to the provisions of the
Schoolhouse Planning and
Construction Dept. of the
State Dept. of Education.
The board is hopeful that

the specifications will be
completed and approved by
the state by January, at
which time bids will be let
out for the installation of
the system. Originally a
school budget item, the fi-
nancfilg of the system will
be undertaken by a city
council bond, under ap-
proval given at the last
school budget hearing. In
1964, the original esti-
mated cost was $11,000
but board members com-
mented that it would be
necessary to investigate
rising costs since original
estimates were made and
then meet with the mayor
and council to discuss the
financing. A recent edict by
the State Dept. of Labor
that all installations of
school fire, detection sys-
tems be made by union la-
bc. will also influence the
current total cost. The
Federation of State School
Boards is meeting this Sat-
urday in Trenton in an ef-
fort to have this order
repealed, but it must, none-
theless, be considered
in the overall costs. The
board felt that it was perti-
nent to begin immediate
work on the system as the
5-year time limitation set
by the state will be Sep-
tember 13, 1968.

BOARD TO CHECK
CLASSROOM OFFER

A letter was received
from William H, Buehler,
clerk of sessions of the
First P r e s b y t e r i a n
Church, Broadway, offer-
ing the use of classrooms
in the church's West-
minister Hall, in view of
the fact that the sixth grade
recently went on split ses-
sions. Supt. Dobrzynski ex-
plained the need for this
change was to provide class
apace for an intermediate
class of students that Is
being taught by David Jen-
nings. Mr. Jennings, who
previously taught In the
South Amboy Elementary
School, was recently dis-
charged from the U. S.
Army and was reinstated to
his teaching position at a
pro-rated salary, effective
November 16 to June 30,
1968, of $6500 per year.
Board " member William

Kurtz recommended that
the Pijesbyterian Church's
offer might serve as the
necessary class space for
the intermediate class and
this will be discussed when
the superintendent and
board members meet with
Mr. Buehler.
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Supt. Dobrzynski reported
to the board that necessary'
painting and partitioning
had been completed in the
lunchroom.

The board also approved
the partitioning of the su-
perintendent's office at an
estimated cost of $600.

Mrs. Hollfelder noted that
all divisions of Rutgers
have extremely high en-
trance qualifications and
that not only were the re-
sults of students' Scholas-
tic -Aptitude Tests im-
portant but also their rank
in class, activities and
comments made by the
guidance counselor. It was
recommended at the con-
ference that students wish-
ing to enroll in Rutgers
make separate applications
to the various branches
since the space availability
varies in each locality.
By arrangement with the

guidance department, an
aptitude test was adminis-
tered to a group of jun-
iors and seniors interested
in computor programming.
The , students, s e l e c t e d
from various mathematics
classes, were given the
test by Irvin House Jr.,
a graduate of Hoffman High
School who is a computor
programmer with the Na-
tional Cash Register Com-
pany,

New Zoning Code
Under Study

In a letter to city attorney,
John J. Mullane, the Board
learned from Asst. Com-
missioner B. Budd Caha-
voashian of the Departmsnt
of Community Affairs, that
state zoning standards are
rather flexible.
According to Cahavoa-

shian, three or more units
of either garden or high-
rise apartments constitute
a multiple dwelling. Gar-
den apartments should not
be higher than twoandone-
half stories high.

There is no standard
minimum of units or land
size because these depend
on the municipality. The
Model State Housing Act
considers 150 square feet
for the first occupant and
100 sq. ft. for each addi-
tional occupant, sufficient
living space. Eight hundred
or more square feet, tocal,
is considered reasonable
by the state.

The Board will hold a
special meeting tonight,
Thursday, with Planning
Consultant Thomas Carr,
City Attorney John Mul-
lane, and City Engineer
Edward Reilly in order to
give further considera-
tion to the new zoning
statute.
