Letters To The Editor
To the Mayor, City Council, Board of Public Works,
Zoning Board, and the Citizens of South Amboy:

I have read in the South Amboy CITIZEN recent com-
ments on the various uses for the land-fill area: i.e.,
new high school location, industrial or residential de-
velopment, high-rise apartments, or recreation areas
including fishing, bathing, baseball and picnica. These
comments show how different ideas can be utilized to
determine what is most advantageous for the welfare
of the city. My opinion is thatresidentialuseof the land-
fill would be a permanent tax asset at minimum costs
to the city, as all utilities would be paid for by the de-
veloper of the property, as is customary in all develop-
ments.

Heavy-type industrial use of the area as approved by
the Board of Public Works evidently diregards the ad-
vice of a professional engineer, whose report (paid for
by the city) recommended residential development of
the land-fill, as well as the protests of property owners
at a,n open hearing.

To utilize, this property for heavy industry would
require an expenditure for a large-size water supply
line. Based on the cost of water, a 10" pipe from the
Water Works to the Spiral Metal Co, at the corner of
So. Broadway and Louisa St. cose approximately $7,000.
The cost of a water supply to the land-fill for industrial
use would be $40,000 or more, based on present water
plant capacity. It is questionable whether the Water
Works would be able to supply water for heavy industry
from the present wells. The cost of enlarging the wells
to supply this additional water could jeopardize the
supply to South Amboy residents if the wells are
drained too low.

All costs of supplying utilities to the land-fill for
heavy industry would be paid for by the city. For
residential use, however, no cost to the city would
be involved nor would the water supply be jeopardized.

Now, for some access routes to the land-fill by heavy
truck traffic, if John St. should be considered; first,
the old 66-year old brick storm sewer, part of which
collapsed recently, would not sustain heavy truck traf-
fic. This pipeline would have to be maintained at all
costs. The present type pavement of any street used
for access by heavy trucks to the land-fill would have
to be replaced with a permanent type, at an approxi-
mate cost of $150,000.

Based on the proposed tax income from heavy industry
to pay for water, streets, and sewers, to cover these
costs, there would be an outlay by the city for years
to come, plus interest charges and the cost of floating
bond issues.

As shown on old and present zone maps, there are
large tracts of many acres waiting to be developed
for industrial use located on both sides of the Pennsyl-
vania right-of-way on lower Main St. The property is
shoreside with the ship channel adjacent. The west
side is ideal for industrial use, leaving PRR Railroad
connection, and is also adjacent to paved highways lead-
ing to distant points. There is an ample water supply
available from two sources, the Perth Amboy water
main and the new pipeline from Sayreville and South
Amboy's new supply.

A favorable purchase would be the Sun Oil Co. tract
to be used in connection with a tract north of Augusta
St. extending from the shoreline to the N. Y, and
Long Branch Railroads where rail connection is avail-
able. Why not develop these tracts? They are desirable
from several standpoints at a small cost to the city.

The property owners living east of the railroad to
the shore will be subjected to change from residential
to commercial traffic. Also, property values will de-
cline if heavy Industry is located on the land-fill.
It will also be detrimental to health being that close to
heavy industrial operations with attendant noises, pol-
lution, traffic, etc.

The property owners have much to lose by the
present action of the Board of Public Works. Perhaps
they might act as they did when Jersey Central tried
to erect high power lines on Rosewell St., placing on
record as to what they approve, and acting in a body
at Council and Board of Public Works meetings. There
are a lot of votes below the railroad.

The South Amboy Woman's Club's recent article in
the South Amboy CITIZEN was presented to the public
for the preservation of South Amboy and to remain
as is, "The Pleasant Little City". This is the start
of action by the civic body of South Amboy, which
could be part of a combined action by other civic
groups such as, Parent-Teachers representing all three
schools; the Lions Club; Rotary Club; Boy and Girl
Scouts; students from all three schools; all united to
resist the zoned use of the land-fill as shown on the
records.

