Councilman John Connors
reported that an irate
citizen called and com-
plained of the condition of
Augusta St., in the vicinity
of the new St. Mary's High
School. Trucks, leaving
the construction site, are
depositing mud along the
street, and when it dries,
It creates a dusty condition,
Connors has had the

Building Inspector, Chief
of Police, Superintendent
of the Board of Public
Works and Street Foreman
on the scene to see what
could be done to alleviate
the disorder, and after a
talk with the building con-
tractor, it was decided that
if the situation wasn't
cleared up, traffic tickets
would be issued.

Connors pointed out that
to have the city workers
clean Up after the trucks
would be too costly.

In other business, the
council received a bid for
the rental of another police
car from Briggs Chevrolet
Inc. The cost to the city
would be $264.50 per month
for a new 1968 model. This
was turned over to the
Police Committee for fur-
ther study.

Bridge Condition

Road advising the city that
the bridge on Raritan St.
waa built several years
ago to hold a total of 15
tons. According to Mr.
Kipp, General Manager of
the railroad, trucks weigh-

holders, the State and the
Borough of Sayreville.

First and Stockton Sts. has
written to the council
stating that he Is endeavor-
ing to sell the property in
question, and asked for an
extension of time. The
council voted to give him
another 30 days to either
sell or maintain the build-
ing in a gafe manner.
Joseph Check of 331 Ce-

dar St. has been ordered
to either apply for a var-
iance or cease the opera-
tion of a business at the
above address. He was also
instructed by the Building
Inspector to either use the
railroad ties that are on
his property for a retaining
wall, or get rid of them al-
together.

ings safe, sanitary and fit

and
governing the condition^ of
dwellings, authorizing in-
spection of dwellings, and
fixing penalties for viola-
tions, was also passed at
Tuesday night's meeting.
All three ordinances are

published elsewhere, in
their entirety, In this Issue
of the CITIZEN.
The above legislation has

taken many months to pre-
pare, aa was pointed out

by Henry, and indicates the
willingness and zeal of the
council to make South Am-
boy a better place to live
in.

ICP&L TAX LOSSES
TO TOTAL '67,000

In a letter to the Council,
the Jersey Central Power
and Light Co. notified the
city that there will be an
anticipated tax cut of
$67,395 for the year of
1967. Taxes paid to the
city by the company for
1966 are about $375,638.03
and for 1967 this figure will
be reduced by $308,337.08.
Council President Fred

Henry, commenting on the
loss of revenue to South
Amboy said, "I have talked
to the power company
people about this loss in
taxes since the state used
1966 gross receipts taxes
as a basis In determining
the affect on our revenues.
lhe power company worked
up figures based on an an-
ticipated increase in their
revenues for 1968 and the
picture is a little better.
They estimate we will lose
approximately $43,000 in
1968, but, it should be un-
derstood that this figure is
based on a projected
increase i n their revenues
and It could vary."

Henry continued, "They
also told me that we can ex-
pect another decrease In
gross receipts taxes In
1969. The Oyster Creek
generating station will be
about 50% operative during
the year of 1968 and 100%
operative during the entire
year of 1969, Based on the
gross receipts tax formula
our proportion of these
axes will decrease over a

two-year period,"
'We have been aware of

this and have mentioned It
rom time to time," Henry

said, "now that we have
these figures our auditor
estimates that it has an
affect of an increase of 22
tax points in 1968 and an
additional effect the follow-
ng year,"
Henry went on, "Knowing

this, and anticipating some
major expenditures in the
next few years on projects
that have to be resolved,
such as a new school, join-
ing the Middlesex County
Sewage Authority, and a
new city hall, we want the
people to know our reason-
ing when we keep saying
that we need to attract in-
dustry to our city in order
to relieve the property
owners of this tax burden."

OPERATION COMBINE
CLASS TO GRADUATE
Colonel IX B. Kelly, State

Police Superintendent, an-
nounced that the sixth
" O p e r a t i o n Combine"
class for municipal police
officers will graduate at
I p.m., tomorrow, Decem-
ber 22, at the New Jersey
Police Academy in Sea

The two-week courses
wTllcri nave been designed to
help municipalities cope
with problems concerning
prevention and control of
civil disturbances, stress
the importance of commu-
nity relations. Lectures in
this area are given on Com-
munity Affairs Programs,
Juvenile Relations, Press
Relations and related sub-
jects aimed at the preven-
tion of disorders.

The remainder of the
curriculum, dealing with
the control phase,features,
lectures, demonstrations
and projects on: Law (Na-
tional State and Local) \ In-
telligence; Operational and
Logistical Planning; Lead-
ership, Supervision—and-
Discipline; Patrols (mo-
bile, foot and fixed); Crowd
and Sniper Control; Arrest,
Identification and Deten-
tion; Reporting Proce-
dures; and the Roles of
Assisting Agencies.

The major objective of the
initial courses is to estab-
lish an effective program
for general command of-
ficers who will coordinate
and direct the activities
of the municipal police de-
partment's field operation.
Subsequent courses are
scheduled to instruct field
supervisors and operation-
al personnel in disorder
and control techniques.

The seventh "Operation
Combine" class will be
conducted at the New Jer-
sey Police Academy in Sea
Girt beginning Monday,
January 8, 1968.

Aliens To Register
Dominick F. RInaldi, Dis-

trict Director of the Immi-
gration and Naturalization
Service stated that the an-
nual alien address report
program usually causes a
sharp rise in the number
of a p p l i c a t i o n s for
naturalization.

i he iiw requires ' all
aliens in the llnirpil Sratpa,.,
with few exceptions, to re-
port their addresses each
January. Throughout the
United States, almost thirty
percent more applications
for naturalization are re -
ceived during the months of
January, February and
March than are received
during other months. Mr.
Rinaldi/attributes this sud-
den rife«u to the Alien Ad-
dress Report Program.

Aliens not required to
make this report are diplo-
mats and those persons
accredited to certain inter-
national organizations.

Forms for making the re-
ports will be available to
aliens at all Post Offices
-and offices- of rtie Tnfml-
gration and Naturalization
Service during the month
of January. Mr. Rinaldi in-
dicated that aliens desiring
i n f o r m a t i o n concern-
ing naturalization or sim-
ilar matters should obtain
the forms at the Newark
Office of the Immigration
and Naturalization Service
where personnel trained in
these fields will be avail-
able to answer inquiries.
