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BOARD OF EDUCATION
APPROVES SALARY GUIDE

The Board of Education
last week approved a teach-
ers ' salary guide for 1968-
69 that will show an ap-
proximate 12% increase in
salaries in the school
budget which i6 to be pre-
sented to the Board of
School Estimate iq( Febru-
ary. Settlement on the guide
was reached after a series
of negotiations meetings
that had been held between
the board and the South Am-
boy Education Association.

The starting salary for a
bachelor's degree will be.
$6100, an increase of $300
over the current starting
salary, with a 12-step in-
crement range for a maxi-
mum of $9700; a bachelor's
degree plus 30 credits will
receive $6500 with a maxi-
mum of $10,100; a master's
degree $6700 with a maxi-
mum of $10,300; a master's
degree plus 30 credits
$7,000 with a maximum
of $10,600; and a Ph.D.
will receive $7200 with a
maximum of $10,800.

The board also agreed to
pay full medical-hospital
insurance costs for the
teachers.

Other benefits include
payment for graduate
courses approved by Supt.
Eugene Dobrzynski prior
to the"ftart of a study pro-
gram and payable, at $16.50
per course credit, at the
completion of the course
and submission of a
transcript of grades by the
teachers involved.

An optional payroll plan
withholding 10% of the
teachers' salaries, pay-
able at the end of the aca-
demic year, will also be
initiated next year.

All teachers will be on
scale as of September 1,
1968 and substitute teach-
ers will receive $24 per

Salaries were also agreed
on for teachers involved
in extra-curricular ac-
tivities and include: ath-
letic director, $400; intra-
mural boys coach, $250;
baseball varsity coach,
$600; baseball Junior var-
sity coach, $400; soccer
coach, $400; basketball
varsity coach, $800; bas-
ketball j u n i o r varsity
coach, $450; cheerleaders
coach, $250; intramural
girls' coach, $200; news-
paper advisor, $200; senior
play advisor, $200; year-
book advisor, $200; athletic
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fund secretary, $100; gen-
eral organization fund,
$150; and literary maga-
zine advisor, $50 per issue.
Although the schedule has

been accepted by the teach--
ers ' association, a final
meeting of both negotiating
committees will be held on
January 3.

CLASSROOMS TO

BE INSPECTED
The board, on the motion

of Wi l l i am Kurtz, au-
thorized the superintendent
to contact County Schools
Supt. Robert Blunt and have
him inspect available
classrooms offered for the
school's use by the First
Presbyterian Church of
South Amboy. Members felt
that these classrooms
would be appropriate for
the intermediate class re-
cently initiated under
Chapter 29 of state school
law and would allow the
sixth grade, which had to
be put on split sessions,
to return to full sessions.

The board reviewed plans
of a proposed fire detec-
tion system presented by
architect Thomas Vail and
authorized Mr. Vail to pre-
sent the plans to the State
Dept. of Education for ap-
proval. If approval is given,
bids will be received for
installation of the system
which must be completed:

by September, 1968. The
cost of the installation is
to be financed by bond issue
and a resolution is to be
sent to the Mayor and Coun-
cil requesting $20,000 for
this work.

Mrs. Anne Wyzykowski
was hired as a clerk-typist
for the superintendent s of-
fice at an annual salary
of $3,000.

The Donald Reed Insur-
ance Agency was appointed
the school's , insurance
broker for a period of 3
years.

Supt. Dobrzynski was also
asked to-advertise for a
full-time matron to super-
vise restrooms in both
school buildings.

NEW POSTAL RATES ANNOUNCED
Increased rates for all

classes of mail except par-
cel post and international
mail will go into effect
January 7, Assistant Post-
master Norman KilcomonB
reminded postal customers
today.

Even with the new rates
of six cents for flrst-ciass
mall and ten cents for air
mail, postal service is still
a tfeal bapgaTnv^sslstant
Jiastmastpr Norman Kil-
comons declared. "Forsix
cents you can send a let-
ter to any of the 50 states,
to any United States ter-
ritory or possession, to

. orTo"
an American serviceman
stationed anywhere in the
world," he said.

Assistant Postmaster N.
Kilcomons pointed out that
new rate for postcards will
be five cents and for air
mall post cards eight cents.
He said the added cent In

the letter rate is 20 per
cent Increase compared to
a 24 per cent boost in the
rates for mailing news-
papers and magazines and

a 34 per cent hike for ad-
vertising circulars, "oc-
cupant" mail and other ma-
terial in the third-class
category.

The new rate of six cents
per ounce for first-class
mail applies up to 13 ounces
and the new rate of ten
cents per ounce for air
mail applies up tp 7 ounces.
Under the new rate struc-
ture all first-class mail
over 13 ounces and all air
mail over 7 ounces will be
merged into a single cate-
gory.
These heavier pieces of

flrf!*-ciaa8 JL'flaR ma"
sub ject" To the a ingle rate
schedule will be delivered
by the fastest available
means of transportation.
A flat rate of 80 cents

wili be charged for all mail
in this category up to one
pound. For all mall weigh-
ing more than one pound,
the present air parcel post
rates will continue to apply,
except that the postage on
matter weighing between
one and five pounds will
change at half-pound in-

tervals rather than one
pound intervals.

Another rate change that
will affect the general pub-
lic is the increase from
four to six cents for the
first two ounces of indi-
vidual pieces of third-
class mail. Unsealed
greeting cards may be sent
at this rate.
It is emphasized that the

new rate on unsealed greet-
ing cirds will not go into
effect until January 7, and
until then -they can be
mai'.ed at the old rate of
four cents.

New Reservoir For Sayreville-City
The tallest water storage

reservoir of its kind will
be constructed near the
South Amboy-Sayreville
line during 1968. Construc-
tion is scheduled during
February. Specifications
for the facility conform
with newly approved "Ap-
pendix C" design approved
by ttje American Water
Works Association.
C o n s u l t i n g Engineer

Frederick H. Kurts, in de-
scribing the new design,
stated that "in laymen's
terms, the design allows
•the municipalities involved
to take advantage of' the
steel industries progress
in making steel plate for
a specific purpofe in a
specific location. Better
steel and modern methods
of welding allow for the
design of structures hav-
ing a lower gross weight
with reduced plate thick-
ness." Utilizing advanced
design procedures has re-
sulted in a net savings of
c o n s t r u c t i o n costs of
$32,000.00.

When completed, the stor-
age tank will tower 120
feet above ground level and
have a circumference of
over 300 feet. It will hold
5,000,000 gallons of water

and will boost the com-
bined above ground storage
of both municipalities to
11,600,000 gallons; ap-
proximately a three day
supply.

Mayor Edward F. Fielek
of Sayreville and Richard
J. Schultz of South Amboy
have hailed the project as
the first of several pro-
gressive moves made by
South Amboy and Sayreville
to help solve mutual prob-
lems. Water Chairman
Walter Kross commended
the foresightedness of the
late Patrick E. Latham who
instituted the program un-
der which the tank is being
built. Kross noted that the
tank is being financed in
part by a HUD grant
totalling $435,000.00.
