have a place for the new
city hall, if we have to
move. We will try to per-
suade the Board of Educa-
tion to use this present site
for the new school.'*

Plans and preparations
for the purchase of the
"Y" for the site of a new
city hall, have been going
on since 1958 when former
C o u n c i l m a n - a t - Large, -
James Harrigan, first pro-
posed it to the city officials. .

An aluminum plant would take the local shoreline
from us forever. The pollution authorities already face
a tremendous Job in deaningup Raritan Bay and adjacent
waters.

The articles in the Perth Amboy News in April 1967
illustrated and described the processes and the forms
of pollution. Included are ore dust, white dust, sulphur
dioxide, flourine bearing dust, water contaminated with
heat, caustic and flourine. These are the obvigus polluters
illustrated in the article dated April 17, 1967.

But, this is not all. To operate a plant of this nature
many facilities are needed: Docks, anchorage, loading
machinery, railroad sidings, access roads for heavy
trucking, exceptionally good sewage disposal and a
tremendous supply of fresh water. One of the worst
polluters would be noise.

If the political and conservation authorities both state
and local permit this installation they sound the death
knell of Raritaft Bay as a sporting and recreation area.
An alarming consideration is that both plants would be
from one half to one mile from 5000 children in the
local schools on this side of the Bay.Shouldn'trateables
take second place to the health, safety and future wel-
fare of our children.

South Amboy and the surrounding area has been
rocked by two devastating explosions. The .first on
October 4, 1918, when the shell loading plant at Morgan
blew up. The Becond when the lighters exploded at
anchorage in May 1950.

This aluminum plant is too dangerous an industry
to sit squarely in the middle of this highly populated
part of the metropolitan area.

We are unequivocally opoosed to its construction.
