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HUSBAND ARRESTED
IN MURDER CASE

Chief of Police Edward
O'Leary announced this
morning the arrest of Frank
Liyana, husband of Mrs.
Mildred Liyana whose bad-
ly beaten body was dls-

ered by him last Sun-
~ dayay morning at 9:30.

Mr. Liyana was taken In-
to custody today at 10:10
a.m. following funeral
services for his wife. Ac-
cording to police, the ar-
rest was made by Lt. Wil-
liam Keyet and Det. John
Deliman of the County Pro-
secutor's Office and Sgt.
Leroy Kurtz and Det. Johr.
Duggan of the South Amboy
Police Department.

According to police, the
husband called head-
quarters and said that he
found his wife's body in bed
when he visited her apart-
ment at 424 Gordon St. last
Sunday. Reportedly, the
Liyanas had been separated
for about 11/2 years.

Detective John Duggan,
the first South Amboy po-
liceman on the scene of
the crime, said that the
woman's body was a mass
of bruises. Dr. Wilentz's
autopsy report"revealed not
only the bruises but a frac-
ture . of the pelvic bone,
fractured leg and several
broken ribs that evidently
pierced the lungs and other"
vital internal organs which
ware cited as the cause of
death.

Prosecutor Edward Do-
lan, who personally took
charge of the investigation
Sunday afternoon , stated
that his staff and the South
Amboy police worked
closely and Investigated all
aspects of the murder.

Chief EdwardO'Learyand
Sgt. Le Roy Kurtz of the
local force, when ques-
tioned about the murder'
weapon, reported that sev-
eral potential weapons had
been found In Mrs. Liyana's
apartment and are now be-
ing examined at the State
Police Laboratory in West
Trenton.

O*Leary, Kurtz and Dug-
gan had been on the case
since early Sunday morn-
Ing and, except for a few
necessary hours for sleep,
remained on the job until
the case was solved.

"With the fine cooperation
shown by the County Prose-
cutor's office and the won^
derful work of Dit. Duggan
and Sgt. Kurtz, the case
was wrapped up in this
ihort a time", st
Edward O*Leary.

Mrs. Liyana's husband,.
EranE, resides at*«2 Con-
over St. and their daugh-
ter, Anna Rose, who lived
with her mother at the
Gordon St. address, was
staying with relatives over
.the weekend. According ro
police, downstair*a neigh-
bors reported hearing an
argument and scuffling in
Che upstairs apartment
about 2:00 a.m. According
to the autopsy report,Mrs.
Liyana had died during the

", stated Chief
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12 hours previous to the
discovery of her body at
9:30 Sunday.

The Liyana murder is the
third in South Amboy in
three years. On the
morning of December 27,
1965, Joseph Wolyniec was
found stabbed to. death in
his Broadway apartment.
His daughter and son-in-
law, Mr. andMrs. Marcines
Moe, along with Daniel A.
Buttcher of Old Bridge,
were arrested and subse-
quently pleaded guilty to
charges of murder. Moe
and Butcher were given
life sentences and Mrs.
Moe had her sentence re-
duced to 20 to 30 years.
She had also been given,
originally, a life sentence.

On October 13, 1966, Mrs.
Katherine DeSantis was
found bloody and un-
conscious in her tavern
on First .St. On Thanksgiv-
ing Day, November 24,
1966, Mrs. DeSantis died
in >Perth Amboy G e n e r a l
Hospital, without regaining
consciousness.

Ronald A. Smith of Me-
tuchen, after many tedious
days of investigation, was
captured in an apartment
house in Perth Amboy by
Detective John Duggan,
with the' assistance of
County Detective James G.
Caffrey and the Perth Am-
boy police, and charged
with the murder of Mrs.
DeSantis.
Smith is now serving 15

to 25 years in the State
Prison at Trenton.

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SCHOOL BUDGET REFLECTS
INCREASED TEACHERS' WAGES
Increased teachers' sal-

aries that were agreed on
last month following nego-
tiations between the ^oiith
Amboy Board of Education
and the South Amboy bdu-
catlon Association will ac-
count for the major change
in the 1968-69 school
budget that was presented
to the public on Tuesday
evening.
A total of $351,900 has

been allotted for teachers'
salaries, an Increase of
$ 70,839.49 over the current
amount.
Other increases are re-

flected in transportation
for students out of the local
district, for which $21,000
has been allotted, $3000
over the current anti-
cipated cost.

Other areas of major in-
creases are employee re-
tirement contributions
which have risen to $8000
from $4500 and insurance
costs of $13,500 from
$8,122. This latter <tem
will provide full medical-
hospltallzation coverage
for teachers and their
families.

Tuition for students
traveling to other school
districts will be $30,000
compared to the current
$20,000 for this Item.

TOTAL BUDGET

The total budget figure
o( $639,148.49 includes a
capital outlay amount of
$20,000 for a fire defec-
tion system, which, in ac-
cordance with state law,
must be installed by Sep-
tember of this year. Al-
though this money is to be
raised by a city bond i s -
sue, lt must be included
in the budget as a school
expenditure. The current
budget amounts to
$509,621.
Other items that show" In-

creases are administration
salaries, $25,400 from
$23,663; contracted admin-
istration services, $2,000
from $750; principals' sal-
