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Residential Zoning
On Landfill?

The City Councilindicated
at last Tuesday night's-
meeting that it might switch
sides on the landfill con=
troversy, recommending
the area be zoned for resi-
dentlal constructionandrot
for heavy industry.

The change would ban an.
aluminum plant or similar
industry from locating
on the landfill if.the. Board.
of Public Works adopts the
idea.

Council President Fred
Henry said that the coun-
cil wastaking into ‘' serious
consideration residential
zoning as a protective
measure for the city”’.

However, the council
made it kncwn that* it is
still definitely interested
in having industry locate
in the city and is seeking
good ratables.

“If we zone the landfill
remdential" Henry said,

‘we can always change it
back to industrial®’,

The council’s new atti-
tude reflects the opinions
of both Planning Board con-
sultant H, Thomas Carrand
former. city planner John
Ploskonka who have re-
peatedly recommended
residential zoning of the
landfill.

Ploskonka said at a No=-
vember meeting of the
Board of Public Works that
if the landfill were zoned
residential, the people
would have a greater voice
in deciding what kind ofin-

dustry - if industry were
desired - would locate in
the eity.

However, the Board of
Public Works which has the
final say on the landfiil’s
zoning, overruled both
Ploskonka and the Planning
Board by placing the land-
fill site in a heavy in-
dustrial zone.

The landfill is part of the
new 2zoning ordinance the
board is considering.

An introduction of the or=
dinance is scheduledfor the
board’s meeting Tuesday,
February 27.
