boy governing body, was'to
put It 6n the ballot, come
next General Election in
November.

Council President Henry
and Councilman William
O'Leary both pointed out
that although a referendum
i-s not binding on any gov-
erning body, they could not
foresee that body going
against the wishes of the
people.

COUNCIL POLLED
Mrs. William Welssman,

,' in polling the council and
mayor on their views of a

.• referendum on the usage
of the landfill, elicited the
following comments; Coun-
cilman O'Leary; "I am not
against a referendum, but,
I must addjftat I am for
a compatible industry
}n this area. We need a good
ratable. With taxes going up
20% and wage increases go-
ing up only 2%. we could
be in bad shape/' Council-
man Rush; "I am not
opposed to a referendum.
I am for industry on the
landfill.".

Councilman John Con-
nors; "I am for the
referendum.. I'm also for
the new school and a new
city hall. And, I too, am
for industry."

Mayor Schultz; "I am not
against a referendum. 1
am for heavy industry on
the landfill."

Councilman - at - Large
Fred Henry; "We owe it
to the people of South Am-
boy to put this question
on referendum. I am con-
vinced that this land should
be zoned residential." A
»ig o v a t i o n followed
Henry* s remarks.

Councilman Zebro; "Yes.
I am for a referendum.

Voice* from the audience;
"Then let's have a vote on
It." Another ovation fol-
lowed this remark.

When asked about the pro-
cedure for getting this on
the ballot. Henry totd the
audience that they would be""

• able to do this through the
presentation of a petition.
When asked whether or not

-the council would do it for
them. Henry answered,

Mrs. Michael Yuhasz, of
Morgan, presented many
arguments against the zon-
ing of the landfill area as
'• heavy industrial zone and
Mr. A. DeLucia stated that
he felt that no one from
out of town should give their
views on matters con-
cerning South Amboy busi-
ness.

Both Henry and Connors
disagreed with this view-
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poim, as did O'Leary who
added, "This is an area
problem that concerns
Sayreville also, and they
do send us an occasional
fire truck."

O'Leary was referring to
the fact that during the
Broadway fire of last Sat-
urday, Sayreville sent in
back-up equipment for
emergency use.

Other/people voiced opin-
ions Against the proposed
industrial zoning of the
landfill and among them
was Mrs. W. Rohmer, who
had this to say, "We are
here to express our opin-
ions. Mayor Schultz has
made up his mind for heavy
industry. Why won't he
listen to us and reconsider?
We elected you people to
make decisions, not the
Board of Public Works. Are
we having taxation without
representation?"

" Mr. Chairman and members of the Board of Public Works:
We the citizens of South Amboy are here this evening

to make known our feelings regarding the rezoning of
the landfill for heavy Industry and the location of an
aluminum plant on the site.

Until now South Amboy has been called "The Pleasant
Little City" and I am certain that the city officials and
the citizen's do not wish ft to become "The Ugly Little
Slum." •

At the last- meeting of the Board of 'Public Works one
pf the members of the board saJd that what South Amboy
needed was a good ratable. But the citizens of South
Amboy think that we have other needs. We need a new
school to assure our children a good education and a
chance to reach their full academic potential. We also
need recreational facilities for the children and adults.

What are YOU doing to accommodate the needs of the
present and future citizens and taxpayers of South Am-
boy? You are considering zoning away to heavy industry
the only area of the city left to accommodate our^needs

• adequately.
You say we need a ratable but why give away our

entire waterfron^ forever when we have 80 acres zoned
industrial on Main Street which has not been used?

Now we1 come to the type of industry proposed for the
landfill.

THE ALUMINUM PLANT .
Today the people in the area are no longer able to

enjoy t ie water and reap its many benefits. The water-
ways of the Karitan Bay have become polluted and con-
taminated in recent years by industrial and municipal
wastes. However, there is hope that the Raritan Bay
and surrounding waterways can be returned to their
former unpolluted state if the present Federal Water
Pollution Control Administration Program is carried
out. • .

The New York-New Jersey Air Pollution Conference
has also pointed to Middlesex County as one of New-
Jersey's worst -polluted" areas and although recent
legislation toward air pollution abatement is encourag-
ing this situation could become critical if allowed to con-
tinue. ' • ,

"The introduction of a "known pollutor" (the alumi-
num plantj into our area now could completely destroy
the progress of the present air and water pollution
control programs.

No aluminum plant which has operated for any length.
of time has failed to pay large sums of damages.

Yet the Feasibility Study reports and I quote section
2.4 page 6, "Since World War II plants of this nature
have been forced by local ordinances and cqdes to
utilize all of the existing technology available for air

a model of.clean efficient plant operation."

The Sommers and Powell report also gives the rm^
pression that all the plants that were offensive were of
World War IJ vintage and the newer plants were clean.

•I quote from page 11 of their report, "One such World
War II plant was the Alcoa Aluminum Plant Just outside
of Vancouver, Washington which was completed in 1940.
During the period up to 1949 no provisions had been
made in'the plant for capturing the flour'ides. In 1949,
Alcoa installed ah extensive system of hooding over each

. individual pot designed to capture the flourine emis-
sion." However, the SEATTLE TIMES of Tuesday,
December 16, 1952 reads:

"An Oregon cattleman has filed suit in Federal Court
, here for more than, $200,000 against the Vancouver,

Washington plant of Alcoa for injury to his beef cattle
and farm."

Millions of dollars have been* paid for the damages
done to land, cattle and human beings as a result of
the flouride pollution coming from aluminum plants
even those with the most modern anti-pollution devices.
' Just what do flourides do?

Flourides effect plants and animals grazing on grass.
In animals the flourides are absorbed by bones and
teeth, causing them to soften and weaken. The Feasi-
bility Study agrees with this but fails to mention its
affect on HUMAN BEINGS.

touch with the Department
of Community Affairs and
we are asking them if we
are moving in the right
direction. We will receive
from them professional
services. We hope their
survey will give the City
Council more control.
