In agreeing with Connorfe,
added, "It was a personal
insult and disgrace that

k city officials were not in-
vited. A s s e m b l y man
Wilentz, Freeholder Ot-
lowski and the Mayor of
Sayreville were invited.
Why not the Mayor of South
Amboy?"

Counc i lman William
O'Leary requested that the
City Clerk send a Resolu-
tion of Protest, to be drawn
up by City Attorney Mul-
lane to all the legislators
of Middlesex County con-
cerning this meeting.

Mayor Richard Schultz
expressed his views of the
meeting with the Governor
in this manner, "No one
has the right to go to Tren-
ton and say "we don't want
industry." I am going to
meet with County Industrial
Commissioner J o s e p h
Sommers, Commissioner
Roe and Governor Hughes
and tell them we do want
industry in South Amboy.

HENRY ANNOUNCES FIRST PROJECT
UNDER RENEWAL PROGRAM

Frederick A. Henry,
Council President, an-
nounced that the City Coun-
cil has designated, the area
for South Amboy's first
project under the Renewal
Assistance Administra-
tion's Program for rede-
veloping communities. The
project is to be a Conserva-
tion and Rehabilitation type
project and will not involve
any major demolition.

The area designated is
bounded by the New York
and Long Branch Railroad
on the East, Raritan River
Railroad on the South, the
east side of Stevens Avenue
on the West, and the south
side of Henry Street on the
North.

It is the opinion of the
Council, Henry said, that
the first step to be taken in
South Amboy is Restora-
tion, not rebuilding. While
certain areas of the city
may ultimately have to be
rebuilt, the most pressing
need is to conserve and im-
prove what is still good.
Anticipating some of the,

questions that may be
raised by some of the citi-
zens in the area, and in the
community at large, the
Council has prepared an
explanation of this type of
project in question and
answer form.

WHAT IS
CONSERVATION

PLANNING?
As Its name implies, the

goal of conservation plan-
ning 1B to save or conserve
as much as possible of an
existing neighborhood. This
doesn't mean an area will
be left exactly as it is, but
rather, .that we want to en-
courage residents to im-
prove their Individual
properties and those neigh-
borhood characteristics
which citizens and public
officials feel are important.
WHY IS CONSERVATION
PLANNING NECESSARY.

All over America, in big
cities and in small ones,
there are neighborhoods
which are essentially fine
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places to live, but which are
showing signs of decline'.
I he decline may be due tor
poor original street or
building layout, inadequate
public- facilities, or the
presence of a few .house-
holders or shopkeepers who
have been negligent in
maintaining their proper-
ties.

Through conservation
planning, such neighbor-
hoods' decline can now be
arrested, the downgrading
influences removed, and the
neighborhood r e s t o r e d ,
often to a better state than
when it was new.

ARE CONSERVATION
• AREAS "SLUMS"?

Definitely not! In fact, ifa
neighborhood is a bad slum
it will usually require com-
plete clearance and rede-
velopment. Conservation
areas are basically good
neighborhoods but ' with
signs of decline.
IS IT NECESSARY TO DO
ANY CLEARANCE WORK

IN CONSERVATION
AREAS?

Sometimes it i6. However,
. clearance is only necessary
in certain instances of last
resort and will be kept to a
minimum. Some exafnples
might be buildings which
are so deteriorated, that
they cannot be restored, or
clearance of minor struc-
ture B which are no longer
u«ed or maintained. Should
it become necessary to buy
and clear a few properties,
the owners will receive fair
prices and the occupants,
either householders or
businesses, will receive
payment for moving ex-
penseB, as well as reloca-
tion assistance.

TREE PLANS
In a letter to the Mayor

and Council, the South Am-
boy Shade Tree Com-
mission presented a tenta-
tive proposal to plant shade
trees on the landfill area.
Stating that the recent
active interest in this area
prompted them to make a
cursory study of the possi-
bilities of improving on
both the aesthetic and utile
aspects, with the usage of
trees, the Commission
presented the following .
proposal:
"If summary grades and

elevations were to be pro-
vided, it would be quite
feasible and practical to
start the planting of trees
on the "paper streets" of
the landfill.

Within a matter of a very
few years, these trees will
have done much to improve
not only the aesthetic and.
utile aspects, but also the
economic and environmen-
tal phases of this land.
Samples, taken by our

County Agent, have proven
that thiB soil will support *
vegetative life. The pro-
posed trees will add to the
enrichment of the earth by
depositing leaves in the
fall. Leaves gathered from
the homeowners of South
Amboy and dumped on the
landfill, will also aid in
building up a good top soil.

We feel that citizens of
our city will want to take
part in this program by
donating either their time,
effort, labor ormeneyfora
tree planted as a memorial
to a loved one.

We know that we will be
able to provide any techni-
cal help needed for this
project. We are certain that
the cost of the 800 to 900
trees, that we roughly cal-
culate will be needed, will
not exceed $9,000. Anil
again, if the people wish to
donate them in memory of
someone, the city's cost
will be even less.'1

ARE. THERE, ANY

Under this type of project,

every building in the area
would beihspectedand rec-
ommendations would be
made to the owners as to
what repairs or modern-
izations should be made.
All owners in the designated
project area would be eli-
gible to obtain a 3% loan to
do the work necessary. In
addition, owners with a
limited income such as So-
cial Security, pensions, or
even salary, would be eli-
gible for an outright grant
of up to $1,500 to fix up
the property.

The Municipality will re-
tain architectural and fi-
nancial consultants to make
recommendations and to
advise the people. These
consultants would be paid
out of project funds as a

p further service to the peo-
ple in the project area.
Project funds wouldalsobe
available for paving, re-
placement of curbing, sew-
ers, sidewalks, tree plantr
ing, creation of parks or
recreation areas so that the
entire neighborhood or
area would be uplifted.

WHAT IS THE "COST TO
THE MUNICIPALITY?
The cost to the munici-

pality would be 25% of the
net project cost, with the
balance of 75% being
supplied by the Federal
Government. However, the
municipality's 25% does not
have to be In cashk but
can include work that the
municipality might be doing
in the area whether there
was a project or not. Fur-
ther, (he municipality does
not participate in the $1,500
grants or the 3% mortgage
loans. 100% of this money
is paid by the Federal Gov-
ernment. It is anticipated
that the major portion of
South Amboy* s 25% will be
supplied by "credits" re-
ceived as the result of the
construction of the new City
Hall and the new addition
to the higtTschool.
