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BUFFER ZONE FOR LANDFILL?
In a letter to the cjty of-

ficials of South Amboy, the
Borough of Sayreville sug-
gested that a buffer zone be
established between the two
communities on the landfill
area.

The letter stated that
-Sayreville and South Amboy
have always enjoyed good
relations and the buffer
zone will add to those
pleasant affiliations. The
Borough officials added
that outside of this one
suggestion, they had no ob-
jections to South Amboy
zoning this area for light
industry.

The Sayreville letter was •
a result of that Borougti's
objection to South Ambo/s
zoning this land without
due notification to the
neighboring town. South
Amboy had to withhold ac-
tion on the new zoning code
and readvertise it, afte%
sending a. registered let-
ter to Sayreville.

NEW ZONE
CODE PASSED

Last TueBday night's
meeting of the Board of
Public Works, with about
70 people in the audience,
saw the passage of the new
zoning ordinance which
changed the landfill zoning
from residential to light
Industry.

President of the Board,
Woodrow McCarthy, or-
dered the clerk of the Board
to send a letter to the
Mayor and Council asking
them to adhere to Sayre-
ville' s request for the buf-
fer zone. It was pointed out
by the Board's attorney,
John J. Mullane, that this
buffer strip could not be
zoned d.ue to the cos t
of readvertlslng, Mullane.
explained that the Council
had full control over the
sale ojt the land in question
and agreed with the Com-
mlftsioners that full con-
sideration would be given

t Sayreville's request.
Mrs. David Sharkey sug-

gested that the proposed
buffer strip contains enough
land for the new school and
recreation.

Bernard Macklel asked
why the Master Plan of
South Amboy was disre-
garded and McCarthy ans-
wered him by saying, "As
time went on, we found
greater needs for ratables.
We hope that what we are
doing is right. We of South
Amboy^ehould take our hate
off to such industries as

.Hercules, DuPom,National
Lead and Jersey Central
Power and Light. They gave
us full stomachs and full
ChristmaB stockings/'

PETITION PRESENTED

John O'Brien presented a
petition to tha Board,
signed by more than 200
people, backing the action
and stand taken by the

; Board and City Council re-
garding light industry on
the landfill.

Eugene Kenny gained the
* floor at this point, and his

remarks are printed in a
related story in this is-
sue of the CITIZEN.
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After Mr. Kenny's state-

ment, McCarthy declared
the public hearing closed
and the Board went on to
pass the new Zoning Code.

O'LEARY RESIGNS
In other business, William

O'Leary's statement of
resignation from the Board
was read and accepted. Mc-
Carthy expressed the re-
grets of all the members
of the Board of Public
Works, and added, "The
Council's gain is our loss."
O'Leary had recently been
appointed to the city coun-
cil to replace John How-
ley, who had resigned to
become South Amboy'a
Postmaster. When O'Leary
stepped down from his seat
on the Board, he was given
a large ovation by every-
one in attendance.

Superintendent C h a r l e s

Thompson reported that
Layne. of New York, will
have n8 well back in oper-
ation within a few day6.
He also suggested that the
Board meet with the de-
veloper of Amshore to have
them run a 6 inch water
line between Fourth St. and
Pupek Dr., thus eliminat-
ing two dead-ends. He also
pointed out that Amshore
still needs one more fire
hydrant and more manholes
to complete that project.
Thompson added that he is
making a study of more
street lights for lower
Broadway.

Liyana Admits
To Manslaughter
I rank Liyana, of412Con-

over St., pleaded guilty to
> charge of manslaughter
before Judge John B. Mo-
lineux in the, Middlesex
County Court last Monday.
Liyana had been indicted

on January 26 for the mur-
der of his wife, Mildred,
of 424 Gordon St. Mrs.
Liyana, estranged from her
husband for more than a
yea r, had been fatally
beaten to death in her
apartment on the morning
of January 21. i

Liyana, in admitting to a
charge of manslaughter,
told Judge Molineux that he
had administered a beating
to his wife which resulted
in her death.
Molineux questioned Li-

ya na to be sure that he,
Liyana, was aware of the
results of a plea of guilty
to manslaughter. The Judge
explained to the defendant
that by his plea*-of guilty,
he was forfeiting his right
to a trial by Jury and could
be sentenced to a maxi-
mum term of ten years,
plus a fine.

A s s i s t a n t Prosecutor
John Bachman, for the
state, and Public Defender
Alex Eber, for the De-
fendant, a long with Judge
Molineux agreed, that the
best interests of JuBtice
were being served by Li-
yara's plea.
A> thorough investigation

on the part of Sgt. LeRoy
Kurtz, Detective JohnDug-
gan and detectives from
the staff of the Prosecu-
tor, lead to the reduction
of the charge against Li-
yana.
•On the morning of Janu-

ary 21, Liyana had reported
the finding of his wife's
body, badly beaten, when
he had gone to her apart-
ment to visit their daugh-
ter, Anna Rose.
Investigation by the local

the arrest of Liyana imme-
diately after the funeral of

The Liyana case is the"
third death by violence in

jth Amboy in three
years. On the morning of
December 27, 1965, Joseph
Wolyniec was found stabbed
to *3eath in his Broadway
apartment. His daughter
and ; son-in-law, Mr. and
Mrs. Martines Moe, along
with Daniel A. Buttcher of
Old Bridge, were arrested
and subsequently pleaded
guilty to charges of mur-
der. Moe and Buttcher were
given life sentences and
Mrs. Moe had her sentence
reduced to 20 to 30 years.
She had also been given,
originally, a life sentence.

On October 13,1966>Mra.
Katherine DeSantis was
found bloody and uncon-
scious in her tavern on
FirBt St. On Thanksgiving
Day, November 24, Mrs.
DeSantis died in Perth Am- .
boy General Hospital, with-
out . regaining conscious-
ness.

Ronald A. Smith of Me-
tuchen, after many tedious
days of investigation, was
captured in an apartment
in Perth Amboy by Detec-
tive Duggan, assisted by
Perth Amboy Police" and
County Detectives. Smith
is now serving 1"5 to 23
years in the State Prison
at Trenton, for the death
of Mrs. DeSantis.

The suspected presence and distribution of drugs
In nearby municipalities must be seen as a warning
to the local citizenry. We are not immune.

Attempts are being made from several sources to
inform the public on the "whys" and "wherefores" of
this national threat to eventual emotional and physical
stability. Open condemnation of the existence of drugs,
Impersonal judgment on those using them is not the ans-
wer. People are involved; trends need to be recognized;
both demand understanding. But where repeated attempts
to inform a community's citizenry to what is-not only
suspected meet with such meager interest or "not my
Child," the burden of responsibility and blame will become
even greater.
