RUSH CHAIRS
COUNCIL MEETING

Through the magnanimous
gesture of the Democratic
controlled council, Coun-
cilman Peter J, Rush, Re-
publican, was selected to
act as chairman of last
Tuesday's council meeting.

This reporter stands to be
corrected, but, we think
that except for a possibility
in the '30's, this is the
first time since 1927 that a
Republican has served as
Chairman of a South Amboy
Council meeting.
In the General. Election of

November 5, 1926, Andrew
N. Kvlst was elected Mayor
with a majority of 969 votes
over Philip A. Downs, who
was the President of the
city council at that time. In
the race for the seat of
Councilman-at-large, J.
Raymond Malloy (R) won
over his Democratic op-
ponent, Howard Reese, by
nearly 1100 votes. Mar-
shall Magee (R) in a sur-
prise upset, defeated
incumbent councilman of
the second ward, John D.
Mullane (D) by fifteen
votes. In spite of a valiant
fight, Jack McGuire (D),
lost to the "Old War
Horse" of the Republican
party, Walter Inman, by
363 votes, for the Council
seat in the Fourth Ward. In
the contest for the Third
Ward Council seat. Coun-
cilman John Connnors (D),
was re-elected by a ma-
jority of 68 votes over his
Republican opponent, Guy
Bachman.
Apparently, Richard Neil-

topp, Sr. was the council-
man (R) of the First Ward,
and it is interesting to note
that in the account of the '
above election of 1926, bis
was the only seat not up
for election. In the next
year, 1927, both Nieltopp
and Inman were re-elected
to office. Neiltopp defeated
John French (D), by 150
voteB, Inman was unop-
posed^

Building Destroyed
A vacant building on the

corner of Feltue and Gor-
don Sts., known astheDex-
heimer property, was de-
stroyed in an early morn-
ing fire on Saturday, April
13.
Local police said that all

of the five city fire com-
panies responded to a call
at 3 a.m. to battle the
blaze.

New Fire Truck
Needed: O'Leary

In his remarks to tha
Mayor and Council at last
Tuesday night's meeting.
C o u n c i l m a n William
O'Leary spoke of the need
of a new fire truck in South
Amboy. The Councilman
said, "The city is faced
with the problem of replac-
ing a manual-ladder truck
with a mechanized piece of
equipment. In the past six
weeks, we have had three
fires that could have gotten
away from us and caused
a great deal of damage to
property, and, more im-
portant, endanger the lives
of our firemen. I refer to
the fire on Broadway, be-
tween David and Henry St.;
the fires In vacant houses
on Conover and on the cor-
ner of Feltus and Borden-
town Ave."

O'Leary continued, "The
controlling of these fires
in such a short period of
time attests to the skill
and courage of our fire-
men, but, we, in official
capacity, are morally
bound to give our dedicated
volunteers the best pos-
sible equipment to work
with. Again, I minimize
the dollar amount of
property damage we might
suffer andl place my emph-
asis on the safety of our
volunteers."

Speaking of the proposed
aerial truck, O'Leary had
this to say, "This Is a
costly piece of equipment
and the men will have to be
trained to handle it, but I
know our men will show the
same pride and care with
this piece of apparatus as
they have in the past with
our other equipment. They
have a- system of checking
out operation of the equip-
ment and making them
qualify under simulated
fire conditions before they
are eligible to drive or op-
erate the firetrucks."

According to the Council*
man, the approximate cost
of the new truck, $55,000
for an aerial truck or
$67,000 for a snorkle-type,
will be handled with a 20-
year bond issue. O'Leary
added, "The bright Bide of
the cost ledger i s that when
this truck is placed in serv-
ice, we will request a re-
view by the Board of Underr
writers and I'm sure a sub-
stantial savings in the in-
dividual homeowners fire
insurance rates will be
realized."
