To the Editor:

Your statements sound.intelligent, but unfortunately,
many of them were made without extensive research.

You mention the overcrowding of the elementary school
and propose the construction of a new elementary, yet,
you have made no provision in your plan for an expanded
or new high school for these same elementary school
children. Where will they go? With our taxes constantly
on the increase and tuition fees recently raised in the
parochial schools, the taxpayers will need relief - -
the relief of a good public education.

How long will we be able to keep satisfied teachers
employed in the school system with the existing condi-
tions ? How long should OUT children be deprived of quality
education? I feel it_ is a moral obligation we have to
provide every child in the city with a first rate education.

Your statement concerning the installation of a $20,000
"sprinkler" system is not that at all. It is a fire
DETECTION system which was made mandatory by the
State of New Jersey. The cost of this Installation is
$13,944.

You also state that the school has been approved by
the Middle Atlantic States Association of Secondary
Schools. This approval has not been given and in the
school's present condition we cannot receive it.

You mention an electric heating system. This also is
untrue. Only last week the Superintendent was authorized
to receive bids for fuel for the coming year.

'The renovation of the laboratory, which" you mention,
was done approximately 6 years ago and consisted of a
steam . blower^, installation, painting, and an enlarged
closet.

Vandalism costs also seem to be an item that con-
cerns you. The present destruction of school property

. Is coating the taxpayer PLENTY. This is a problem for
parents as well as city officials and the Police Depart-
ment. This is a problem which needs attention regard-
less pf school location.

I feel the need for a school is every bit as important
to the welfare of the city as sewage and a new city hah
building. Our children are being educated in a time
when competition is at its greates, therefore, let's
look to the future before the toll is taken.

A LETTER TO THE EDITOR FROM A TEACHERI

Dear Sir:

In commenting upon the Letter to the Editor which ap-
peared in the Thursday, April 25, issue of the CITIZEN
there is only one conclusion that can be drawn: - -
Whoever .wrote the letter is either vastly ignorant of
the truth regarding the. South Amboy Public School
System — or he is a charlatan purporting to speak with
authority - - yes, even to quoting statistics, and making
statements which axe- absolute falsehoods (unintentional
perhaps I?) or, have no basis In fact.

Let us begin, at the beginning, and refute his statements
step* by step.

1. Me quoted the cost of building a new high school as
2 and 1/2 million dollars - - he even figures insurance,
interest rates, etc., etc I Certainly he is either experienced
In the area of building, or he has pulled his figures out of
tiiln air. No one connected with the South Amboy School
System — not even the Board of Education - - has, as
yet, been able to reach the stage in their efforts toward
a proposed new high school where they could ask any
contractor, architectural firm, or related-authority, for
a coat estimate. Therefore, we assume our writer has
dreamed up his figures — or maybe, consulted a
prompter I

2. Our writer now makes the bold faced state-
ment that —

a. "The present Hoffman High School te on the State
Of N. J. approved list."

b. It is also approved by the Middle Atlantic States
Association of Secondary Schools."

The truth reads like this: —
The present Hoffman High Schoolisonthe State of N. J.

approved list. The state gives Its approval to high schools,
(her a thorough inspection by the appointed representa-
tives of the State Department of Education, every five
years, and that approval is given to the said school, for

' a five year period - - unless the group conducting the in-
-spection find some reason not to recommend the regular
five year approval. This is -what they chese to do upon
the completion of their last inspection of Hoffman High
School. They withheld their approval, except on a year to
year basis! The high school is on probation ---so to
•peakI Its approval, by the state is from year to year!
Why? The reason given by the inspection team for

The winner
of the primary contest will
not have opposition from
the Republican party. In
order to obtain tenure, the
winner will have to win two
consecutive 2-year terms.
In the third ward, the re-

cently appointed incumbent
William O'Leary will be
opposed by a newcomer in
local politics, Robe r t
Noble. O'Leary is a former
councilman of the third
ward and former mayor,
He now holds the council
seat of the third ward for
the unexpired term of John
Howiey, now acting as-local
Postmaster.
The only contest for

Democratic county com-
mitteeman post involves
incumbent Joseph Keegan
and Thomas O'Brien of the
second district of the third
ward.
The Democratic Organ-

ization candidates 'are:
Henry, Brennan, Al Sor-
rentlno, O'Leary aid
Keegan. Running as Re'gu-
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lar Democrats are: Dug-
gan, Van Der%reer, Noble
and O'Brien.

