Local Sailor

Daniel Maliszewski, 20-
year-old son of Mr. and
Mrs. Andrew Maliszewski
of 12 Orchard St., South
Amboy, was wounded in

Vietnam when he volun-
teered for a tour of civic
duty outside Da Nang.

The sailor’'s mother sajd
that she first heard that
her son, an electrician’s

mate third class inthe U
Navy, was wounded through
a letter dictated by Danny
to a US0 volunteer. later
the Navy confirmed the fact
that Danny was wounded
on Sunday, May 5, at 12:30
a.m, in Hai Village, a small
hamiet outside of Da Nang.
Mrst Mallszewski said,
“*“'Danny’s letter said that
there were sevenNavy men
asleep just after midnight,
when the Viet Cong attacked
the hamlet and machine gun
firing filled the alr that you
could barely hear,”’ Mrs.
Maliszewskl continued,
" “‘Danny said he looked out-
side to find the street{illed
with Vietnamese flghtinﬁ.z
the Viet Cong. “*Charlie’
fired an undetermined
number of mortar rounds.
The building direcuy
across the street was hit
and just crumbled. Danny
and a few of the sallors
werg on the balcony of the
building where they lived
and the lmpaﬁt threw him
against the budding. It was
then that he felt something
hit his ankle, e and the
others had to Tight for an
hour to hold off the Viet
Cong In a roadside fox
hole., One of his buddies
bound “his leg with his
handkerchief to stop the
bleeding, He was thentaken
to Tien $ha and then to
Camp Kiensha, Pa Nang,
and then flown to the Phil-
lipines and on to Hawail,
where two operations were
performed on his leg. He
i1s now recuperhting at
Tripler General Hospital
Honolulu, Hawall.
_ According to the Wash-
ington Casualty Dept., Mrs.
Maliszewsk] said, Dantel
was reported to have
shrapnel wounds and a
compound -fracture of the
