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CLASSROOMS SOUGHT TO
RID SPLIT SESSIONS

The Doard of Education
revealed at their meeting
Tuesday evening that they
have been negotiating with
the Christ Episcopal and
First P r e s b y t e r i a n
Churches for the rental of
classrooms that may rid
the South Amboy Elemen-
tary School of split ses-
sions in S e p t e m b e r .
Crowded conditions In the
public school have forced
grades 1 through 6 to be
on split sessions this year.

In a letter to Supt. Eugene
' D o b r z y n s k i , County

Schools Supt. Robert R.
Blunt said that approval to
use the church facilities
would be granted with
" s e v e r a l reserva-
tions." Along with the con-
ditional approval was the
stipulation that there be no
more than 25 pupils per
class.

The county superintendent
stressed in his letter that
improvements in both
buildings must involve bet-
ter . lighting, fire-resistive
doors on the boilerrooms,
and panic buttons on the
buildings' exits.

There are 3 classrooms
available at Christ Church
Memorial HaU on Fourth
St, and 4 in the Presby-
terian Church annex on
Broadway. Supt. Blunt
would, also g r n t permis-
sion to . use the Presby-
terian Church's Westmin-
ster Hall auditorium for a
special education class.
Here, too, he pointed out
that the auditorium must
be "properly equipped to
meet the needs of this spe-
cial class."
Mr. Blunt further stated

that he was "sorry to be
BO negative about the use
of these facilities but I
think . . . the Board of
Education will share my
concern for the health and
safety of your pupils as a
primary consideration."

The board set May 28
as a tentative date to meet
with church representa-"
tlves to discuss Supt.
Blum's letter and decide
what action to take if these
classrooms are to be avail-
able in September.

ARCHITECT'S *£PORi>
DUE NEXT WEEK

Board president Frederic
Reese stated that in their
continuing efforts on school
expansion, the board is
awaiting final reports on
building costs from Archi-
tect Thomas Vail. Mr. Vail
is Investigating compara-
tive costs of building on the
present City Hall site and
a landfill site. Mr. Reese
said that the architect's
reports are expected for.a
Joint meeting between the
board and the Mayor and
Council prior to the board's
next meeting on June 12,
He said the results would
be revealed then as will be
a survey by Supt. Dobrzyn-
ski on the costs of regional-
izing orbussinghigh school
students out of the local
district.
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QUESTION ON
SUMMER SCHOOL

Mrs. Virginia Stillwagon,
who was present at the
meeting, questioned the
board on whether there
were sufficient students to
warrant summer school
sessions. She said that she
knew of parents who send
their children into other
districts to make up failed
courses or take courses in
which they need help. She
also told the board that
she had been assured by
members of the Council
that money would be pro-
vided to finance a summer
school if there was an evi-
dent need. There are no
funds in the current school
budget for summer school
sessions. She was told hy
Supt. Dobrzynski that she
was the first parent to In-
quire about summer school
but that he will have a sur-
vey done in both schools
and a report will be made
at the next meeting.
In other business, the

board awarded a milk con-
tract to Tiny's Dairy for
1968-69 to supply milk at a
cost of $.07 per 1/2 pint.

A fuel contract was
awarded to Wellan Oil Co.,
Jersey City, to supply
25.000 gallons of Hi fuel
oil at .004/gal., bated on
harbor tank car prices as
listed in the Journal of
Commerce on the date of
delivery.

Both were sole bidders.
Approval was given to

have a school holiday on
Friday, -May 31, as Me-
morial Day will be on the
preceding Thursday this
year.

Also approved was the
renovation of the high
school • manual arts shop
at an estimated cost of
$1,400. Work to be done
includes construction of
a cabinet for mechanical
drawing materials, in-
stallation of a new floor,
and construction of a dem-
onstration area. The price
includes materials and
labor.
