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Proposed High School

The Board of LEducation
last evening released sche-
matic drawings prepared
by Architect Thomas A.
Vail for a new high school
that could be built on the
landfill at an estimated,
total cost of $1,821,000.
Accommodating 500 to 600
students in grades 7-12,
the building would consist
of 29 classrooms, a library,
supervised lunchroom,
600-seat auditorium, 1000
seat gymnasium as well a8
administrative offices and
parking facilities for 200
cars. o

Closely following the rec-
ommendations made by a
Citizens Advisory Com-
. mittee on School Expansion
in 1966, the plans for the
proposed school must re-
ceive final approval from
the Mayor and Council at
their ‘business meeting on
Monday evening.

President Frederic
Reese, acting as spokes-
man for the board, sald
that their report and ar-’
. .chitect’s drawings were the
result of a long study on
needed school expansion
that also included the pos-
sibilityof bussing students
out of the South Amboy
district on a tuition basis
and building on the present
. City Hall site. These were
- rejected as being both too
costly and inadequate for
quality education programs
of the public school student,

Increaséd Enroliment

Since 1958 there has been
a 35% increase in enroll-
ment in the public schools,
and current figures show
3594 pupils in the elemen-
tary school, 434 in the high
school and 21 educable stu~
dents. who are bussed to
other districts. A projected
enrollment for the next 10.

ears showsa 319 increase
. bringing an expected total

of over 1300 students, Supt.
Eugene Dobrzynski report-
ed that registration for the
coming year already in-
cludes 111 children for the
kindergarten with an addi-
tional 15% not yet regis-
tered. In the high school,
. srades 7-12, there will be
- - 4895 students, 51 more than

now enrolled iIn these
classes.
Costs Compared

Projected costs on bus-
sing 9th through 12th gra-
ders into another district.
for the coming year, pro-
vided a neighboring com-
munity would be willing
or was able to accomodate
these students, show that
they would be. higher than
the approved budget for
1068-69, Sending students
into another district would
inyolve tuition of $700. per
atudent, transporiation at
$20,000., rental fee of
$30,000. for a total of
$260,000. (The remtaal fee
is a fixed charge common
with receiving districts
that allows a five percent
rental based on the ori-
ginal cost of the building
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and subsequent addirions.)
Added to this cost would
be $350,000, for the kin-
dergarten through 8th
grade budget for a total
of $610,000, The approved
for 1968-69 is
$519,000, which provides
for a continuation of the
present school sitvation---

split sessionsingrades 1-6
and overcrowding in the
high school, built in 1918
to accommodate 250 stud-
ents.

The proposed school for
the landfill would utilize
82,000 square feet ascom-
pared to 66,000 square ft,
that could be built on the
present City Hall site,
While this latter site has
been favored by council
members In the past, the

board rejected its use as

being completely inadeq-
uate for current needs or
for future expansion. While
estimated costs for this
site would be $1,400,000.,
it would be necessary to

build a 3-story building
that would run into the
sidewalks on George,

Stevens, and John Sts, It
would also, according to
the board, lack needed faci-
lities.

Many Factors Considered

The present public school
facilities consist of (wo
joined buildings facing Jahn
St. with the high school
having 12 classrooms, a
-gcience laboratory, manual
arts shop, home economics
shop, art room, library,
and 2 substandard class-
rooms In the auditorium,
where a movable parti-
tion that does not sound-
proof the rooms has been
installed. The elementary
-gchool consists of 13 rooms
used by 22 classes, forced
into split sessions for the
past 2 years. -

In seeking to allgviate the
over-crowding, the board
has, in the past few months,
investigated the feaslbility
of putting some elementary
school students into class-
rooms in the Presbyterian
Church Schoel and Christ
Church Memorial Hall,
Both sites were inspected
by County Supt. Robert
Blunt who insisted thatim-
provements had to be made
in lighting and safety feat-
ures before those class-
rooms could be considered
for approval. The costsior
these improvements would
be undertaken by the own-
ers but it was felt that they
would be reflected in the
rental fees to the board.
Other factors considered
for a.new bullding rather
than using improvisediem-
porary class space wasthe
reaction of parentsas indi~
cated in recent letters to
the CITIZEN. The letters
showed concern not only
about children being sep-
arated from the main
school building but about

costs as well. The theme
of most letters was that
quality education was de-
teriorating in South Amboy
and there was concern of
