Henry touched on the local
governmental structure by

structure. - They tell us
that the field work has been
completed and that the re-
port and recommendations
should be in by the middle
of July”.

Henry continued, ‘“‘While
we don’t know the results,
we feel that it 18 obvious
that some major recom-
mendations will be made
and more controls sug-
gested, My personal feel~
ing 1s that our present
structure is too cumber-
some and unweilding and
that the Mayor and Council
do not have the controlthat
the people who elect us ex-
pect us to exercise, I'm
certain that the report will
reflect this”.

Henry concluded his re-
marks by saying, ‘‘Since
this report is being pre-
pared by experts in the
field of local government,
1 know that the Mayor and
‘Council will accept it in~
tellingently, and after re-
viewing it in depth, pro-
ceed to institute as many
of the recommendations we
feel are necessary and
feasible. Only in this way
can we streamline our gov-
ernment and make it an
effective instrument of the
people for which it was
intended”.

In line with the Council’s
plan on updating the city
government, Ordinance 798
was passed on final
reading.
