.. 00 set-up?"’ He also in-
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quired of the council,**Who
asked these peOple to live
there if they dont like a
business district?"’

Timm went onto complain
that his patrons are being
harassed .and for
reason, veryfew South Am-

boy young people freq- |

uented his establishment.
Henry asked Timm if he
thought he was causing a
disturbance and to this
Timm replied, ‘‘No.”’
Henry explained that he,
Councilman * Connors and
Timm had visited the home
of Albert Heim in order to
find out whether or not the
noigse from the Cove was
invading Heim’s house.
Henry then asked Timm,
‘“Did you hear music from

your establishment in
Heim's housé ?*’ .
Timm answered, ‘‘Not in

the living room, but yes,
in the kitchen.'’

Henry retorted, ‘'You are
not telling the truth. We
(Connors and Henry), were
with you then and we
heard {t.”’

At this point, Timm stated
that he would doeverything
possible to cut down on the
noise emanating from his
place, adding that he ha=
aiready arranged for en-

gineers to work on the
problem.
Mrs, Mary Trpisovsky,

who lives behind the Cove,
in rebuttal to Timm's
statement concerning the
‘residents of that grea liv-
ing there, said, “We didn't
move into that district, you
digar’

A few young lads from
other towns tried to speak
in behalf of Timm but Hen-
ry pointed out to them
that this was strictly So.
Amboy business.

Joseph Osmanski, a next
door neighbor of the Cove
stated that he was an eye
witness as to where the
fight started last Saturday.
Refuting Timm’s statement
that there are nowitnesses
to incidents ¥oncerning his
business, Osmanski sald,
‘I saw kids come out of
the Cove and say ‘let's
go across the street and
finish this fight,” but it
wound up in.the middle of
the’ road. I am the one
who called the police and
if any of those kids had
been pushed around a bit,
they deserved it.’

A special policeman,
hired by Timm, claimed
that the neighbors antag-

onized the patrons of
the Cove. .
Mrs. Richard Arose,

another neidghbm‘, stated .

that she had signed com-
plaints against three young
men for possession of al-
cohol. According to Mrs,
Arose, the three vyouths
came out of the Cove. Two
of them are juveniles and
their cases will be heard
on the 23rd of this mpnth.

Stern Warning

Judge John H, R, Lveritt,
vigibly provoked by the
presence in his court of a
group of young defendants
accused of parrticipating in
what is loosely described
as a ‘“‘rumble”, sternly
admonished them to com-
port themselves as gentle~
men, inthe future, or else,..
“If any of you are ever
involved in any similar in-
cident again, the Judge
warned, ‘‘the Court will
deal with you accordingly,
to th K possible jail sen-
tence,*’

Judge Everitt contmued

‘““the Court i8 partlcularly

. concerned about problems,

or rumbles, of this sort,
and, ifthey continue, some=
one is going to Jail. We
love our town and we want
our citizens to be able to
walk our streetsin peace.”

The Judge, addressingthe
youngsters from out of
town, told them that if they
can’ t behave, while inSouth
Amboy, they would be dealt
with most severely by the
Court,
