the Superior Court’s decisglon to allow what is purported
to be® a Lecenrage center, The Cove, to spring up in the
midst of an otherwise quiet and peaceful area of South
Amboy.

One can't help but wonder what the reaction of the
Judge, who rendered this decision, would be if he were
forced to live next door to the ‘ monster” he helped
create!!l And, for that matter, what would be the reac-
tions of the families of the owners, if they had to pur up
with the outrageous and disgusting behavior of such
patrons?

The Court’s decision, to allow this establishment tobe

The behavior
of his out-of-town patrons has forcedourcity fathers and
poli¢e department into enacting and enforcing legislation
to protect the peaceful rights and privileges of our town,

he behavior of these out-of-town patrons has caused
the mayor to declare an emergency curfew, due to the
threat of violence in our streets. A city ordinance to

. enforce a permanent curfew has already been passed at
a first hearing.

BOARD 'IN THE DARK’ ON LANDFI

A perplexed Board of Ed-
ucation has decided, as a
last resort, to senda regis-

tered letter to the Mayor

and Council, asking for a
commitment, either pro or
con, on the use of the land~
fill ae a new =school site,

The motion was made last
evening by William Kurtz
who recommended that a
request be made for an
answer by September 1.
Mr. Kurtz said that if the
council says ‘“‘no’" on the
use of the landfill, the board
will then “proceed on re-
gionalizatlon redistricting
or bussing”’ of students for
next year, '

At their June meeting, the
board had released schem=-
atic drawings prepared by
Architect Thomas Vail for
a $1.8 million building con-
sisting of 29 classrooms,
a  library, supervised
lunchroom, 600-seataudi-
torium, 1000-seat gymna-
sium as well as adminig-
trative offices and parking
facilities for 200 carg. The
proposed building would
utilize 82,000 square feet
of space on a requested
30-acre site,

The feeling among some
board members last night
was that they would coma
promise on the acreage,
provided the council would
allow them to build on the
landfill.”

The board had been
promised a decision by the
Mayor and Council ontheir
request within a week fol-
lowing their June meeting,
but when the Council met,
they reserved making a
decision because they felt
there were still a number
of factors to be considered.
