A MATTER OF DEFINITION

(Editor's Note: We are publishing in its entirety the court
order issued on May 10, 1968 by Superior Court Judge
David D. Furman allowing the Cove to. open for business
after its variance request had been denied by the South
Amboy BoaKi of Adjustment.

Originally, Timm Enterprises, Inc., operators of the
Cove, had as rid the local board for a variance to run a
combination restaurant, teen dance hall, and car wash on
premises on Upper Main St. It will be noted that the court
order allows a certificate of occupancy for "the business
Of a restaurant." According to Webster's Unabridged
Dictionary, a restaurant 1B defined as "a place where
meals} can be bought and eaten; an eating house/' The
fact that the Cove has run, and has advertised, dances
for "teenagers only" for Thursday arifi Saturday evenings
U in direct violation of the court order. The fact that the
Cove does not mention restaurant facilities in their ad-
vertising is a clear Indication that they are in violation
Of the court order. The Cove, by their own definition, re-
calved permission to operate a restaurant; in reality
they are operating a teen dance hall, as well as a rest-
aurant, whose congestion of patrons with its unwanted
noise has created a public and private nuisance in what
was once a quiet residential area.

The Cove is now closed for infractions of the health
code. By order of Sanitary Inspector Patrick Vona, the
Cove must improve toilet faciUtiesandreduce the volume
Of noise. Iftheseconditionsaremetand the Cove re-opens
with the same operation as ithasinthe past, we Teel that
they will still be In violation of the court order which*
allows only for "the business of a restaurant."

Two young men from out
of town discovered that
South Amboy is not the
place to attempt to pur-
chase alcoholic beverages
illegally. Ronald J. Ross-
man, 458 Butler St., A venel,
and John J. Cullen 3rd.;
236 Atlantic St., Elizabeth,
were each fined $200 pluB
$10 costs for attempting to
do Just that.

According to Patrolman
Steve Malkiewicz, the ar-
resting officer, both Ross-
man and Cullen misrepre-
sented their age for the
purpose of inducing a local
retail licensee tosellalco-
holic beverageB to them.

In a letter dated July 9,
Vona informed the owners
that an inspection was mad©
of the premises in question
on July 3rd and again on
July 6th. On these date*
Vona found that the toilets
were much too small to ac-
commodate the Urge num-
ber of boys and girls in
attendance at the Cove.
Vona's tetter stated that one
of the owners, Mr. Nels
Tlmm, estimated the crowd
to be about 200, and yet,
the actual count amounted
to close to 250.

Voria's letter pointed out
that the male and female
facilities occupy a space
less than six feet square
and since the toilets are lo-
cated adjacent to the res-
taurant section, the same
would have been suitable
for the employees as or-
iginally planned by Timm.
Vona instructed the owner
to install materials imper-
vious to water on the four

'walls In each of the toilet
areas to a height of not
lower than five feet, and
according to Vona, this has
not been done, vona also
added that lack of toilet
facilities, to accommodate
the crowds that patronize
the Cove, constitutes a
menace to health and he
informed the owners that
efforts must be made to
correct this situation.

Vona1 s letter went on.
"The Intrusion of unwanted
noise into an area that was
normally quiet can be very
discomforting and cari lead
to a breakdown in health
and it was noted that no
effort was made to reduce
the volume of noise escap-
ing to the outside during the
conduct of your business.
The use of sound deadening
materials which was not in
evidence would certainly
aid in containing the noise.

It waB noted that the Cove
was given two weeks to
meet the Board's request.
Failing this, the Board ex-
tended the deadline one
more week, which brought
them up to July 30. Seeing
that there had been no pro-
gress made in Improving
the situation, Vona ordered
the Cove closed down and
the police department was
notified and asked to co-
operate by checking and
seeing to it that the place
is kept closed,

Mr. Timm replied to Vo-
na's letter by promising to
"do everything I can to
cooperate with you in mak-
ing my place of business
meet the Health Code of
the city of South Amboy."

The letter went on, **I
am in receipt of your sum-
mons which indicates that
I must begin the improve-
ments within two weeks
time. The purpose of this
letter is to assure you that
I have already contacted the
plumber who is to begin the
work in the next few days
and to assure you that ev-
erything is being done to
follow out your other rec-
ommendations."

Coinciding with the Tues-
day night shut down of the
Cove, one of the owners,
Mr. Timm, was appearin|
in the local court at 7
o'clock. A group of people
residing near the Cove had
charged the owners of vio-
lating other local ordin-
ances.

When Timm Informed the
Court that his attorney was
on vacation and therefor*

k he needed a postponement
of his cape, he was severely
criticized by JudgeEverltt.

