Staff Sgt. Phillip Gordon,
124 Henry St., South Am—‘
boy, was awarded the U,
S. Army Bronze Star Me-
dal on July 30 for heroism
in Vietnam that resulted in

| the amputation of his lefr
" leg.

The citation reads as fol-
lows: *‘ For heroism in con-
nection with military ope-
rations against an armed
hostile force in the Repub-
lic of Vietnam, Staff Ser-
geant Gordon distinguished
himself while serving with
Company A, lst Battalion,
8th Infantry.

On May 2, 1967 Company
A was conducting a search
and destroy mission in the
Ia Drang Valley, Pleiku
Province. As they pro-
ceeded across the heavily
vegetated terrain the com-
pany came under intense
small arms and automatic
weapons fire. Because of
the’ dense jungle canopy,
it was virtually impossible
to determine exactly where
the o friendly artillery
rounds were landing, which
necessitated the aid ofair-
craft to adjust fire. Ser-
geant Gordon took it upon
himself to mark the com-~
pany’s locatlon with his M-
79 grenade launcher. While
running to the company
command post, approxima-
tely seventy-five meters
away, to get a marking
round, he was seriously

wounded in both legs. Ig- -

noring his paln, he crawled
the remaining distance.
Reaching the command
post, he secured the mark~
round and fired it
through the jungle canopy.
Effectively oriented by the
marker, the aircraft per-
sonnel were able to accu-
rately adjust the support-

ing arcillery-fire whichre- -

toilet facilities for a teen-
age center, only for the
employees. He also In-
structed the owners that
it would be necessary to
install materials imper-
vious to water on the four
walls in each of the tollet
areas 1o a height of not
lower than five feet,
