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President Johnson’s crime commission has announced
that there is a possibility that every other boy, now 10
years of age, will be arrested, sometime in his life,
for an offense not involving a motor vehicle, :

The report also stated that if he lives in a city, his
chances for arrest rise to 6Q per cent.

What are we.doing about this horrible situation, here
in South Amboy? ' oo :

Are we going to sit by, ina state of apathy, and let these
statistics climb in an unchecked arithmetical, or even
worse, geometrical progression? -- or, are we going to
do something about it? Something such as positive action
in the creation of a wholesome and properly supervised
program of teen-age activities.

By " properly supervised, we mean a professionally
trained person, or persons, who will aid the youngsters
in théir quest for ‘‘something-to-do.”’

We feel that the word ‘‘aid” is the key-word in today’s
solution of the problems and turmoil of our young
people. We feel that the youth of today are looking for
thé cooperation of us adults, and not necessarily leader-
ship, or guidance, per se,

The .kigs of today don’t want to be told when, where,
how or why they should play baseball, dance or toss the
bean-bag. They want to do the telling and theywant
cooperation from the adult world. They want to relate
with their own, their very own, self-regulated young
community. . _

In last week's editorial, the CITIZEN mentioned that
just such a program is working out in a town in Penn-
sylvania. According to an article appearing in the August
issue of Parent’s Magazine, Hemlock Farms youngsters,
fifteen of them, have been instrumental in making a teen-
age center a great success,

arent’s Magazine editors point out that the kids have
made their center a success because their interest is
proprietary; they helped design it, They are also helping
to finance the center now and it already has about 100
.paying members.

The editors thought that the teenagers in this commu-
nity would welcome responsibility for a new center if
they were given the opportunity to identify with it at the
outset. At - the first meeting with the youngaters, they
were asked how the building should look, what size and
shape it should be, what kind of facilities it should offer,
what the center could be used for, and how it might be
managed by the teenagers.
