Plane"Hijacked"After Force Landing

FORCED LANDING An unusual Sight for
local residents was this monoijlaut? whose pilot,
Gary Laubengeyer. was forced to land in the
area of the Little League ballf ields last Saturday
night when he ran out of fuel. It was early
evening when residents of the area east of

y ln'.iril ,i spuitirniu| phiie flying at
unusually low altitudes. Shortly after running
out of gas, he seemed to ylide to a smooth land-
ing between the ballf ields and the Dohaney
Homes development.

Gary Laubengeyer, a
young man from Vineland,
N. J., will never forgW
South Amboy. Flying a blue
and white colored Aeronca-
type monoplane. Gary was
forced to land on the land-
fill area, last Saturday
evening, because of a fuel
shortage. Sunday morning,
Gary was informed by the
local police, that his plane
had been "hijacked" and
moved from its overnight
parking space, near the
boat club, to the corner
of Henry and Rosewell Sts.
by persons unknown.
Gary's Odyssey began

about 8:30 Saturday morn-
ing when he took off from
Topsham Airport In Maine
on a flight to the Millville,
N. J. municipal airport,
near Vineland, Gary wished
to surprise his mother with
his unexpected visit.

As he approached South
Amboy, a gathering thun-
derstorm forced Gary to
make changes in his flight
plan and he found himself
over this city with only
a small amount of gas in
the tank. Realizing ti^at he
would not be able to make
the Red Bank, Linden or
Hadley airports, Gary
made a quick survey of
the landfill are and de-
cided to set down here.
Many adverse factors

such' as the high tension
wires, the soft terrain
and ballfield, and houses,
and, most important, low
fuel supply, entered into
Gary's decision to land
behind the Dohaney Homes
in safety. Residents of that
area swamped the local
police department with
phone calls and Captain
Raymond Mundy detailed
Officers Edward Cieslar-
czyk and Steve Malkiewicz
to the scene,
A fire truck and the First

Aid Squad were also dis-
patched to take care of any
contingencies. With the aid
of r,he firemen, first aiders
and the ' police officers,
Gary was able to taxi MB
plane to a location near

Main Liquor Store
On Uppar Main t David Si.
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the boat club, after it was
decided that it would be un-
safe for him to continue
his journey that evening,

A local gas station own-
er, Jim Ostrander of the
Broadway Service Station,
volunteered to drive Gary
to Hadley Airport to get
the special gasoline needed
for the aircraft. In order
to hold the weight load to
a minimum only five gal-
longs, enough for one
hour's flying time, was put
in the plane. This was done
in order to assure a safe
takeoff In the morning.

The Ostranders extended
the hospitality of their
home to Gary and he spent
the remainder of the night
with them. At 5;45 Sunday
morning, the police called
Mrs. Ostrander and aBked
her to awaken Gary and
inform him that between
5:30 and 5:45 a.m., un-
known persons had wheeled
his plane from the boat
club to a new location near
B & B Market on Rosewell
St.

The unsuccessful " #
jacking" of the airplane
was, apparently, the doing
df a group of youngsters
bent -Jii causing ccme high-
Jinks by hiding the plane
in the Old Star Field. Lack
of space, on Rosewell St.,
and/or lack of time, caused
them to abandon their ef-
forts.
With the aid of Jim Os-

trander and a friend of his,
"Sunny" Smith, who is also
a pilot, Gary moved the
plane out to the center of
the landfill area, via the
"Schaefer Road", and pre-
pared for "take-off".
On the advice of Smith

and Ostrander, Gary chose
a suitable strip on the
sandy road "and was able
to take-off with ease and
dexterity, at 9:15 Sunday
morning. (Earlier, Gary
had told this reporter that
he did not anticipate any
problems, as his hip needed
only 400 feet for a suc-
cessful take-off.)

LOCAL SCHOOLS OPEN NEXT WEEK
With the exception of St.

Mary's High School, whose
opening has been postponed
until September 16, South
Amboy's public and paro-
chial BChools open their
doors next Wednesday, just
2 days after the Labor Day
week-end.

The new Catholic high
school, nearly completed,
which was started Just 2
years ago after a fire had
destroyed the existing fa-'
citity, is now mostly in the
process of being furnished
before it will be ready to
receive students. Students
in both schools had been on
split s e s s i o n s awaiting
completion of the new build-
ing,

A number of innovations
have been planned at St.
Mary's, principal among
them, a modified form of
modular scheduling - -a
system of 25-minute pe-
riods in place of the nor-
mal 50-minute periods. The
new scheduling will be in
effect mostly with senior
students in the areas of
Knglish,#religion and social
studies. Under this form of
scheduling, a student may
meet one day for a 25-
minute class and the next
day haye up to three modu-
lar periods. The system
will operate in conjunction
with group teaching where
a large group of students
may hear a lecture by one
teacher during a short pe-
riod and then divide into
smaller groups for discus-
sion sessions with different
teachers.

Expanded c l a s s r o o m
space in the new high
school, where there are
now 30 classrooms com-
pared to 21 Jn the old
school, will adequately suit
the needs of groups sepa-
rating into smaller classes
or vice versa.

the new St. Mary's school
will also feature language
labs for Spanish, French,
and German classesandall
students Will be taking at
least two years of a for-
eign language. A new ac-
celerated course, "Intro-
duction to Behavior Sci-
ence" will be available to
seniors.

The expanded facilitiesr
also include a 300-seat
"Little Theater".
