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Fiscal Systems
To Be Studied

In a letter to Council
President Fred Henry,
James A. Ailoway, Direc-
tor of the Division of Local
Finance, Department of
Community Affairs, an-
nounced that his depart-
ment would make •< survey
of the fiscal sys ems of
South Amboy. Included in
the survey will be the City
offices, the Board of Pub-
lic Works, the utilities and
the Board of Education.

The purpose of the survey
Is to determine whether
machine bookkeeping is
economically f e a s i b l e ,
needed; or d e s i r a b l e
throughout the city offices.
Alloway explained that this
BtuSy is another phase of
the technical assistance of-
fered by his department to
the- city.
Alloway's department will

also work with the city
auditor, Joseph Seaman &
Company, for the purpose
of 'establishing a sub-
account budgetary classifi-
cation system which will
be utilized for the I960
budget year. They will also
aid in the development of
a simplified budget work
format which will be uti-
lized for the corn-ing budget
year.
In order to expedite the

above phase of the pro-
gram, the fiscal officers
of South Amboy, City Trea-
surer John Leonard, as-
s'atant treasurer Frank
Minnlck and Commisbloner
Richard Servis of the Board
of Public Works, will be
consulted. These city offi-
cials will prepare a break-
down of the 1968 budgetary
expenditures into the sub-
account category in order
that the council will have
information available to
them during the budget pre-
paration season.

AUoway hopes to have the
budget format available for
distribution to the oper-
ating heads of the various
city departments by No-
vember. During the month
of November until mid-
December, the operating
heads will prepare their
budgetary requests and
have this information
available to the council by
the end of the first full
week of January.
It 1B contemplated that a

final review of the fiscal
system shall be presented
to the council by early No-
vember, in order that any
necessary budgetary allo-
cations, to Implement any
proposed system,- can be
considered as part of the
regular budgetary review
process.
The above technical as-

sistance given to the City
of South Amboy is but one
BBpect of the technical as-
sistance that the Depart-
ment of Community Af-
fairs is offering the city,in
Its efforts to up-date the
governmental structure of
this community.
President Henry, in com-

menting on Alloway's let-

COUNCIL DISCUSSES LANDFILL AND TAXES
In answer to I3oard of

Public Works Commis-
sioner Ted Lewandowski's
question, "Where are we
going to get the money?"
(August 15th issue of the
C1TIZKN), the city council,
at last Tuesday's meeting,
may have come up with a
possible solution and ans-
wer to this most vital ques-
tion.

Councilman Joseph Rush,
in his remarks to the coun-
cil, stated that in the paBt
two weeks, more than 20
people have posed the same
question to him, Pointing
out that there are only three
possible sources of revenue
in the city of South Amboy,
the railroads, Jersey Cen-
tral Power and Light and
the homeowners, Rush ex-
plained that unless ratables
are secured for the land-
fill area, the burden of new
taxes will fall on the home-
owner.
According to the council-

man, the railroads have
reached their peak in taxeB,
along with the power com-
pany, thereby leaving only
the homeowner to carry the
burden of new taxes.
"The only other hope for

new revenue, lies in the
landfill," said Kuan. He
added, "We need industry,
we're in a financial bind
and in our efforts to .secure
industry for the landfill, I
hope we don't get outside
interference, as we did the
la Ht time. Such Interference
deteriorates the situation."
(This, in reference to the'
recent attempts to locate an
a,luminum plant%n the land-
fill)'.

Council President Fred
Henry told the council thai
he too may have a prospect
for the landfill adding," The
door is open for Industry
in South Amboy."
Henry took this occasion

to inform the council that
the proposed new school
and new city hall will in-
crease the tax rate of South
Amboy by at least 95 points,
for the first five years ofa
30-year financial program.
According to Henry $2,2
million for the school and
$360,000 for the city hall
will mean the outlay of at
least $160,000 per year.

"I ' l l bet I could do a bet-
ter Job than those fellows
on the school board" ? If

Are you able to work co-
operatively and pleasantly
with other people as part
of a team?

Can you take criticism,
perhaps even attack, with-
out losing your head and
without deflating from what,
you think isvhe right posi-
tion - the position in the,
best interest of the educa-
tional welfare of all the
children?

