HIGH PRINCIPAL, DIES AT 40

James U. Croddick, 40,
principal of Hoffman High
School since 1965, died of
an apparent heart attack on
Saturday, September 14,
enroute to the Perth Amboy
General Hospital, from his
home, 329 Parker Avenue,
South Amboy.

Former coach of the
school's champion basket-
ball team, he became prin-
cipal of Hoffman High in.
1965 replacing Superintend-
ent of Schools Eugene S.
Dobrzynski who had held
both posts. Mr. Croddick
had the "Governors" for
five years, developing them
into the top-notch basket-
ball team that won the state
Group I basketball cham-
pionship in 1963 for the first.,
time in 24 years.
The Governors' 63-30 vic-

tory o v e r Wood-Ridce
brought the team and the
coach statewide acclaim.
Previously, Mr, Croddick
had coached the junior var-
sity basketball team for
four years.

Born in South Amboy, he
was the .son of Mr. and Mrs.
James Croddick and grad-
uated from Hoffman High
School in 1946, A star bas-
ketball and baseball player,
he made All-State in Group
I basketball duringhis sen-
ior year. He was awarded
a full athletic scholarship
to Seton Hall University
where he played with that
school's exceptional Bas-
ketball team of 1949. ' "
He was graduated from

Seton Hall with a bachelor
of science degree in edu-
cation and also received a
master of arts degree In
school administration and
supervision from the same
university.
He taught social studies

and was basketball coach
from 1953 to 1963.

During 1950 and 1951 he
served with the U. S. Army
and was stationed in Green-
land with tioops preparing
the Air Force Base at
Thule.
Mr. Croddick was a com-

municant of St. Mary's R.C.
Church and belonged to its
Holy Name Society. l!ewat>
a member of South Amboy
Council 426, Knights of Col-
umbus. He alsowas a mem-
ber of South Amboy Housing
Authority and the South
Amboy Recreation Com-
mission.

COUNTY REVENUE
SOURCES DEFINED

New Jersey's 21 county
governments realized $3^6"
million in revenue last
year, an increase of more
than $46 1/2 million over
1966 revenue. Since 1964
total county revenue has
risen $100 million.

Local property taxes
totaling $266.7 million con-
tinued to provide the bulk
of county revenue in 1967.
These represented slightly
less than.71% of aggregate
income of all counties last
year as compared with al-
most 73% received from
this source in 1966. Other
revenue sources, such as
State aid, special taxes,
and fees, produced $90.3
million in 1967. These
amounted to 24% of total
income, or about two per
cent more than the 1966
proportion. Revenue taken
from surplus last year to-
taled slightly over $19 mil-
lion, continuing to repre-
sent slightly more than five
per cent of th total.

A co u n t y - by - county
breakdown compiled by the
New Jersey Taxpayers As-
sociation showed that in
Middlesex County, 1967
revenues totaled $26,011,
812. Of this $19,368,864,
or 74.5%, came from pro-
perty taxes; $4,842,948, or
18.6%, from "other reve-
nues, and $1,800,000, or
6.9%, from surplus. The
revenue totals do not in-
clude income from borrow-
ing.

The figures were compiled
from official sources by the
Taxpayers Association for
inclusion in the 1968 edi-
tion of its annual publica-
tion, "Financial Statistics
of New Jersey Local Gov-
ernment".

The 1968 Rutgers football
season will be getting un-
derway this week and this
year will be a "big" one
for the Knights. When the
game with Lafayette begins
at Rutgers Stadium this
Saturday it will inaugurate
Rutgers 100th season of
intercollegiate football.
The game will also mark

the first 10-game* schedule
for the Scarlet in six years.
Although the formal cen-
tennial celebrations will be
held in 1969, the anniver-
sary year, Rutgersmenwill
probably still be leading
a few cheers during this
season.

Both Van Ness and Baker
