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Variances To Be Re-Heard
Due to a confused state

of affairs, caused by mis-
understandings and possi-
ble -questions on the legal-
ity of a recent Board of
Adjustment Meeting, the
Board of Public Works
voted to return three vari-
ances to the Variance
Board for re-considera-
tion.

This action, taken at last
Tuesday's meeting,, came
about when the three re -
quests were presented to_.
the Board of Public Works,
in Resolution form, for ff-
nal approval or disap-
proval. The Board refused
to act on these Resolutions
until a transcript of the
meeting of the Board of
Adjustment was presented
for study. President Wood-
row McCarthy, in announc-
ing this decision of the Bd.
of Public Works, said," We
want to hear from everyone
concerned in these cases."

McCarthy went on to fur-
ther clarify the Board's
position by questioning the
legality of the meeting the
Board of Adjustment held
on Sept. 18. According to
McCarthy, the Board of
A d j u s t m e n t ' s regular
meeting night was supposed
to have been the 11th, but,

-due to the inability of the
recording stenographer to
take down the transcript
of the meeting on account
of an Injured hand, the
meeting was cancelled un-
til the 18th.
" A c c o r d i n g to the

statues," McCarthy added,
"written notice must be
given to everyone living
within 200 feet of the prop-
erty in question, and ap-
parently this was done for
the meeting of the 11th,
now the question is: should
they have been, or, were
they notified, by letter, of
the change of date?"
Attorney George Kress,

appearing for one of the
cases in question, had this
to say, "The attorney for
the Board of Adjustment,
James Tustin, was present
at the meeting of the 18th
and apparently it (the meet-
ing) was legal in his opin-
ion. I will not question Mr.
Tustin's opinion as to whe-
ther or not that meeting
was legal. If there is a
question of illegality, it's
Up. to a court of law to
decide."

Commissioner Richard
Servis then brought up the
point of having the trans-
cripts made available to
the Board of Public Works
by saying, "Regardless of
whether or riot the meeting
of the 18th was legal, I
want the transcript of that
meeting, or a subsequent
meeting,, here before de-

. elding on it."
Kress replied with, 'ag-

ain* we come into lack of
communications. I under-
stand your problem3, since
I once served on this Board
but time is of essence, my
client is ready to go."
McCarthy advised Kress

to request a special meet-
ing of the Board of Adjust-
ment, adding, "then we will
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be able to consider your
case when we meet again
on Oct. 8."

Kress's statement on the
lack of communication,
(again) was in reference to
a meeting of the Board of
Public Works held on Feb.
28, 1967, Where he was
appearing for a client in
another variance hearing.
At this mt3eting there had,
again, been a great deal
of confusion regarding the

Board Receives
Report on
City Hall Site

At their meeting Tuesday
evening, the Board of Ed-
ucation received a report
from their architect,
Thomas A. Vail, on the de-
ficiencies of the City Hall
site as a location for the
new school building.

Commenting on sketches
that had been prepared in
June, as had others for a
school on the landfill, the
architect reported that the
"building would completely
fill the site, with the ex-
ception of a small area in
back of the existing ele-
mentary school." In elim-
inating the only playground
in the area, this would
create circulation prob-
lems within and outside the
building and would further
increase pedestrian and
vehicular problems. *

Board President Frederic
Reese commented that
since the opening of the
new school at St. Mary's,
he has become increasing-
ly aware of the overflow
of students onto the streets.
Normally, these students
lined up on the school
grounds but the use of these
grounds for the buildings
has made it necessary for
students to line up on the
surrounding s i d e w a l k s .
Since he passes this site
every morning, he said, he
is concerned that a child
could be easily hurt should
he inadvertently walk into
moving traffic. This same
problem, he added, would
exist should the "public
school be built on the city
hall site.

Mr. Vail's report stress-
ed that cutbacks would be
necessary In classrooms
from desirable to, in some
cases, minimum size.
Also, it added, the follow-
ing areas would have to be
eliminated: "gym storage,
team lockers, lunch" room,
language lab, student
lounge, audio-visual and
two rooms for educables
and trainables."

For these reasons, he
felt, "getting the approval
of the State Board of Ed-
ucation would be a long,
complicated and embar-
rassing procedure".
He concluded his report

by stating that on the land-
fill site, the board could
"satisfactorily develop its
program into a viable
school" and that, in any
event, "a larger site should
be acquired rather than
the city hall site.
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ZAMORSKI NAMED PRINCIPAL

The Board of Education
named Chester S. Zamor-
ski as principal of the So.
Amboy Elementary School
at their meeting Tuesday
evening. He will replace
Joseph Mabey who has ac-
cepted a principalship in
the Washington Township
district in Morris County.

Mr. Zamorski will re-
ceive a salary of $11,000
to be prorated on a 10-
months basis.
Currently a teacher in

the Matawan schools, Mr.
Zamorski received a BA
in education from Rutgers
University in 1958 and a
MA in education from Se-
ton Hall .University In 1961.
He also holds a doctor's
equivalency. Mr. Zamor-
ski also served as vice
president of the Matawan
Teachers Association. The
Matawan School District
has a faculty staff of 300.

A U.S.Marines veteran, he
saw action in China and
the South Pacific1 during
World War II and served
an additional 2 years dur-
ing the Korean War.
He is a member of the

Matawan Education Asso-
ciation, the Monmouth Ed-
ucation Association, the
New Jersey Education As-
sociation and the Matawan
PTA. He has also served
as director of a "Leap"
program in Matawan, de-
signed to bring children
up to grade level in cert-
ain learing skills.

Mr. Zamorski had been
a member and was serv-
ing as vice-president of the
local board until his resig-
nation to Mayor Richard
J. Schultz last week.

William Kurtz was elected
vice-president to replace
him.

VANDALISM CONTINUES
To combat continuing .van-

dalism to school property,
the board will seek to hire
special policeman to be on
duty from 7 p.m. until the
start of the teen-age cur-
few at 11 p.m. The board
will contact the local Pol-
ice Reserves to try to ar-
range this service.

Member Mrs. Howard Er-
vin told the board she was
concerned about children
getting hurt should glass

fly into their faces and she
said that the debris in front
of the school is "disgrace-
ful." The board will write
to the mayor and council
requesting th-at the streets
surrounding the schools be
swept every day.

SEEK FUNDS
Approval was given to

have two teachers, George
Virgillio and Joseph John-
son, seek federal funds
through the State Dept. of
Education for a tutorial
program under a teachers'
innovation law that become
effective last week.

The local teachers would
like to initiate a program
where Future Teachers of
America, local high school
students, would be taught
teaching techniques in a
training workshop and
could then tutor students
with learning disabilities.
Ideally, if funds are grant-
ed for this program, there
would be a ratio of 1 tutor
per student who needed aid.
The federal grant to New
Jersey totals $100,000, and
individual teachers may
apply for a maximum of
$1000.

SPECIAL MEETING
A special meeting, ori-

ginally scheduled for last
week but postponed due to
the death of High Schpol
Principal James Croddick,
with the mayor and council,
will be held on either Oct-
ober 7 or 8. The board
was offered these dates by
the council and said they
could meet either night.
The board expects a de-
cision on use of the land-
fill site for a new high
