industry. This {s commonly known as
our dumping area.- What will we have
here? -t '

We also have Jersey Central Power and Light. Co.
"and the Rallroad property which are classified as heavy -

industry. These are only a few. I am not condemning
these ratables -- thank goodness we have them -- but
why is it necessary to industralize our entire waterfront
from the City dumping area to the Sayreville landfill?
What will it mean to the taxpayer?Noone seems to know.
Qur taxes have risen between $50 and $100 per year for
the past four or five years, What do we have to show
for it? Most people who have purchased homes since
1960 are paying $500.00 and upward in taxes. Are we
80 badly pressed as not to be able to give the Board of
Education_a plece of this landfill? IT’S FREE -- THIE
CITY OWNS IT. This would still leave many acres for
industry and possibly some recreational facilities,

The present building is horribly inadequate. Toexpand
“to the City Hall site would entall many sacrifices, as
Mr. Vail, architect for the Board of Education, has
stated, Any further expansion at this site might prove
expensive to the taxpayer, in that additional property
would have to be purchased,

Father Wujek was named
paster at St. Mary's par-
ish in 1928, tii{s ability and
hard work earned him an
appointment as diocesan
consultor in September,
1938. In November of the
same year Pope Pius XI
appointed him a domestic
prelate with the title of
Riiht Reverend Monsignor,

The achievyements of

Msgr. Wujek at St. Manrrs‘
-are numerous. The par

was in extreme financial
difficultyy when he was ap~

inted oastor. The prob-
em wa her Intensified
by the depression of the

1930's. In 1946, the church -

mortgage was burned. But
before accomplishing this,
he built a convent and re~

_novated the church. His

In a letter to Mr. J, Kap-
lan, presidenct of the Spiral
Metals Co. on lower Broad=
way, Inspector Patrick
Vona, of the local Board’
of Health, informed him

According to Vona, it ap-
pears to be the same tgg:
of fluid that had been
served flowing in an open
ditch to the Raritan Bay,
a few months ago.

According to the In-
spector, company officials
and chemists had been in-
vited to visit the disposal
plant, by Superintendent
Thompson, but as of this
date, the {nvitation has not
been accepted. Thompson
had hoped to be able to
resolve the problem by
working with the company
to finda solution or answer.

Tests have been taken of
the green matter and the
city ig awalitingthe results,
““in the meantime®, stated
Woodrow McCarthy, presi-
dent of the Board of Fublic
Works, ‘‘we should, per-
hapg, instruct Vona to cut
off Bewer service to Spiral
Metals, if the.seriousness
warrants it,”’

It wasannounced, at Tues~
day night’s Board meeung,
that an extra $1,200 for ad=
ditional fittings to the new
South - Amboy-Sayreville
water tank, will be needed.
McCarthy willinstruct City
Engineer Edward Reilly to
find out from the Borough
of Sayreville the reason
for this oversight in the
original plans and agree-
ment.
