Mother Pleads for Teen-Age Son
In a voice utterly devoid

of hysterics, emotion, or
passion, and yet with a
strong and forceful sense
of urgency, the mother of
a local teen-age boy plead-
ed with the Mayor and
Council "to do something
about cleaning up the cor-
ner of John St. and Broad-
l y . "

Displaying a remarkable
Impression of self-cpntrol
and composure, despite the.
obvious strain she was un-

-" der, the woman told the city
fathers how her son and
other boys, were being led
astray by a "misguided
sense of hero worship of
a group of habitual offen-
ders."

"These habitual offenders
are nothing but a bunch of
bums. They have no res-
pect for law and order,
and my son and the other
boys are beginning to fol-
low in their footsteps,"
the mother said, addding,

' "The police are doing a
fine job by arresting these
bums, but it doesn't seem
to do any good."

The Mayor and Council-
men told the woman that
unde,r the law, the judge
can only fine them, and
this > doesn't seem to act
as a deterrent.

At this point the lady sug-
gested that jail sentences
Be meted out, "including,
my own son. Maybe this will
Stop them. It breaks my
heart to say it, but if nec-
essary, put my son in jail."

The Mayor and Council
agreed to meet with the
City attorney, the chief of
police, and the city mag-
istrate to see what can be
done about this situation.

Own, the fees include $500
jr engineering; $1,500 for
oil ' boring tests; and
9,430 for the architect,
lorman' Fischer.
In a letter to the Borough

of fiayreville, South Amboy
promised to contribute
$5,000 towards the building
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of a suitable drainage sys-
tem in the vicinity of Brook
Ave., Sayreville. This con-
struction will help to alle-
viate the flooding condition
of Veterans Field and Or-
chard Terrace.

In the early part of this
year, the council had
passed Ordinance No. 775
which was an ordinance
providing $25,000 for the
construction of a suitable
drainage system for this
area. This project was con-
tingent on the Borough of
Sayreville extending the
system to Brook Ave. The
Borough has been forced
to delay its part of-the
program due to the need
of larger pipes than were
oriffinallv contemplated. It
is hoped that Tuesday night's
action, by South Amboy,
will help to finish this much
needed sewer system.

The council also approved
the spending of $5,500 for
repaying Cedar St. from
Washington Road to Cen-
ter St.

Muli./er mentioned many
potentially hazardous plac-
es in South Amboy and
Councilman John Connors
.isked him, "What can we *
it* i to condemn these
l>i.ices'.' If we think a
place is hazardous, let 's
s u n condemnation pro-
ceedings."

Meinzer clarified his r e -
marks by saying, ' ' I t ' s the
height of the buildings
that's bad. The fronts of
ihe buildings don't look bad.
On around to the back of
them.

Connors assured the fire-

men that he was't talking
against the new truck but
only Skying, "we need to
eliminate fire hazards."

Connors took note of the
fact that most of the un-
favorable property on
Broadway, which seems to
be the focal point of haz-
ardous fire conditions, Is
owned by people from out
of town. "Another.case of
'absentee-1 a n d l o r d i s m '
we have to "keep after
them." he added.

Mayor Schultz told the .
firemen that the city is In
the process of revamping
all the codes and ordinanc-
es pertaining to buildings
and that much progress has
already been made in
seeing to it that fire haz-
ards are being removed
from the city. "We form*
erly lacked 'teeth in the
law but things are a little
different now," said the
mayor. * ">
