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REDISTRICTING SOLUTION
FOR LOCAL STUDENTS?

Thwarted in their efforts
to build a new high school
on the landfill area, the
Board of Education, at the
request of member William
Kurtz, will query neighbor-

' Ing school districts for the
purpose of redistricting.

At Tuesday's meeting,
Supt. Eugene Dobrzynski
was authorized to contact
County Supt. Robert Blunt
for permission to make the
queries. '

Board President Frederic
Reese said that a recent
study made for the State
Dept. of Education may,
in the near future, make
it mandatory for small dis-
tricts such as South Amboy
to join with other districts.
Since there is an immediate
need to relieve crowded
conditions in the public
school, the board can still
build and later have the
school become part of a
larger district at the
State's discretion.

BUSINESS DEPT. REPORT

Earlier in the meeting, a
report on the need of, ad-
ditional space and equip-
ment in the high school's
business department was
read. Prepared by Mrs.
Elnora Dexheimer, busi-
ness instructor, the report
said that the typing room
once "housed 25 tables and
m a c h i n e s comfortably"
and now had 39 tables and
machines jammed in the
same .spacer Elbow and
'walking space - are at a
premium. It is not.con-
ducive to good teaching and
maximum p r o d u c t i o n . "

" The report further stated
that "college-bound pupils
cannot be . accomodated
when they request typing."

Mrs. Dexheimer also said
•.that ''the department
Bhould be unified and
.present a complete unit"
with connecting rooms
where business education
courses should include dis-
tributive Education and/or
Salesmanship, r e c o r d
keeping, data processing
and a business English
course.

Mrs. Dexheimer conclud-
ed her report by saying she
hoped the board would
"better understand and
share with us the pressures
recognized and felt In our
Business Education De-
partment." w

• Board member Stanley
KoVaJeski commented that
the report showed a "cry-
ing need" for an immediate
school building program.
Mr. Kurtz added that the

board welcomed such re-
ports from the school's
professional staff so the
public might become bet-
ter aware of the urgency
for school expansion.

DTHER SOLUTIONS DISCUSSED

While redistricting was
discussed as a pqssible
solution for .future ex-
pansion, Mr. Reese said
that he expected to inves-
tigate portable classrooms
during the Federated
School Boards' convention
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this weekend. He said that
other districts have had to
use portable classrooms to
relieve overcrowded conr
dltions and that the local
board should "think se-
riously" of portable class-
rooms as a temporary
relief. The elementary
school, grades 1-6, are
all currently o n split
sessions.
Supt. Dobrzynski reported

that Architect Thomas Vail
had completed a room re-
lationship study for a high
school on the Veterans'
Field site, located on Fel-
tus St. and Ward Ave.
which 1B to be discussed
at a conference Oct. 29,
On Oct. 31 the board will

meet with a committee of
the South Amboy Education
Association to discuss
salary negotiations. Metz-
ler Associates was re-
tained as consultants to
the board to participate
during the negotiations.

TRANSPORTATION CONTRACT

Morgan Taxi of Morgan
was awarded a contract for
1968-69 to transport
special education students
into other districts. The
sole bidder, they will take
29 educables, trainables,
and handicapped pupils to
classes^n Sayreville, Hast
Brunswick, Carteret, and
Morganville.
Supt. Dubrzynski said the

new elementary school
principal, Chester Zamor-
ski, is expected to report
to his position Oct. 28.
Screening o-f applicants

for the high sdhool prin-
cipalship will also take
place during next week's
conference of the board.

BOARD CONSIDERS
SCHOOL TRIPS

The South Amboy PTA,
which for the past few years
has sponsored field trips
for the elementary school,
notified the lioard of Ed-
ucation this week that this
item has been eliminated
from their budget and they
requested that the board
underwrite expenses so
that the trips could con-
tinue.

The board was unanimous
in their praise of the PTA's
past efforts and told PtA
President Mrs. Virginia
Stillwagon that while they
were not sure there were
sufficient funds In the
budget to undertake the cost
for the current year they
would definitely consider
it for the coming budget.
Member William Kurtz

asked Mrs. Stillwagon to
check teachers' plans for
any forthcoming trips and
if the money could be ap-
propriated, he hoped the
board woflfld continue the
trips. t

VARIANCE GRANTED
The Boar.d of Public

Works, at last Tuesday
night's meeting, confirmed
the approval of^ the
Variance Board for'an ad-
dition to the premise of
601 Washington Road for
a restaurant.
Known as the Highlander

and operated by Arotok,
Inc., the premises were re-
classified from Zone C,
(business zone), to ZoneB,
(a non-business zone) on
March 28, 1968. '

1 he jxjtitioner claimed
that this building and
business has existed for
more than two years prior
to the zoning change of
March 1968. Being denied
a permit to build, by the
Uuilding Inspector, the
owners applied for a
variance from the Board
of Adjustment. This Board,
and the Board of Public
Works approved the appli-
cation with the provisos
that no one under the age"
of 21 will be allowed in
the tavern part of the
building and that there
would be a separate
entrance to the restaurant.

Mr. James Kierman,
president of Arotok, said
that his establishment will
serve a full menu of fish,
chops, steaks, Italian food
and will also continue the
serving and delivering of
tomato pies when La-
Monts, presently located on
Broadway, moves to the
Highlander.
In other business, the

Recreation Commission
requested that lights be
placed around the pond at
the water works. President

'of the Board, Woodrow Me
Carthy, stated that these
lights would be used for
winter skating and the
Board approved the re-
quest. McCarthy pointed
out that the lighting en-
gineers should keep in mind
the fact that the pond will
soon be drained and cleaned
and may be enlarged.

McCarthy also announced
that Superintendent Charles
Thompson, although still in
the hospital, " i s still on the
active list. Thompson i»
awaiting reports, from In-'
spector Vona, on the green
matter that was formerly
entering the sewage plant.
"We don't know where it's
going, but it's not going in
the plant, said McCarthy,
adding, "maybe they have
found out how to eliminate
this chemical."

At the last Board meeting,
a letter from the local
Board of Health to the
Spiral Metals Co. on lower
Broadway, was read. In
this letter, Inspector Vona
told Mr. J. Kaplan, pres-
ident of the metal company,
that the city sewerage plant
would not be able to treat
sewage coming from his
plant.
