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COVE OWNER PAYS s200 FINE
Mr. Nels Tlmm, owner of

the Cove, paid a fine of
$200. and costs when Judge
John R. Everitt found him
guilty of allowing noise to
emanate from his place of
business to such an extent
that It caused a nuisance.
In a hearing before the

Magistrate's Court, last
' Tuesday evening, Mr. Al-
bert Helm and Mr. Richard
Arose accused Timm of
creating and maintaining a
noise that was a nuisance

. to the neighborhood sur-
rounding the Cove. Claim-
ing that this was in vi-
olation of a local. Ordi-
nance, Heim and Arose
brought forth witnesses to
substantiate their charges *
against Timm.
According to Heim, there

was noise coming from the
Cove on the night of Oct.
19 and he called the police
department. Officer Mal-
klewlcz responded to the
call and he verified Helm's
claim that "the noise was
bad," especially in the
kitchen area. "In fact",
said Heim, "the noise was
so loud the desk sergeant
could Hear it over the tele-
phone when Officer Mal-
klewicz phoned him".
Heim went on to relate

how Health Inspector Pat-
rick Vona and Timm came
into his house and also
admitted to hearing the
noise. Timm, according to
Heim, blamed this con-
dition on open windows in
the Heim kitchen. (Timm
later testified that the
Helms were able to hear

' their TV programs, in the
front part of the house,
without any trouble, and
that there was "no reason
for the kitchen windows
to be open "at this time
of the year, unless some-
body liked fresh air.")

When called to the witness
stand, Mr. Frank Trpls-
ovBky, who lives in the
neighborhood of the Cove,
testified that eerie noises
were emanating from the
establishment during the
hours of 8 to 11 on the
evening of Oct. 19."

Trplsovsky added,"I have
.i few other dates in mind,
regarding this noise, and I
am aware that 1 have 30
days in which to make a
complaint if I so desire."

When questioned by Timm
about this statement,
Trpisovsky informed him
that he (Trpisovsky) hold6
the rank of Captain in the
New Jersey State Police
and Is therefore well aware
of the. rights accorded a
complainant.

Arose testified that he had
•igned the complaint a-
gainst Timm because he
heard a noise that" sounded
like, someone hitting a
garbage pail" between the
hours of 9:15 and 11 on
.the Saturday night in

Suestion. He also stated
lat his wife had had Tlmm

in the Arose house the
previous evening (Friday)
and that Timm had admit-
ted to loud noise coming
from his place and prom-
ised to have U turned down.
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Arose added, "If this
noise contlnues^andaslong
as he (Timm) can pay these
fines, I'll continue to make
these complaints."

Judge Everitt reminded
Arose that he (Everitt) had
not yet made a decision
regarding the dispostion of
this ca6e, therefore his
(Arose* s) statement was
strictly out of order.
When it was determined

that the other prosecution
witnesses in the courtroom
would " testify along the
same lilies as the previous
witnesses, the Judge al-
lowed Timm to take the
stand in his own defense.
Timm opened his case by
stating that he felt thai:
the" charges against him
had no foundation. He cited
a complaint, called into
city hall, that charged him
with making a noise ai
7:30 when "the band didn't
start playing until 8 that
night.*r

Timm went on to say, "I'm
in competition with Sacred
Heart on Saturday nights.
They have a band on Sat-
urday and their music is
heard all over the neigh-
borhood. I don't see how
anyone can tell where the
music is corning from. The
noise coming through
Helm's kitchen window
could have come from
Sacred Heart."

Timm also asked why
complaints against him
came in only on Saturdays,
and not Fridays, when the
Sacred Heart orchestra is
not playing. Timm alleged
that people living closer to
his business than Arose,
have not complained.
Arose answered this by

saying, "I sleep in the
rear of my house. I can't
hear his (Tirnm's) noise in
the front of the house. I
can hear it only when I
am in the back of the
house." **
Miss Georgette Cottrell,a

cashier of the Cove, was
called to the stand by Timm
and she testified that she
had taken a short walk, on

, the night in question, and
could hear only the music
from Sacred Heart's or-
chestra. When questioned
further about this, Miss
Cottrell could not .fttate
positively that the Cove or-
chestra was playing at that
particular time.
A Mrs, C. Bajor of

Carteret testified that
while she was standing in
the Sacred Heart parking
lot, she could hear music
coming from the Sacred
Heart dance, but not from
the Cove,
In passing sentence, Judge

Everitt told the Complain-
ants, and neighbors of the
Cove, "You can do two
things; go. to the. city of-
ficials and try to have this
area zoned residential, or
keep making complaints,
such as this one tonight,
and the Court will pass
Judgement on them. That
is your solution."

Turning to Timm, the
Magistrate said, Mr,
Timm, if you are not sat-
isfied with my findings, you"
may appeal."

I his December the Post
Office expects to deliver
over twice as many indi-
vidual pieces of mail as
there are people on earth
n.ore than 9.7 billion items
of mail.

I his will be the largest
volume of holiday mail ever
known. Clearly If it Is all
to find its proper destin-
ation, there must be in-
creased public cooper-,
al ion .

I or several yearsnowthe
Post Office hasbeenurging
all citizens to use ZIP
<. ode. Most people have
heen assisting. The Post
Office estimates that about
7(i percent of the nation's
first class mail now
carries ZIP Code in the
111.11 ling address,
mtiwever, the expected
nkSh of Christmas mail
highlights the importance
of Zip Code.

ZIP Code is an efficient,
praccical way to control
and direct the flow of mail
through our postal system.

But, even if every piece
of mail delivered during the
holiday rush carries ZIP
Code, it will take about
50 billion individual hand-
lings to process the total
volume.

According to Postmaster
Howley, letters without
ZIP Code usally are hand-
eld an extra five or six
times before reaching their
destination. This creates
unnecessary work which Is
wasteful of both time and

/tax money.
" If we are to expect the
*same efficient mail service
characteristic of the past,
despite the tremendous
growth in population and
demands upon the post
office, it makes sense to
heed the annual plea to Shop
and Mall Early and use the
ZIP Codes.

Postmaster Howley and
his staff truly are Santa's
helpers during this time of
the Year. They deserve our
assistance to make -sure
that everyone's holiday is
a bit brighter.
