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Council Prepares
for Snow Removal

Printed elsewhere In this
issue of the CITIZEN ie a
Resolution that will help the
city to prepare for the Job
of snow removal this
winter.

Asking for bids on the
hiring of two tandem
trucks, the Resolution sets
forth the following stipu-
lations for consideration by
prospective bidders; The
trucks must be of the dump
type and be prepared to
remove the snow when it
has attained a depth of a
minimum four Inches, or,
at the discretion of the
Commissioner of Streets
of the Chairman of the
Street Department.

A $50 per month retaining
fee will be paid to the
successful bidder, this fee
to be deducted from all
the monthly charges billed
against the city when the
trucks and drivers are
engaged. The fees will
not be paid until the 15th
of April in order to Insure
compliance with the con-
tract.

The Council also passed
a modification of thê  Or-
dinances governing the
legal age limit of the
patrons of establishments
selling alcoholic beverages
in the city of South Amboy,

Ordinance No. 809, also
printed elsewhere in this
Issue of the CITIZEN.
states, "any person who,
shall be adjudged guilty of
a violation of this Ordi-
nance shall be subject to
a fine not exceeding the
sum of $200, or imprison-
ment for a term not ex-
ceeding 90 days, or both.
Such fine and/or imprison-
ment to be at the discretion
of the Court.

The above Ordinance is
the second amendment to
Ordinance No. 770. This
Ordinance provided for a
fine of $200 for any one
purchasing alcoholic bev-
erages, if they were below
the legal age >f 21.

"n a later action, the city
council amended this Or-
dinance with Ordinance No.
804, which provided for a
mandatory fine of $200 for
anyone found guilty,of falsi-
fying their age to gain ad-
mittance to any establish-
ment selling alcoholic bev-
erages.

Recent court cases, under
Ordinance No. 804, are now

- being contested, it being
claimed that a mandatory
line does not allow tha
Court to " Judge" or weigh
the merits of each in-
dividual case.

The City Council, upon the
passing of Ordinance No,
809, hopes to rectify the

• above condition.
In other business, the

council received a letter
from the Central New
Jersey Regional Air Pol-
lution Control Management
Committee asking for this
city's share of the $25,000
needed for the hiring of a
director and other needed
personnel. South Amboy's
•hare amounts to $615.28,
which, i s provided for by a
$1,000 budget item i
A letter was also received

from the State Department
Of Transportation which
•tated that the drainage
problem, existing at the
Intersection of Routes 9
and 35, i s still being
studied. *

GOPeter J. Rush - Mayor by 332 Votes
Fourth Ward Couricilman

Joseph P. Rush, with a
plurality of 332 votes, was
elected Mayor of South Am-
boy in last Tuesday's Gen-
eral Election. Losingtothe
incumbent Mayor, Richard
Schultz, in only three of
the city's eight districts,
the Republican candidate
tallied a total of 2132 votes
to his opponent's 1803.

' As generally expected,
Rush carried- the Fourth
Ward by 340 votes which
is the average plurality
for that so called Repub-
lican Stronghold". What
came as a surprise to most
veterans of the South Am-
boy political scene was the
remarkable strong Rush
vote in the Third, Second
and First Wards.

The Third Ward, noted
throughout the political
history of this city as the
"Democratic Stronghold",
gave the Democratic may-
oral candidate, Schultz, a
margin of only three votes.
In the 1st. district of that
Ward, Rush lost by 25 voces
but picked up 22 in the 2nd.
district thereby losing the
Third Ward by only the
three votes.

The Second Ward, which
has never given a plurality
to a Republican mayoral
candidate, gave Rush a lead
of 12 votes over Schultz.

Schultz's home bailiwick,
the First Ward, was the
scene of Rush s biggest
triumph. It waB here that
Rush, by holding Schultz to
a margin of only 17 votes,
gained the support that
secured him the office of
the Mayor of South Amboy.

In the race for the office
of Councilman-At-Large,
incumbent candidate? Fred
Henry, won handily over his
Republican opponent, John
J. McCloud, by a margin of
570 votes. McCloud out-
distanced Henry in only one
district of the city's ten, the
First District of the Fourth
Ward.
Albert Sorrentino, the

Democratic candidate for
the office of Councilman of
the Second Ward, easily de-
feated the Republican can-
didate, Edward Freeman,
by 198 votes. Sorrentino,
a newcomer in the field
of politics, will replace
John Connors, who declined
to run for re-election.

Running unopposed in the
Third Ward, incumbent
Counci lman", William
O'Leary, received 554
vote 8.

FIRST WOMAN ELECTED

In her first bid for
public office, Mrs. Natalie
Brennan, running unop-
pOBed for the office of City
Clerk, polled a total of
2,782 votes, which made
her the top vote-getter for
the Democratic Party. Her
nearest rival for this honor
was Congressman Edward
Patten who received 2,225
votes.

Mrs. Brennan was ap-
pointed as City Clerk to
succeed the late John J.
Trlggs earlier this year.
In order to secure her
position under tenure of
office, Mrs. Brennan will
have to appear before the
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voterd again In 1971, three
years hence.
On the national scene,

South Amboy voters gave
the Humphrey—Muskie
ticket a plurality of 691
votes over Nixon and also
gave Congressman Edward
Patten 724 more votes than

•his opponent, George W.
Luke, the Republican can-
didate.

Running . trde to form,
South Amboy gave a
decisive plurality to all
the county candidates, a
plurality averaging 500
votes.

The Wallace ticket gath-
ered 402 votes, and the
other three fringe parties
received 18 votes in l u e s -
day's election.
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William Kurtz Jr, re-
ceived two write-in votes',
in the 2nd. district of the
Fourth Ward, for the office
of Mayor. Mr. Kurtz, a
member of the Board of
Education, had received 19
votes for that office in the
Primary Election held last
June.

Another interesting side-
light of'Tuesday's election
is the., fact that Mrs.
lirennan is the first woman,
in the history of South Am-
boy, to be elected to public
office. Other women, in the
past, have run in the
General Election, but have
never attained the honor of
being elected.

In a statement to the
press, Mayor-Elect Rush

.said, "I want to thank all
those who have shown their
confidence ,in me, as ex-
pressed by their votes. I
will do everything in my
power to live up to their
expectations in fulfilling
the obligations attendant to
the office of Mayor of South
Amboy".

Mayor Richard Schultz,
when questioned, said,
" 1 he people of South Am-
boy have spoken. They
wanted a change. I firmly
believe that a political
office holder has only so
much to offer the public
and when that is done, he
should step down. I wish -
Mr. Rush the best of every-
thing and will do all I can
to help him in his tran-
sition from Councilman to
Mayor".

l he election of Rush to
the post of Mayor will
leave the Council seat of
the Fourth Ward empty.
I his vacancy will be filled
by the City Council when
they meet Jan. 1, 1969.
Being Democratically con-
trolled, it is expected that
the Council will appoint a
Democrat to that chair,
as- was done in 1957 when
the council appointed
trvin L. House to succeed
the late Joseph Charmello,
who ha<d been elected Mayor
under the same cir-
cumstances as Rush,

When queried as to
possible candidates for this
position, Democratic lead-
ers had no comments.

The four public questions
on Tuesday's ballot were
all carried by substantial
margins; Public Buildings
by 489 votes; Transporta-
tion, 348 votes; Housing
Assistance, 121 votes; and
the Legislature Amend-
ment by 515 votes.
