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SCHULTZ RUSH:'BUILD SCHOOL
ON CITY HALL SITE'
Mayor Richard Schultz

and Mayor-Elect Peter
Rush, in a-display of civic
cooperatlveness and har-
mony, have both publicly
stated their desire to have
the new school bulk on
the. site of the present city

' hall.
At Monday night's meet-

ing of the Council, Schultz
. said, "I would stlU like to
see this new school built
right here on this site."
In his remarks, leading up
to his statement, the Mayor
Inferred that the Board of
Education is responsible
for the delay in plans for
the proposed plant. "We
are still awaiting a meet-
ing with the Board and we
still haven't heard from
them." said Schultz, add-
ing, 'we should meet with
them as soon as possible to
resolve the location of the
school."
The Mayor pointed out that

several proposed meetings
of the Council and Board
had been cancelled, at the
request of the Board, and.
he asked President of the
Council, Fred Henry, to try
to arrange for another
during the week of Nov. 25.

In reviewing the over-all
picture of th3 school situ-
ation, Schultz praised the
Board in their efforts to
solve the problem by study-
ing the possibility of send-
ing the students to other
schools. He stated that he
was very much against this
proposition and felt that

if we can have a new
city hall, we can certainly
have a new school." Al-
though I will not be the
Mayor in January, I am
still interested in the youth
of our. town," he added.

Claiming that the Council
had never turned down any
request of the Board of Ed-
ucation,* the Mayor went on
to say, "We had to deny
their request for the land-
fill area. We want to use
this space for industry in
order to help pay for this
new school and the city
hall".

Supporting the Mayor's
statements. Rush said, "I
agree with Mayor Schultz
in everything he says and
advocate the same lo-
cation." We will not take
from recreation areas, in
order to build this school.
The Methodist Church
property, we recently pur-
chased, can be imed by
blocking off John St."

LACK OF COMMUNICATION

Henry, in remarking on
the lack of communication
between the Board of Ed-
ucation and the Council,
said, "We are changing
in all things incitygoyern-
msnt and perhaps we should
have more frequent meet-
ing*. Perhaps v/i should
hâ ve meetings heldwsekly,
or, in this critical phase
of the contemplated school,
twice a wsek,'
In speaking further on the

school situation, Henry de-
clared that "it is unfair
for a child not to have-a

In other business, the
Mayor instructed the clerk
to send a letter to the
city' engineer, Edward
Reilly, asking him why tfce
pond at the water-works
has not been drained and
cleaned, "This," said the
Mayor, "should have b^en
done_two months ago. We
want to stock this pond
with fish. Is the Mosquito
Commission holding things
up?"
The Mayor also requested

that the Board of Education
and the County Board of
Election be asked to have
the election machines
moved from the auditorium
to the gym of Hoffman High
School. This, according to
Schultz, will eliminate the
climbing of the steepstairs
at the John St. entrance.

ORDINANCE PASSED

The council passed Or-
dinance No. 809 on its
second and final reading.
This ordinance, printed
•elsewhere in this issue of
the CITIZEN, provides for
a fine of $200, or imprison-
ment for a term not ex-
ceeding 90 days, or both,
for anyone found guilty of
falsifying their age to gain
admittance to any estab-
lishment selling alcoholic
beverages.
In a letter to the local

governing body, Assembly-
man Peter P. Garibaldi
urged the passage of a
resolution supporting the
passage of Assembly Bill
591. This Bill willauthor-
ize the direct the Commis-
sioner of Conservation and
Economic Dsvelopment to
acquire property for water
supply, and to construct a
tidal dam on the South
River.
Councilman Rush sugges-

ted that the Council comply
with the Assemblyman's
request, but was opposed by
Counci lman William
O'Leary. SaidO'Leary, "I
don't think there's enough
information available for
us to make this decision.
This should be referred to
our city engineer for
further study." J

Councilmen Zebro and
Henry concurred with
O'Leary.

The Council approved a
resolutiqn providing for the
advertisement of sealed
bids for the new city hall
to be built on Broadway.
This advertisement is
printed elsewhere in this
issue of the CITIZEN.

Board Member Attacks Council
Action Oh New Fire Truck
Armed with statistics un

the status of the South Am-
boy public schools as it
stands in the Middlesex
County educational picture,
William Kurtz attacked the
city council's plans to issue
$60,000 in bonds to cover
the cost of a new snorkel
fire truck.
Speaking at Tuesday's

meeting, the board member
said that of 26 school dis-
tricts in the county, South
Amboy spends the least per
pupil, $401, although it is
third in assessed valuation
behind each pupil, behind
only Cranbury and Plains-
boro.
He also eaid that the total

school budget of $463,432.
for 1966-67 was among the
lowest in the county which
on an average spends
$523,000 while the state
average par school district
is $564,000.
Strongly . opposed to the

purchase of a new fire
truck or the construction
of a new city hall before
the school problem is re-
solved, Mr. Kurtz issued
the following statement;
"I am deeply appalled,

after reading a news
account in an area daily
paper at the council's de-
cision to consider the pur-
chase of a $60,000 fire
truck. With five fire com-
panies per square mile, we-
will now move further
ahead of New York City in
fire protection.
"This seems to indicate

that the council Is not in-
terested in the public
schools. Five years have
gone by since it was known
of the need for school ex-
pansion. It took only a little
more than 6 months to
approve the request for a
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$60,000 truck that is totally
unnecessary for this city.
Did the council requestany
detailed study for this
purchase?

