Withdrawn

In a surprise move, the
Enterprise Hqok and
lLadder Fire Company
withdrew its reguest for a
new snorkel, In a letter,
rcad at last Tuesday's
Council meeting, the fire-
men  stated that although
the new equipment is need-
ed in the city they would
defer to the new school,
and new cityhall, andwould
submit their request again
in the future,

| the snorkel would, accord-

ing to its proponents in the
fire department and on the
Council, add much to the
safety and welfare of South
Amboy citizens. President
of the Council, Fred Henry
opposed the purchase of the
snorkel on the grounds of
‘“‘irresponsible financing’’,
explaining that more pres-
sing and urgent needs of
the city should come first.

Henry went ontolistthese
items which included a new
school, new city hall, and
the pending tie-in with the

Middlesex County Sewerage

Authority. Pointing out the
financial problems ofthese
programs, he challenged
the firemen to ‘“‘show us
how to accomplishall these

things, and still get vou a
new truck’ .adding, ‘we’d
appreciate 1t”’

In spite of Henry’s ob-
Jections, the remainder of
the council members vgted
to have abonding ordinance
drawn up for the newequiﬁ-
ment and presented at the
meeting of Dec., 3. This
has now been nullified by
the fire company’s request
to withdraw its demand.

The local Patrolmen’s
Benevolent Association, in
a letter to the Council,
has asked that body tocon-
sider giving the South Am=
boy police a two-year
package plan which would
include a $700, across-the-
board raise for the year
1969 and again in 1970.

In listing their reasons for
this wage increase, the
PBA cited Attorney GeneraI
Arthur Sills’ recommenda-
tion that policemen should
attain a salary maximum
of $10,000 per year. The
PBA also pointed out that
Governor Hughes and the
State lLegislature are
presently attempting to
arrive at a formula where~
by direct state aid will be
given to cities for police
salaries.

The council voted to take
this request under advise~
ment during the upcoming
budget meetings for the
year 1969,
