SOUTH AMBOY CITIZEN: - ^ "

According to the news report published in THE
Nl̂ WS 1 KlBL'Nli, December 4, Mr. Fred Henry, pres-
ident of the City Council, is quoted as saying that
"the children (of South Amboy) were not getting a
first class education." The reason he offered seemed
to be the lack of a broaeh-based curriculum, which the
city could not offer even if a new school were built.

Let us clarify a few thing6 for Mr. Henry. Of course
no Group ill school (enrollment K-12 3000 and over)
can hope to achieve so- broad-based a curriculum
as a Group 4 school (enrollment K-12 6000 and over).
For example, Woodbridge, by its very structure, must
provide a larger curriculum. South Amboy cannot compete
and should not stride to better Woodbridge in this
respect. .

What South Amboy can and does provide is the
best education for its children under existing con-
ditions. This is the real point at issue. Over crowded
classrooms, an outmoded building, and, most of all, •
that inability of the city fathers to come up with a
suitable site for a school building equipped to fit the '
needs of Its-students a<re what the real controversy
is all about.\3

Hoffman High School always has provided the Carnegie
Units necessary • for .collegia admission. ItB students
have consistently dompeted equally with students from
other\schools both on the college and job levels. Under
near-primitive working conditions, Hoffman High School
has successfully tnanaged to gear its students for the
twentieth century.

It is not the curriculum, or college or Job com-
petition' or anything else that is at issue here.. The
real concern is tne apathetic do-nothing-attitude of
those who have the power to do something towards
the new high school and the subsequent cheating of
greater opportunity of the children of South Amboj

been available for several years; free of cost, as per
•Utements issued by the Mayor and Council. The City Hall
Site Is in the center of the city within walking distance
for all pupils, and served with bus service from all
parts of the city either directly by or within 1 block
Of the City Hall. The site has all utilities; maximum
Size water mains; paved streets, parking space, and a
playground area".

Parents, taxpayers, and citizens throughout the city,
who are going to' pick up the bill for payment of school
expansion, the mayor and city council are responsible
for the disbursement of all monies, not the Board of
Education who are apppinted members.

The mayor, city council and general public, favor the
city hall site. Mr. Max Vogel, a licensed engineer
Who has 40 years experience, and many others who
have construction and engineering qualifications, agree
that the City Hall site having 40,000 sq. ft. area is'
suitable for a 2 story baefement building. The facade
being similar to the present elementary school building
on the John St. side. This type of building with 3 street
exposures could be a building of beautiful appearance
with 3 entrances on 3 streets. This building would
have a full size gym and auditorium. The entrance on
the George St. side would have 16 classrooms, with
24,000 sq. ft. flooring area over gym and auditoriums.
The classrooms on John tit. side, 3 floorings, and
would have 16 classrooms. All classrooms would be
over 900 sq. ft. and include all necessary storerooms,
wash, rest rooms, etc. The building would have 32
full size rooms for a total sq. ft. flooring area of
85,260 sq. ft. more than 82,000 sq. ft. required for
the 1 story building that involved all physical require-
ments for the Board of Education's original plans. This
new building would be connected to present high school
building. Floor level elevation would be the same,
forming one controlled complex. This type building would
furnish all the necessary educational and physical re-
quirements for students seeking college entrance credits.
The building costs would be much less than for a one
story type.

The Latest Board of Education proposed site is tha
Veteran Field location. However, this site has already
been phased out by the Mayor and City CounciJ based on
protests of area residents. An athletic field would

have to be relocated since Veterans field is used
by St. Mary's and Hoffman High School teams, senior
ball clubs and the local football team. Two sets of
bleachers would cost $100,000 plus the cost of a new
location. There are no proper utilities to supply the
high school at this site.

. The citizens of South Amboy realize the urgent necessity
of expediting the school expansion program tOjuallfy
for N.J. School Aid. The increased cost of teachers
salaries alone as per Board of Education report, Feb.

-8/ 1968, shows for the school year-67-68, $283,050,
and for 68-69, $351,900, an Increase of $68,850. The
board receives necessary increased monies to operate,
these being willing supplied. The increase is mainly
for teachers' salaries whose minimum state teaching
days numbers 181. A teacher's workday is from 8:30
a.m. to noon and from 12:30 to 3:30 for a total of 6 1/2
hours dally, or a yearly total of 1176 hours. The city
1* a mile square with a population of 8,400 of which
2,200 to 2,300 are taxpayersof the working class with
small homes to maintain, many with mortages. The
tax increase averaged in 1967-1968 was $500 to $6.00
while the previous year saw an $80 increase. The
approximate total industrial assets taxed shows $28,000
receipts, and the railroad tax is out. Tha electric
light company's -taxes are a small part of the former
tax. This is the financial picture of the city.

•Many of our citizens are retired and living on small
Incomes. All city proposed expenditures should be
curtailed to meet the present tax receipts^-miking the
proposed high school expansion project cost within the
paying ability of the taxpayers. The school project Is
a must now, and not for the distant future. It has been
held up too long by the Uoard of Education to build
on property not available.

Let's goon now with.the city hall site. The CITIZEN
decision has the backing of the city.
