Let's Pull '
Together:Zebro

At last Tuesday night's
council meeting, Council-
man Frank Zebro seemed
to best sum up the problem
concerning the location of
the new schogl when he
said, ““Too much time has
been lost. Too much bicker-
ing has gone on. Many
people are vitally interest-
ed and it’s time we all
started to pulltogether. We
need to get things started
right away.”

In the presence of an es-
timated crowd of 65 per-
gons, the City Council, at
last Tuesday's meeting,
voted to permit the Board
of. Education to continue
development of plans for
the proposed school at the
Veterans Field. The res-
olutlon however, as sub-
mitted by Councilman Wil-
llam O' Leary, specified
that this did not mean “‘we
are deeding this property
to them (the Board of Ed-
ucation) at this time. {t
does mean that the plans
will be available for study
and consideration, so that
no additional time will be
lost if or when the Council
decides to deed this land
to the Board".

Councilman John Connors,
noting that the State has
not rejected the possibility
of using the city hall site

for the school, amended |’

O’Leary’'s resolution with
the stipulation that cthis re-
jection be receivedin writ=
ing before final approvalof
the Veterans Field site.
Council President Henry,
endorsing Connor’samend-
ment, added one of his own
in requesting that ‘““‘wealso
exhaust all possibilities of
busing, or, regionaliza-
tion”’. The Councilman went
on to say, ‘‘I feel that this
is the ultimate solution, We
can’t short--change our
children. South Amboy can~
not affdrd to give aproper,
broad~-baded curriculum to
our -children even with a-
new school. We want a lot
of answers before we make
a decision, We want to
make sure that the Board
of Education has done their
fullest before we turn the
Veterans Fleld over to
them”’. : .
The discussion of the
school site was opened when
City Clerk, Mrs. Natalie
Brennan, reada letter from
the Board of Education re-
uesting the Counciltogive
‘the Board the Veterans
Field for the praposed new
school.