Our neighbors, Perth Amboy, Carteret, Bayonne,
and other cities, with waterfront property are trying
to salvage these areas for recreational purposes, after
having had the costly experience of Industrial use of
their waterfront.

We have within walking distance a fine, safe, bathing
beach, boating areas, and general recreation purposes,
with added areas for the high school and residential
purposes.

Furthermore, the Mayor and City Council have been
progressive in many constructive undertakings to date.
They state of having open minds on the use of the
land-fill. To some extent, the Mayor and Mr. Fred
Henry stated that they would welcome the ideas and
opinions of the citizens of South Amboy on civic mat-
ters. Now is the time to accept this invitation to ex-
press ideas and opinions on the use of the land-fill.
Some members of the Board of Public Works stated

SCHOOL BOARD,COuNCIL, TO

HOWLEY PRESIDES

OVER MEETING

Councilman John Howley
presided over the council
meeting, due to the absence
of Council President Fred
Henry. Howley read a note
from Henry reminding the
council that the HUD meet-
ing, which had been
cancelled, should be held
soon. Councilman John
Connors said, "We must
have this meeting regard-
less of the holidays or any-
thing else. We don't want
to lose time on this." Wed-
nesday, December 20, was
the date decided upon for
the meeting.

City Attorney John J. Mul-
iane reporting to the coun-
cil on the recent hearing
regarding the Timm Enter-
prise's action against the
city, said that the hearing
was held before Judge Fur-
man on December 1. The
court refused to allow
Timm to open his proposed
restaurant and gave the
city 20 days, from Novem-
ber 27, to set up a defense
action against Timm.

Councilman Howley set
Tuesday, December 12, as
the date for the committee
of the signers of the petition
against Timm, to meet with
the Board of Adjustment,
the Board of Health, and
the ^Building Inspector,
Joseph Kukelka.

Howley also asked Mul-
lane to give an opinion
as to the responsibility of
the condition of the side-
walks on the west side
of Broadway, be tween
Augusta and David streets.
Mullane stated that it was
up to the owners of the
property to care for the
sidewalks and suggested
that Kudelka so notify them.

Listing three reasons for
the a d d i t i o n a l man,
O'Leary stated that be-
cause of the need of edu-
cation and enlightment In
the ever-changing methods
of police and court pro-
cedures, men are required
to attend various schools
and this means shifting men
from one schedule to an-
other. v

The second reason, given
by O'Leary, is tb bring
each shift up to a four-
man detail. At present,
there are two four-man
shifts, and one three man
shift.

The increased work load,
imposed upon the depart-
ment, is the third reason
for the request of more
help. Due to an increase in
investigations, accidents,
sick leave, vacations and
paper work that is neces-
sary to meet the state re-
quirements for the Uniform

Crime Reporting Statute,
it is sometimes found
obligatory to operate cer-
tain hours with the least
amount of men.

At present, and for
the past 12 years, the com-
plement of the department
consists of 19 men; one
chief, three captains, three
sergeants, eleven patrol-
men and one janitor-jailer.
With the population of

South Amboy remaining
steadfast at 8,422 in the
years of 1950 and 1960, this
gave a ratio of one police-
man per every 443 people.
The census survey made
by the New Jersey S t a t e
Police, on which the UCR
system is predicated, now
lists South Amboy at a total
of 9,540.

This population increase
has changed the ratio to one
policeman per 502 resi-
dents. Based on figures re-
leased by the F.B.I., the,
ideal situation is 1 to 450,
and this is constantly
changing due to unsettled
times. A new patrolman
added to the local force
will give us a ratio of 1 to
477.

Mayor Richard Schultz,
in his remarks to the coun-
cil, said that he was happy
to see the Chief ask for
additional help, even though
it meant an increase to
the budget. "I agree whole-
heartedly with the Chief's
reasoning and we certainly
do need to send our men
to school. They must keep
up with the changing times
in police work", said
Schultz.