Running unopposed on the
Democratic ballot are: in-
cumbent Richard Schultz
who is seeking a third term
as Mayor, and Al Sorren-
tino, a newcomer on the
ballot, who will seek to fill
the second ward council
seat vacated by Councilman
John Connors who declined
to seek reelection for an-
other term.
The Republican ballot is

headed by Fourth Ward
Councilman J. Peter Rush,
who is seeking the
Mayorality. John McCloud,
a charter member of the
South Amboy First Aid
Squad and active in Repub-
lican circles for many
years will be the candi-
date fo'r Council man-at-
Large, while Kdward Free-
man, another active first-
alder and Republican of
long-standing will oppose
Sorrentino for the second
ward council seat.

The Republicans wlllhave
no candidates for the City
Clerk post and the Council-
man contest in the third
ward.

•diool lost its state accreditation none of its graduates
be accepted anywhere for college admission I This

Can be verified by contacting the State Department of

b. Our writer now makes the statement — ab-
fOlutely false — that: — "It has also (Hoffman) been
Approved by the Middle Atlantic States Association of
£icondary Schools." .

c. There is no such association — I presume our
Writer refers to - - though.he has misnamed it —
rThe Middle States Association of Colleges and Sec-
ondary Schools. This Association did evalulate Hoff-
man High ~ during, approximately, 1960-61. It Is a
Status'organization whose approval— although not neces- .
#iry, adds prestige to any high school, and/or college,
receiving it. It marks it as above average — so to
•peak I Hoffman never was — is not, nor ever has been
approved by the Middle States. The reason — because
Cjf the limitations of the physical plant and certain
Physical facilities — lack of space and the limitations

gtced, upon the expansion of curricula resulting from
it said lack of space I How do I know — let me tell

I happen to have served on several of the faculty

committees that prepared the data on curricula, staff
and community relationship, as well as the evaluation of
bur school plant I We worked har4, and long, for many

^as required) upon its arrival 1 The committee, whose
Chairman vas Dr. Thomas Robinson, — now president
Of Glassboro State College arrived. They spent several
days readi.ig our reports, visiting our classes, con-
sulting tee criers, administrators, and students. When
they finished they met with the entire staff and gave us,
an oral report of their findings and explained their
reasons for refusing to approve our high school. The

•reasons I have stated in the beginning of my explanation.
The committee commended the staff, and all members

Of the facutt /, for the quality of education that was being
dispensed i .r^r such difficult handicaps — and then they
departed I c e r a l months later, they sent this same
report, in writing to the administrative offices of the
school system. This report should still be inour> files —
although it vas received prior to the time of thei present
administration of the school system I

So, anyone who says that Hoffman was — is — or
ever has been approved by the Middle States Association
flther does not know the facts, or is twisting them to
lUit his own purpose. This fact can be established by
ajiy member of the committee that served; by its chair-
man, Dr. Thomas Robinson, or by contacting the head-
quarters of the Middle States Association of Colleges
and Secondary Schools, 225 Broadway, New York City —
1007 — Room 40Q3.

Truth — The writer is evidently forgetful, and is no
doubt referring to the reconstruction of the school
''Which was necessitated, by the explosion of 1950. He
Hems to have confused that, and the addition of the
•lementary school annex, all of which compounds his
tonfuslonl After the explosion extensive damage was
done to the, then 32 year old, high school. Windows were
blown out, doors ripped off hinges and the science lab
demolished. All were repaired. The science lab and lec-
ture room were renovated, but no biology lab was ever
provided — nor even a room for the teaching of such an
Important science I The lecture room was already too
imall at >jhe time of its completion. To this day, when-
ever the science teacher wishes to give an important
t i l t he must try to borrow another classroom because

*fte students are so closely "packed" Into the "too
imall" lecture room that they cannot help but observe
everything that is written on each others papers!