TO ALL CITIZENS OF SOUTH AMBOY:

Tfcls article should be seriously considered by South
Amboy taxpayers and supporters for an adequate public
•chool system meeting ail state requirements to qualify
students for college entrance credits. a

.. Based on recent Board of Education reports pub-
lished in the South Amboy CITIZEN, please note as
follows: no doubt this picture and scope of the proposed
high school building on the landfill was developed by an
architect on information supplied by the Board of Educa-
tion - $1,800,000 for the building alone. Not Included In
this estimate is the cost of piling and fill dirt needed to
raise the landfill elevation to a safe elevation in order to
meet the 5 ft. tide that raises above the present landfill
•levatlon when a hurricane hits the landfill area. All costs

. of utilities, roadways, storm and sanitary sewers, water-
line with fire hydrants, grading, black topping the parking
lot plus many more costly features are necessary to
complete the picture as shown in the South Amboy
CITIZEN.

The detrimental factors of weather and salt air action
' are always present due to the exposed landfill location.

The architect quotes saving $400,000 to build on the City
Hall site. Added to this would be other costs entailed at
the landfill and not at the City Hall site.

Approximately more than $1,000,000 would be saved by
using the City Hall site, thereby saving the sale price of
30 acres of landfill for Industrial use. Thirty acres of
Improvements with buildings would be a permanent tax
asset returning big dividends to the city. Approximate
bonding costs for 20 years on a $1 million bond Issue
would be $200,000 on a 20-year bond, plus costs of in-
surance premiums.

All the following suggestions are based on utilizing the
* City Hall site thereby saving dollars If practical and

workable. This site should be considered by the Board
of Education and ouncil members.

1. Superintendent areas. To overcome filing cabinet
Shortage space, the wide corridor with superintendent's
office, Board of Education and 2 classrooms with little

- traffic, have space along corridor wall for Installation of
many square feet of filing cabinets. ,

2. Cafeteria. The present cafeteria being so little
used except by students who bring their own lunch. The
students are presently supervised at lunch period by a
teacher who receives an extra small remuneration.
This could be improved at a small expense, comparable
to a new cafeteria in the proposed landfill school.

3. Library. To use the present library with necessary
improvements, whereas, a new library on the landfill
would require a second librarian with new furnishings,
books, fixtures, etc.

4. Manual Training Room. To continue manual train-
Ing room as is at present location with improvements to

• add classroom for mechanical drawing with attendant
teacher.

If these present facilities could be utilized as shown in
conjunction with the City Hall site being used, it would be
a saving for either the landfill or City Hall location since
It would require two teachers less.

Have Information at hand that a new high school build-
ing can be erected on the City Hall site with areas and
scope developed as described herein, to be connected to
present Hoffman High School building on Stevens Ave.
side of John Street. The entrance and stairway connection
would be similar to the connection of the new elementary
•chool on the Broadway side and have facades similar to
the elementary school which would balance the appearance
of the John Street side of the building. The entire City Hall
tract can be used with suitable setback on John Street and
Stevens Avenue to abut the George Street property line.

The public entrance would be on the George Street side
. to the auditorium and gym by a mutual lobby having a wide
corridor dividing the auditorium and gym. This corridor
would lead to classroom areas.

The auditorium and gym have each 88 ft. x 134 ft. which
areas could be adjusted to some extent. Gym area would
contain full size basketball court 50 ft. x 90 ft., seating
approximately 900 to 1,000 to have permanent built-in
•eats with balcony seats. Area dimensions shown include
space for boys and girls, and coaches' locker rooms with
storage space. These areas are to be similar to the
present gym utilities. All figures quoted throughout are
approximate but very close to exactness.

The following classrooms to be developed viz; base-
ment, 4 classrooms with space for utilities, heating, stor-
age; 1st floor. 6 classrooms, average size, 28*8" x 32';
flooring area 911 sq.ft.; 2nd floor, 6 classrooms, average
•lze 28T8" x 32\ flooring area, 911 square ft. From this
2nd floor, the corridor elevation would be 12 ft. wide. The
corridor over the gym approximately 42* higher which
•levation would be for areas over gym and auditorium
Callings which could be reached via either ramp or 5
steps. This corridor would contain a flooring elevation
Of 8 classrooms, average size, 36' x 32', 1152 sq. ft.
floor area. Rooms would include wardrobe space and
storage space. A similar group of classrooms would be
over the auditorium, as both areas are 88' x 134*. The
maximum number of classrooms would be 32. In areas
over the auditorium and gym, flooring space could be
adapted for a lecture or art room, eliminating some
flaJsrooms and providing necessary washrooms on each

Pointing out that the origi-
nal summons had been is -
sued on July 3, the Judge
told Tlmm that the request
was very unreasonable but
granted him a one week
extension,.

EDITOR'S NOTE: It is In-
teresting to note that al-
though Vona's letter, dated
July 9, clearly stated that
Timm was to comply with
the recommendations with-
in two weeks, Timm's let-
ter, dated July 15, (one week
later), indicated that he had
not, as of the 15th, started
the necessary work.