Do you. possess the at-
tributes of intelligence, in-
tegrity, openmindedness,
level-headedness andconv
mon sense that are neces-
sary in an effective board
member?
If you can honestly say

"Yes" to the foregoing
questions, you do belong
on a school board.

Now, how do youget there?
School districts fall into

two categories.
If you live in a Chapter b

district (mostly city dis-
tricts), you have to be ap-
pointed to the office by your
Mayor. If you live in a
Chapter 7 (mostlyboroughs
and townships) or in a re-
gional school district you
have to run for xhe office
of board member. '
How do you get appointed?

Well, if you're really a
community-minded citizen,
you will surely have been
active in some community
organization - the PI A, the
American Legion, the Com-
munity Fund", the volunteer
fire department, the Lions,
The Rotary Club-whatever.
Hopefully, the Mayor will
choose school board mem-
bers on the basis of demon-
strated community leader-
ship. Often he is open to
suggestion by groups who.

If you have to run for

office, the question is^'How
do you get nominated?"
One method of nominating
candidates for school board
membership that has been
gaining in favor is the cau-
cus method. Under this
system, some authority,
such as a community or-
ganization Interested in
good schools invites or
chooses a group of repre-
sentatives from local as-
sociations for the purpose
of canvassing, screening
and nominating the best
a v a i l a b l e candidates.
Again, if you have made
ySur mark in the com-
munity, the caucus com-
mittee will seek you out.
In fact, many authorities
feel that the office should
seek the candidate, rather
than candidate the office.
In any case, in order to

get on the ballot you have
to file a petition wi.th the
school board secretary.
The petition must be signed
by at least ten persons
qualified to vote in the
election, but it's a good
idea to get more than ten
names. The petition' must
declare that you are quali-
fied to be a board member,
that you will serve if
elected, and it must contain
a verification byorte signer
that the petition Jsgenuine.
Nominating petitions must
be filed with the board sec-
retary on or before 4:00
p.m. of the 40th day before
the election. Since elections
are held in February, the
deadline would fall in late
December.
Now all you have to do is

get elected.

In spite of all this, the

wasps are classed as ben-
eficial insects, according
to Louis M. Vasvary, Rut-
gers entomologist. They
get the plus rating because
they feed on other insects
that do more harm than
g o o d . , • •

The first thing to remem-
ber, if you decide that your"
too neighborly wasps must
go is to operate at night
when there is less chance
of being stung. The wasps
will be less active then, Dr.
Vasvary explains.
To get rid of wasps that

build their nests above-
ground, in shrubbery,
under porch roofs, behind
shutters and the like, use a
liquid insecticide made of
DDT, Sevin, or chlordane.
Aim the mixture into the
nest openings.' (One way
to improve your aim is to
use a little oil can known
as a force oiler. Auto sup--
ply stores sell them.)

When you attack ground-
nesting wasps, use the dust
form of any of the chemi-
cals, mentioned. Pour the
dust into the nest opening,
then cover with moist soil
--a shovelful.

Traffic Accident
Costs Increasing

The nation's estimated eco-
nomic loss from truffle acci-
dents in June was u|> more
than $15 million over June of
1967, the Insurance Informa-
tion Institute reported.

The economic loss for June
was estimated at $1,113,840,-
000 by thf Institute. It attrib-
uted the rise over the same,
month lust year to increases of
8 per cent in traffic deaths and
4.4 per ce-nt in fc<£Jdents.
Traffic injuries for the month
were approximately the same '
as for June a year ajro.'

The 4.820 highway deaths
reported for June by the Na-
tional Safety Council compare
with 4.4G0 for the same month
in 19(57.

The economic loss for the
first six months of 19G8 stands
at $6,4()5,:n2,OOO. in increase
of $619 million above the IOHS
figure of $5,786,350,000 for the
same period last year.

The rise in economic losfc
durinK the first half of 1968
was due to increases of 6 per
cent in traffic accidents and 4,5
per cent in injuries over the
same jicrfod of 1967.

The Institute suid that if the
trend set durinjt the first MIX
months of this year continuM
during the second half, 196a
will set a new hiVh record in .
traffic accident experience—
there would be more accidents,
more injuries and more deaths
recorded than in any. previous
year.