"When the school board
requested the landfill, w«
ware told that if the alu-
minum plant did not take
it, it was ours. When the
aluminum plant turned
down the site, we were
told to prepare drawings
and cost surveys for the
siie. This was just a move
to continue the stalling
tactics that the council has
used so successfully in the
past.

-•"Now they are lookiijgy
again for suitable ratables
for the landfill. For 15
years that property has
remained as it i6 today,
without so much as a nibble
from any Industrial pro-
ject. Three months ago, a
concern made an offer to
the city fo provide a ratable
on the landfill that would
be compatible with schools
and recreation. An ideal
situation which the town
so badly needs. It is infer*
esting that It was the chair-
man of the Fire Committee
who said, 'I hope this opens
the door for more offers.'
Perhaps we *ne'ed the
ratables to enable us to
buy more fire trucks.

"We've got to destroy this
myth about attracting suit-
able industry to .South Am-
boy. You cannot attract a
$100,000 home into a
$10,000 area. We must first
make South Amboy a de-
sirable place to which in-
dustry would be attracted.
Perhaps to those who have
never left, it is the
'Pleasant Little City' but
to an outsider it is a
'Grubby Little Railroad
Town/ It will remain that
until such time as the town
fathers decide to place ed-
ucarjon in its proper
place."

Henry repeafed hisw?rn-
ing of "irresponsible
financing" by saying, "I
think we would be irrespon-
sible if we did^his, We
must get answers first. I

«am not opposed to the new
fire truck, but, I am
opposed to irresponsible
financing."
Mayor-elect Peter Hush

entered the discussion, at
this point, by saying that
the issue boiled down to a
simple question, "Do we.
or don't we, need a truck?
"In mysuplnion," he added,
"the old truck is unsafe.
If we are to protect our
citizens, and their prop-
erty, irregardless of what
we have to do to raise the
money, we must have this
new equipment."
O'Leary praised Rush,

saying, "Your statements
are delightful and true. We
must be fair to everyone;
the firemun, and the
citizens of South Amboy."
A former commissioner

of the Board of Public
Works, Mr. Joseph Halmi,
gained the floor to add his
support for a new fire truck

-•and praised the fire com-
panies for doing a good job.
'We have good men," he-

said, "but tfiey needequip-
ment to do a Job."

Rush Introduced a motion,
seconded by O'Leary,that
specifications for the new
truck be handed in, and,
"the wheels set in motion
so that we can vote on this
at our next meeting, De-
cember 3."
It Was determined that the

specs had already been
drawn up and all that was
necessary was the prep-
aration for the "bonding or-
dinance. The council or-
dered the city attorney to do

One luile question, "Is
ilierv anything new on our
hre truck? , turned an
otherwise routine council
meeting into a meeting that
opened many doors for the
senous consideration of
i he South Ajnboy taxpayer.

Asked by former Fire
Uiief, Frank Conroy, the
question sparked a council
discussion that covered
such serious subjects as
"irresponsible financing"
.uid "public safety".

When Conroy asked the
question, President of the
Council, Fred Henry, told
him that "November is a
difficult month for any new
business such as this. With
elections and conventions,
plus the fact that we are
i rying to clear up old busi-
ness before the end of the
year, we- find that we are
literally swamped".
Councilman Frank Zebro,

disagreeing with Henry,
askod that the council meet
with the firemen and give
them a definite yes or no
by December 1st.
Henry replied, "we must

make a detailed study of
our finances, before we
can tell them they can, or
they can't have a new fire
truck. We cannot be guilty
of irresponsible financ-
ing."

In explaining his remarks,
Henry went into a detailed

^account of the pressing and
urgent needs of the city and
the necessary financing of
tjiese projects. "The new
city hall, which we are
advert ;?ing for tonight,
plus the new school, which
will cost well over $1
million and the mandatory
tie-in with the Middlesex
County Sewerage Author-
ity, another $1.3 m.'llion,
will take a lot of tax-dol-
la,rs,and there are only so
many of these dollars in
South Amboy."
Henry pointed out that the

tax-rate went up over 90
points last year and, "will
go up again next year with-
out even giving any con-
sideration to a needed In-
crease In salaries for the
city employees". He added,
"There are so many things,
we have no idea what it's
all going to come to."

Turning to the contingent
of firemen in the back row,
Henry said, "If you can
show us how to accomplish .
all the above, and still get
you a new truck, we'd ap-
preciate it." H^ommen-
ded the firemen by saying,
"You firemen have done,
and, are doing a wonderful
hlng and I'm sure that you

would be the last ones to
force UB Into taking a po-
sition of 'financial ir- -
responsibility'."
Former Councilman-at-

Large, RobertMcGowan, in
rebuttal to Henry's argu-
ments, said. We are
talking about $6,000a year,
under bonding. This is a
small amount compared to
the figures you have men-
loned here. We need this
squlpment."