Gifts Go Festive With Thread
By imaginatively using

spools of mercerised cotton
thread, you can add a special
touch to your Christmas
gifts.

Holiday trees, jolly Santas,
flowers, and even "gooks"
can be created with thread
pompoms and fringe com-
bined with scraps of felt and
ribbon.

Once your imagination gets
started, you may find your-
self decorating packages long
after Santa has gone.

Attach the designs to pack-
ages with double-faced tape,
and they can be saved for
another holiday season.

Thread pomppms are used
for the flower, topiary tree.
and "gook" designs. To make
pompoms, take a spool of
thread and slash across it
with a single-edged razor.
Remove the thread from the
spool in one bundle and tie
it in the center with match-
ing thread. Then fluff.

A single pompom will
make a thread flower. Loop
a pipe cleaner under the cen-
ter tie of the pompom, and
wind florist tape around the
pipe cleaner. Start at the top
and catch in the thread
tie. Continue twisting tape
around the pipe cleaner, and
catch in velvet leaves on
either side.

For a topiary tree, you'll
need three small spools of
red cotton mercerized thread.
Two pompoms can be made
from each spool by tying the
thread bundle on each side
of the center and cutting be-
tween the ties.

Sew. the six small pom-
poms to a four-inch red felt
circle, interspersing with

holly berries. Use green vel
vet ribbon for a stem, and
cut a flower pot shape from
red felt.

The "gook" — a mischie-
vous- looking character
which will delight children
— is created from a large
spool of white cotton thread.

Make one large pompom,
and press on either side of
the center to flatten. Cut
eyes and boots from, black
felt. Sew white buttons to
eyes and tack onto gook
Snip a single ball from a
piece of red ball fringe and
sew on for a nose. Attach
boots.

To make fringe for the
Santa Claus and Christmas
tree designs, slash thread
across the spool with a razor
and let it drop flat onto tissue
paper.

Spread out evenly to about
six inches. Then use your
sewing machine to stitch
across one long end through
both thread and tissue. Stitch
again to reinforce. You'll
have a row of fringe six
inches wide and two and one-
half inches deep.

For narrower fringe, make
four rows of stitching about
one-sixteenths of an inch
apart through the center of
thread. Then cut apart.

Use one spool of white
thread to make a fringe
beard for the tall Santa gift
wrap. Three small spools of
green thread will make nar-
row rows of fringe to trim
the Christmas tree It's
tacked to a green felt tree
shape, and decorated with
miniature red Christmas
balls.

PACKAGE APPEAL Festive, not threadbare, is the way
your Christinas gift packages can look this year. The se-
cret's in the trim unusual decorations created with cot-
ton mercerized thread and a few scraps of felt and ribbon.
These perky gift trims, ranging from a jolly Santa to a
mischievous-looking "gook," were created by Talon's De-
partment of Design.

KNOWING HOW—COULD S^VE A LIFE!

A DIME COULD SAVK A LIFE

One of the first things a youngster should be
taught today is how to use the telephone. Even be-
fore learning to read and write, each child should
know how to reach the operator. As case histories
of the National Public Safety Council's publication
"•Family Safely" show," even a little, four-year old
saved her mother's life because she knew how to
reach the telephone operator.

Every child of three or older can be taught to
speak his name and address clearly and should
know how to make an emergency 'phone call. The
simple act of dialing "0" might save his life or
make it possible to save yours.

Every child old enough to be away from home
should be checked out on the use of a pay phone.
He should be taught to lift the receiver off the
hook, drop the coin tfi the slot that matches it in
size, listen for the dial tone, and then dial or
punch "0" and wait for the voice of the lady who
will always be able to get the needed help.

We all should take similar precautions and in-
sist that each child has at least one dime in change
—reserved for that all-important telephone call.

Remember- that dime—in a real emergency it
could save a life! >