New domestic science department? What dream is
this?' In the 1950 explosion the need of space, in the
high school, became so acute that the sewing room had
to be taken over for a classroom. The sewing and cook-
ing then moved into one room whose kitchens, all 3
Of them, were of 1918 vintage I It lost stature because
Of lack of space and, though teaching continued on a
Quality level, it sure wasn't comfortable for teacher or
•tudentsl This present school year, after many years with

The new St. Mary's High School is providing space

tW some of these special areas of education because of

a thorough understanding of their importance in "the
complete education" of the student. Our writer also con-
tends that the new St. Mary's High will attract many of
Hoffman High's students. This is an opinion that most
educators do not share. There are many reasons that
could be advanced here to substantiate these educator's
theory, all of which can be summed up in one simple state-
ment — St. Mary s has a capacity enrollment.

4. As for the $20,000 fire "sprinkling" control system
mentioned by our writer. Again this person is going a
half truth. It is a fire "detection" system — it is man-
dated by the State of N. J. for all public schools. A definite
time limit was set, by the State"; for its installation and
South Amboy is one of the last schools in Middlesex
County to comply with the mandate.
. 5. As for the landfill being "ruled out'-' —again stated

by our writer — because it has now been zoned for
industry, the same departments of our local government
that zoned it for industry could reverse themselves if the
need demanded. Furthermore, an Industrial Park, of clean
Industry, would certainly not be an unsuitable, or unat-
tractive location fora school. I recommend to our readers
a glance at Cranbury Road with its beautifully landscaped
industries and Hightstown's Me Graw Hill.

6. As for our elementary school our writer states —
"My information is that classroom shortage in,the lower
grades is the cause of double sessions" — This Is cer-
tainly self evident but I Imagine after reading this letter
you are well aware that there is an abundance of class-
room space lacking in the high school too! Our writer
states that we have a renovated auditorium — who is he
kidding? Wre have a "hot box" created by the attachment
of the elementary school annex to our originally well
ventilated, but too small twenty years ago, auditorium.
This "so called auditorium" now houses two temporary
type classrooms divided by moveable partitions about 8
feet high. Naturally they are not very suitable for teaching
purposes since whatever discussion might be carried on
in one, can easily be overheard in the other. Then too —
on the rare occasions when this "so called auditorium"
must be used for its original purpose — such as practice
for Honor Society Induction, Graduation, etc., the class-
rooms must be removed! Where do the students who should
be occupying them go that day? Why they sit in the gym
with* the poor overloaded physical education teachers who
try to carry on their classes around them. Of course it
isn't important that the dispossed students miss subject
matter classes that day because there is no class room
available for their use! I might mention too that is is
impossible to seat the entire student body of the high
school in this grand old auditorium at one time — but
evidently we have in name at least, what some folks con-
sider an auditorium" 1 We once had Model T
Fords too — !

7. I am getting tired, dear reader, and I know you cer-
tainly are, but Just a couple more items and I'll leave you
to draw your own conclusions — so bear with me!

"Our expert" claims —"wrecking laboratories and/or
domestic science rooms of the present high school so as
to utilize these rooms for new classrooms would be
costly." Who would ever do such a short sighted thing?
These rooms would be taken over by the elementary
school. Doesn't such a school have need for these facitities
in this day and age of educational advancement? Doesn't
our learned writer know that science is now taught from
firs^grade up and that even fifth and sixth graders can
learn to cook and sew? But then our writer may be of
another era ~ evidently of the pre "total education"
era! Andif, as is evident, there is a shortage of classroom
space in the elementary school what does our "expert"
intend to do with these students, already on double session,
when they reach a high school already in dire need of
space? Do he and the public know that there are presently
3 sections each of the 9th, 10th and 11th grades and .2
sections of the 12th?

Many graduates of Hoffman have advanced greatly —
both in life and in the fields of higher education - -
because of their own efforts, and the efforts of dedicated
teachers! Many great men in our country's history have
also come out of one room school houses where "one
dedicated teacher" taught all the students, but 1 am sure
none of us would advocate that type of educational
system as preparation for today's complex world and
problems. Neither then should we be satisfied with make
shift classrooms, overcrowded conditions, halfway solu-
tions. Ask our children how much space is available - -
ask the seventy — eighth and on up, art students how many
times the art room is filled beyond its capacity and the
overflow must take chairs and place them in the far aisle
so they can use the end of another students desk! And
speaking of dedicated teachers do you really believe they
will continue to be attracted to take teaching positions in a
school where physical space is limited and physical
facilities are lacking when they can be employed In a new
school which provides both space and facilities? How
many of the public and/or parents have seen the lack of
privacy and crowded conditions under which our adminis-
trators work — or our guidance office with its innumef-
able records — files — reference material etc, function-
ing in a space that would serve as a good storage closetl?

Our writer ends with the statement that " The public
who pays, is responsible, because of its indifference to
the actions of our public officials who are operating our
public business. Accept the mayor's invitation to co-
operate with city officials by offering suggestions con-
cerning the government of the city and the costs of same"

Here at last we find common ground for agreement!
Certainly an informed public, who knows the facts,
rather than the misrepresentation of them, should co-
operate in trying to provide, through proper, channels,
the best educational opportunities for its children. An
educated Bociety is the hope of a nation. With the complex,
problems facing our nation today it is the duty of all par-
ents to see that their children are adequately provided
for, in educational institutions that are physically, as
well as educationally abreast of the times! We are
attempting to educate South Amboy's children and we can-
not afford to sell them short.

This is In answer,to the letter in last week's paper:
You see-m to think that It Is only the elementary school

that is overcrowded. I wholeheartedly agree with you,
but in gqod conscience I must inform you, so is the high
school. So how can Just a new elementary school solve
the problem. r'

The addition on the old, building was built to accommo-
date approximately 325 elementary pupils on a full day
session, which every child deserves and should get.
There are 58? pupils enrolled in the elementary school •
as of today. Yes, I would say this is overcrowded, -
and something should have been done a long time ago. '
The high school was built to accommodate approxi-
mately a?5 and the present enrollments 444. So taking
the combined totals, there are over 400 excess pupils •
in both elementary and high school.

I would like to quote your paragraph in regard to the
new Catholic high school: "The probable increase of
students in the high school in the future is very remote,
the new St. Mary's High • School will attract many of
Hoffman High School students." Considering the tuition
of a Catholic education, plus the taxes these people
pay, and after talking to quite a few parents, these tax-
payers would like to have a choice in where they send
their children. At the present time, considering the
condition of the present public school, there is no choice.

I sympathize with the teachers who have to cope with
the overcrowded classrooms and half-sessions. 1 would
like to add at this time, go to the school when it is in
session and see for yourself. Also, while you are there,
take a look at the principals' offices, the teachers' room
and above all, don t mlssthe lavatories in the high school.

This is predominantly a Catholic town and the public
school pupil has gotten the •minimum. In this day andage
when education is so important, I cannot understand your
statement that the present system is ample and suffi-
cient. What was considered modern yesterday is outdated
tomorrow. I agree with your statement that we have
teachers that are dedicated to their profession. But they
can only do so much.

Your statement that the proposed cost of a new high
school and St. Mary's new high school will burden the
taxpayer. This is their choice. If they came out and fought
for a new publichigh school which this town so desperately
needs, they wouldn't have this additional burden.

One sentence in your letter I agree with. That i s , the in-
difference of the public to the actions of our public offi-
cials who are operating public business. And I cannot un-
derstandwhy the people get all excited when a new school
is mentioned, and don't care how their tax money is spent
otherwise.

Mothers and fathers, get to the Board of Education
meetings and the Council meetings. Our children deserve
the best and it's up to us to see that they get it,
